Procurement Postings for Next Week
Lankershim Depot Rehabilitation IFB 
Procurement will release an Invitation for Bids (IFB) next week to procure services for the rehabilitation the Lankershim Depot. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from November 14, 2011 through March 16, 2012. The project consists of the following: removal of hazardous dirt and gravel around building from dock edge; asbestos abatement of roof shingles; abatement of lead contaminated building surfaces in preparation for painting; gathering of all trash debris; completing new plywood roof diaphragm; temporary roll roofing to stabilize project until project completion; and, encapsulating priming and painting of all abatement on exterior and interior surfaces.

Wayside Energy Storage Substation RFP 
Procurement will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) next week to procure a Wayside Energy Storage Substation. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from November 16, 2011 through March 15, 2012. The successful firm will furnish a special engineered energy storage flywheel to be compatible with the existing Metro substation systems and will recycle energy within the system. The flywheel will capture energy from trains in the braking mode, store it and deliver it back to the same, or another, train in the acceleration mode. Data developed from performance measurements and related analysis will evaluate the overall energy savings during the flywheel operation.
