Metro and Caltrans hosted a live webinar on Friday, November 4, 2011 to discuss the status of the High Desert Corridor study currently underway. The study is in the draft Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report (EIS/EIR) phase and proposes the construction of a new, approximately 63-mile freeway/expressway linking State Route-14 (SR-14) in Los Angeles County with State Route-18 (SR -18) in San Bernardino County. Participating organizations included: the towns of Sun Village, Apple Valley, Phlean, Pinion Hills and Antelope Acres; cities of Victorville, Santa Clarita and Palmdale; the Antelope Valley, Adelanto, Lake Los Angeles, Acton, Victorville Chambers of Commerce; and the offices of Assemblymember Smyth, Los Angeles County Supervisor and Metro Director, Michael Antonovich, and San Bernardino County Supervisor, Brad Mtizelfelt.
