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	Santa Monica Bike Center Grand Opening
This morning, Deputy Chief Executive Officer, Paul Taylor joined our Board Members Zev Yaroslavsky and Pam O’Connor for the grand opening ceremony of the $2 million Santa Monica Bike Center. This is the largest secure bicycle parking facility of its kind in the nation. Our agency provided $1.5 million in funding through its 2007 Call for Projects Grant Program to construct the facility. The bike center’s two combined locations on the ground floor of the Santa Monica Place parking structure features almost 5,300 square-feet of space and nearly 360 secure bicycle parking spaces. The full-service facility also includes rentals, attended bike valet, showers, lockers, self-service repairs, vending machines and restrooms. Bike and Segway tours and education classes are also planned at the facility. This facility is expected to increase bike and transit connections for work and play to and from Santa Monica, a popular beachfront destination and a bike-riding capital of Southern California. The bike center location at 4th Street and Broadway is only one block away from the future Expo Line light rail terminus scheduled to arrive in Santa Monica in 2015. The Los Angeles Times along with channels KABC 7, Fox 11, Univision 34, the Santa Monica Mirror, Time Warner Cable, City TV and other media outlets covered the opening. Daily News Story on SF Valley Crime 

The Daily News is preparing a story looking at crime stats and criminal activity happening in the North Hollywood area. The reporter has contact the Los Angeles Police Department for crime stats and has also talked with Commander Pat Jordan of the LA Sheriff’s Department’s Transit Service Bureau. The reporter is suggesting that crime is on the rise in the area due to criminals using the Metro Red Line subway system to travel to North Hollywood. The Commander indicated that while he is not surprised that some criminals may be using the system to get around the region, he noted a previous study that showed that crime around rail stations is usually indicative of the surrounding area, not because criminals are using the station or system to get to areas to commit those crimes. He noted that the system is safe, and to suggest that criminals are riding the system to commit crimes in the San Fernando Valley and in particular in North Hollywood would be irresponsible. The story may run this weekend.
