Last week, the Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) contacted us requesting our assistance in a planned shutdown of the Occupy Los Angeles protest. The LAPD requested a minimum of 27 buses to be used to transport officers from a staging area to a number of locations in the Downtown Los Angeles area. A total of 34 buses and operators were provided to the LAPD by Metro to transport 1,000 officers to various deployment locations around City Hall from last night until early this morning. We provided the buses and operators, as we have in the past, during potential crisis and other periods because we faced a public order, a safety situation, and needed to cooperate and assist the law enforcement authorities.
