Mobility 21 Transportation Summit Draws Media

More than a dozen media outlets including Channels 2, 7, 9 and Univision (both network and local), Korean Channel 18, Time Warner Cable, KNX, KFI and KABC radio, the Los Angeles Times, Daily News, San Bernardino Sun, Downtown News and other media today attended a Mobility 21 press conference headed by Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa. Power Problems Stalled Metro Blue Line Train Around 2:00 p.m.

A bus bridge was put into operation between Pico and Grand stations since both tracks were de-energized.
