Construction of a Temporary Parking Lot for LADOT Parking Enforcement 

In preparation for the construction of Phase 2 of the Expo Light Rail Line, work crews will be installing a temporary parking lot for Los Angeles Department of Transportation (LADOT) Parking Enforcement employees within the Expo Right-of-Way (ROW) in anticipation of construction of the Sepulveda parking structure. The Sepulveda parking structure will be built on the current site of the LADOT parking lot. In preparation for the temporary parking lot, crews will be removing shrubs and vegetation/debris from the Expo ROW. A temporary fence with security gates will be installed around the parking lot along with five temporary light poles. The poles will be placed on the south side of the lot. The lot will have a designated walk way at the west end near Sepulveda Boulevard. The vehicle entrance and exit to the parking lot will be off of Military Avenue. Heavy machinery that will occasionally produce loud noises will be used to prepare the area and install the asphalt. Construction is scheduled to begin on Monday, April 9, 2012 through Friday, May 18, 2012 during the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday through Friday. Please note that work will not take place during weekends. This work will take place within the Expo ROW between Sepulveda Boulevard and Military Avenue in the City of Los Angeles.
