At the SCRBR event, a total of eleven local transit properties sent their bus operators to compete in the obstacle course and pre-trip inspection event. Five of the eleven local properties also sent maintenance teams to compete in six maintenance event modules.

Bus operator Mark Holland took home 2nd place honors and nearly aced the obstacle course however touched the last judgment stop cone penalizing him 50 points. 1st place honors went to Orange County Transit Authority (OCTA) and Riverside Transit Authority (RTA) took 3rd place honors. For the maintenance competition, Division 10 maintenance team took 1st place honors. OMNI Transit of San Bernardino took 2nd place honors and 3rd place honors went to San Gabriel Valley’s Foothill Transit. Out of the past seven SCRBR events, this year marks the fourth time that our agency’s maintenance team has won the maintenance team competition. On May 6, 2012, our agency’s Roadeo team members will be competing against the nation’s top bus operators and maintenance teams during the 2012 American Public Transportation Association (APTA) International Bus Roadeo. The APTA Bus Roadeo will be hosted by Long Beach Transit and will be held at the Long Beach Convention Center. Metro ExpressLanes Program Construction Notice

I-110 Lane Closures for Signage and Toll Equipment

The Metro ExpressLanes Demonstration Project along the Harbor Freeway (I-110) will lessen congestion, improve travel choices, and maximize efficiency on the heavily traveled north-south corridor connecting the South Bay to downtown Los Angeles. The project will provide a new way to move traffic throughout Los Angeles County by converting the existing carpool lanes on I-110 freeway to ExpressLanes. Anticipated project completion is fall 2012. As part of the continuing construction, the contractor will install freeway signage, toll gantries, toll equipment, cutting loops and fiber line connections for the toll technology and infrastructure. This work is scheduled to take place from April 2012 until September 2012 along the I-110 freeway between Adams Boulevard in Los Angeles to 182nd Street in Gardena. Bus Stations and high occupancy vehicle (HOV) lanes along the I-110 freeway will be closed during weekdays between the hours of 10:00 p.m. – 6:00 a.m. from April 2012 until September 2012. Also, bus stations and HOV lanes along the I-110 freeway will be closed during weekends from Friday night at 10:00 p.m. to Saturday morning at 9:00 a.m. and Saturday night at 10:00 p.m. to Sunday morning at 9:00 a.m. beginning Friday, April 13, 2012 and ending Saturday, June 30, 2012.
