The performer at Union Station was Raymond Lowe, and following his performance many others jumped in for the chance to play. L.A. Weekly Inquires about Westside Subway Extension Project

L.A. Weekly has inquired about the successful request made by the Beverly Hills Unified School District for Metro to extend the public comment period for the Westside Subway Extension Project. The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) granted a one-month extension.  Our staff reported that there are two levels of approval required for projects seeking federal funding, such as the subway extension. Local approval by the Metro Board is required before federal action is taken by the FTA.  Our Board is scheduled to review the project’s Final Environmental Impact Statement/Report on April 26, 2012. Our agency will continue to share all comments received from stakeholders with the FTA up until the end of the federal deadline. The story is expected to run on the L.A.
