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	KFI Radio Reports on Blue Line Maintenance Issues

This morning, a KFI radio reporter interviewed Media Relations staff about Blue Line maintenance issues in the wake of the Los Angeles Times article that ran last Saturday. Staff acknowledged that during a period of seven to ten years, significant deferred maintenance has accumulated on the Blue Line; however they also recognized that our agency has made this maintenance issue a top priority. More than half a billion dollars has been committed through FY20 to ensure that the Blue Line operates with a high degree of reliability for many years to come. Staff mentioned that more than $64 million has already been spent and work has been performed in addition to the rehab of the rail cars. Staff noted that Blue Line maintenance involves replacing the power substations, track and overhead power line work, along with improvements to communications and more than two dozen key maintenance programs.   
Westside Subway Extension Project

The Beverly Hills Weekly has inquired about our agency’s response to the City of Beverly Hills, which has requested that Metro conduct a public hearing on the staff proposal to fix the location of a subway station facility at Constellation Boulevard in Century City. They also inquired on the proposal to fix the location of the subway tunnel alignment beneath Beverly Hills High School as part of the Westside Subway Extension Project. Staff reported that our agency received the hearing request today. The board item is still on Thursday’s Metro Board agenda and the hearing request will be discussed by our Board of Directors during this time.
