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	Metro Service Councils Public Hearings

Metro Service Councils completed public hearings this week. At each of the five Councils, Service Planning staff presented plans to modify bus service within each region. These included major service changes such as the extension of the Metro Orange Line from Warner Center to near the Chatsworth Metrolink Station in the San Fernando Valley, and a significant shortening of Metro bus Line 177. The meetings also covered minor route modifications and exchanging bus types, such as assigning articulated buses to Line 40 and 40-foot buses to Rapid Bus Lines 710 and 740. Metro Service Planning staff will return to the Service Councils at their regularly scheduled March meetings to provide the final service plan. For the major service change proposals, Service Planning will also provide an equity analysis to comply with Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act and Environmental Justice. The Service Councils will then consider the public comment on the final service plan and staff presentations to determine if the proposed service modifications should be approved.

Pasadena Sun New Inquiry About the Caltrans Properties Located Along the SR-710 Study Areas 

A reporter with the Pasadena Sun wanted to know if Caltrans might put Caltrans owned properties along the SR-710 study areas up for sale by the end of the year. Metro staff told the reporter the outcome of the homes would not be determined until the completion of the alternative analysts study is completed sometime this fall. Even then Metro will need to keep all options on the table. The final completion for the SR-710 studies is scheduled for late 2014. Caltrans owns 460 properties along the SR-710 study areas. Most of these properties are in the cities of South Pasadena and Pasadena. The story is expected to run this Sunday.

Installation of an Automated Public Toilet (IFB)

Procurement will release an Invitation for Bids (IFB) next week to procure construction services to install an automated public toilet at the Harbor/Gateway Transit Center. The work specified in this Contract consists of installing an ADA accessible, double unit toilet with self cleaning capabilities, for public use at the Harbor/Gateway Transit Center. Work includes site preparation, utility work and installation of the pre-fabricated unit. An exception to the Metro Public Restroom Policy has been approved because the Artesia Transit Center has no adjacent public restrooms available. Triennial Performance Review of L.A. County Transit Operators (RFP) 
Procurement will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) next week to procure services. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from February 21, 2012 through June 28, 2012. Metro is required by state statute PUC Section 99246 to conduct an independent performance review of the operators who received TDA Article 4 Funds. Award of contract will be made to the selected firm who is experienced in conducting performance reviews of transit agencies. This contract will be a competitive, firm fixed price. Pavement Replacement at Divisions 5, 8, 15, & 18 (IFB)

Procurement will release an IFB next week to procure services from a qualified contractor to remove and replace sections of damaged pavement at Metro Divisions 5, 8, 15 & 18.
