Metro.net New Feature – More RSS Feeds

Communications has added a handful of new RSS feeds to Metro’s website for customers and constituents to ‘subscribe’ to RSS which stands for Really Simple Syndication. RSS is a web technology that allows content to be published and syndicated for online consumption. Content and news driven websites commonly offer this feature as a means to ‘get the word out’ and distribute or ‘syndicate’ their information. It is commonly seen on blogs, news sites, image and video sites, and web 2.0 / 3.0 sites. The new feeds for 2012 include: Board/Community Meetings, Metro Job Opportunities, Destination Discounts, and Planned Service Advisories (Bus, Rail, Special, or all combined). These new feeds were created by the Creative Services web/interactive group while the Job Opportunities’ feed was created by ITS staff. These are in addition to existing RSS feeds: The Source, El Pasajero, Metro News Headlines, Metro Library Transportation Headlines, and Metro Library Primary Resources. Links to all the feeds are listed in one place on Metro’s website: Metro RSS Feeds. RSS feeds may be general or specific and allow the customer to consume information on their choice of software and hardware/device – this is very popular on mobile devices. 
How do you use an RSS feed? 
· Save the web address (URL) of the feed you want. (Tip: send the link to yourself in email for easy retrieval)
· Open the URL in an RSS Reader. (Tip: most web browsers are now RSS readers; most mobile devices have built-in News Readers)
· Save the URL as a bookmark or favorite for easy retrieval. (Tip: set an alert for RSS feeds you really care about)
