Yesterday, I attended the grand opening of the Martin Luther King (MLK) Jr. Transit Center in the City of Compton along with County Supervisor and Director Ridley-Thomas and Director DuBois. The new Compton MLK Jr. Transit Center is a multi-modal transportation center that includes administrative and operating facilities, a park-and-ride lot, bicycle racks and storage units, and improved passenger amenities. The new transit center is served by Metro bus lines 51, 60, 125, 127 and 128 as well as the Metro Blue Line. This transit center will also be served by the City of Compton community and Dial-a-Ride service, Gardena Transit Line 3 and Greyhound bus service. Total cost of the project was $12 million, of which $3.3 million was funded with Prop C monies through Metro’s 2001 Call for Projects.  

Union Station Master Plan Meet & Greet
Metro hosted a “Union Station Master Plan (USMP) Meet & Greet” event on January 17, 2012, where 250 Small Business Enterprises (SBEs) were able to meet the six prime contractors that were short-listed for the USMP project. Attendees met with contractors to discuss how they could provide architectural, real estate, management consulting and engineering services to prime contractors for this project. Our agency’s commitment to providing equal access to opportunities for small and diverse businesses has fostered the creation of Metro’s Meet and Greet events, and has been very well accepted by the small business community. These events have also promoted increased small business participation in the Transportation Business Advisory Council (TBAC) and the monthly How to Do Business with Metro Workshops
Metro Red Line Station Construction Notice
Canopy Project – Pershing Square Station Entrance

Metro’s Contractor will begin constructing a canopy at the station entrance. Activities include demolition of the plaza slab for construction of foundations, columns, superstructure, utility relocation, pavement reconstruction and landscape restoration. The Contractor will begin by installing barricades to create a safe work zone and will conduct an electronic subsurface survey to locate and mark the position and estimate depth of all existing underground utilities. Demolition will follow. Work is scheduled to begin Saturday, January 28, 2012 through approximately July 2012.
