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	Los Angeles Mayor and Metro CEO Tour Orange Line Extension Project

This morning, I joined Mayor Villaraigosa and Metro construction officials for a press tour of the Metro Orange Line Extension Project which is now under construction. Media members were taken on a 45-minute tour and were able to see construction work taking place along the alignment. Metro staff reported that building the four-mile busway extension from Canoga Park to Chatsworth is currently ahead of schedule and under budget. The Mayor boarded a 60-foot Metro Liner Bus to personally survey the latest construction progress. Also, he was able to observe the following major activities during construction: Lassen Street Bridge at the Chatsworth Amtrak/Metrolink Station, paved busway and bicycle/pedestrian path and station canopies. The Orange Line Extension is the first transit project identified in Measure R to begin construction in Los Angeles County and has an anticipated opening of sometime during the summer of 2012. Media attending today’s press event included KABC-TV, Metro Networks, Los Angeles Times, Daily News, Time Warner Cable and Channels 22 & 35. Stories are expected to run later today.
