SR-710 Stakeholder Outreach Advisory Committee Convened 
The Stakeholder Outreach Advisory Committee (SOAC) for the SR-710 Study convened its first meeting on May 11, 2012, in advance of a series of community open houses that begin this evening, May 14, 2012 in El Sereno. Planning and Transportation Commissioners and elected officials  from fifteen jurisdictions in the study area received an overview of the SR-710 environmental impact review/study schedule and public participation framework, as well as a preview of the multi-modal alternative concepts that will be featured at the open houses. This committee was created pursuant to a Metro Board motion and is responsible for providing updates on the progress of the study to their respective jurisdictions and recommending future agenda items to the project team. The next meeting of the SOAC will take place at the end of July 2012.    

During the remainder of May, six open houses are scheduled to be held throughout the study area and are designed to provide an opportunity for dialogue with the SR-710 study team.  This is a learning environment in which community members may engage at their own pace and in the subject matter that interests them most.  The alternative concepts and other study process information will be available for viewing on large interactive boards staffed by multidisciplinary team members.
