Listing of Los Angeles County Projects Included In The Transportation Reauthorization Bill That Were Modified By Chairman Don Young’s Manager’s Amendment

For your review, please find attached a document that includes the rail, bus and highway projects in Los Angeles County that were identified in TEA-LU (H.R. 3).  This list is a modified version of the Los Angeles County project list distributed with the March 2nd Legislative Brief.  This modified list includes changes made as a result of a Manager’s Amendment to H.R.3 offered by House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee Chairman Don Young (D-AK) on March 10, 2005.  A Manager's Amendment is a package of numerous individual amendments agreed to by both sides in advance.

The following changes to Los Angeles County projects were made by Chairman Young’s Manager’s Amendment to H.R.3:

Bus and Bus Facilities:

· Change “San Gabriel Valley – Park and Ride Facility” to “San Gabriel Valley Foothill Transit Park and Ride Facility”

· Delete “Expand Diesel Emission Reduction Program of Gateway Cities COG” and move text and same dollar amount to high priority project list #3439
High Priority Projects:

New:

· Project #712 – Alameda Corridor SR47 Port Access Design funding - $5 million

Modified:

· Project #124 – “Landscaping enhancements for Ronald Reagan Freeway Route 118” increase dollar amount from $2.5 million to $2.9 million

· Project #216 – “Construct Cross Valley Connector between I-5 and SR-14”              

increase dollar amount from $4 million to $5 million

· Project #266 – “Reconstruct I-710 southern terminus off-ramps”

increase dollar amount from $1 million to $3 million

· Project #427 – “Implement streetscape project on Central Avenue from 103rd Street to Watts” – increase dollar amount from $3 million to $4 million

· Project #465 – “I-5 Santa Clarita / Los Angeles Gateway Improvement Project”

increase dollar amount from $1.5 million to $2 million

· Project #563 – technical correction – cite the City of Hawthorne

· Project #688 – “Widen Wilmington Avenue from 23rd Street including ramp modifications” – increase dollar amount from $3 million to $5 million

· Project #701 – “Develop and implement traffic calming measures for traffic exiting the I-710” – increase dollar amount from $1 million to $2 million

· Project #1296 – “Long Beach Intelligent Transportation System”

increase dollar amount from $2 million to $3 million

· Project #2024 – technical correction – cite the City of Inglewood

· Project #2194 – “Greenleaf ROW community enhancement project design, construct bikeways, pedestrian walkways and upgrade signalization”

increase dollar amount from $3 million to $4 million

· Project #2198 – “Avalon Boulevard/I-405 Interchange modification project”

increase dollar amount from $4 million to $6 million

· Project #2819 – “Rosecrans Avenue and Bridge Arterial Reconstruction Project”

increase dollar amount from $3 million to $4 million

· Project #2835 – “Provide landscape enhancement – Atherion Street”

increase dollar amount from $500,000 to $1.5 million

· Project #2906 – technical correction – cite the City of Lawndale

· Project #3074 – “Olsen Road widening and roadway improvements/Simi Valley”

increase dollar amount from $2 million to $2.1 million

· Project #3203 – “Widen and realign Cherry Avenue from 19th Street to Pacific Coast Highway”

increase dollars amount from $3 million to $4 million

Please be mindful that the final list of projects will be determined when House and Senate conferees meet to reconcile the reauthorization measures passed by each body.   The conferees on the reauthorization bill will be assigned and may meet at any time after the full House and Senate pass their respective reauthorization bills.
