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Key Congressional Committee Announces Allocation Plan for Fiscal Year 2006

The House Committee on Appropriations, led by Chairman Jerry Lewis (R-CA), announced today its plan to allocate $843 billion in discretionary spending for Fiscal Year 2006.  The funds are to be distributed among 10 appropriation subcommittees.  The allocations will not be official until they are accepted by the full membership of the House Committee on Appropriations later this month.

Under the allocation plan unveiled today, the appropriations subcommittee which funds transportation projects would realize a 5.9% jump in funding over Fiscal Year 2005 spending levels.  The funding plan represents a 10% increase over the amount allocated for the subcommittee in President Bush’s Fiscal Year 2006 Budget.

Chairman Lewis today reiterated his intention to have all 10 appropriations subcommittees complete work on their measures by the Congressional July 4th break.
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
