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	House Slated to Vote on Jobs Bill Today

Late last night, the U.S. House of Representatives released the legislative language in the jobs bill it plans to vote on today. The bill, as crafted by House leaders, redirects $75 billion in Troubled Asset Relief Program (TARP) savings to fund infrastructure and job investments. The bill will include $27.5 billion for highway infrastructure investments and $8.4 billion for public transportation investments. Metro staff is currently reviewing the entirety of the jobs bill to fully understand its impact on our agency. The bill will also include, among other provisions, $2 billion for clean water programs, $2 billion for energy innovation loans, $4.1 billion for school renovation grants and $1 billion for the Public Housing Capital Fund. Please find attached a copy of the jobs bill that will be considered by the House later today.
