FAA/Surface Transportation Extension passes in Senate

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) / Surface Transportation Extension (HR 2887) was passed in the United States Senate by a 92-6 vote. This bill extends the FAA authorization for four months and surface transportation projects for six months. The current Surface Transportation Extension was set to expire on September 30th and the FAA Extension was slated to expire on September 16th. This bill is now expected to go to the President for final signature.

Continuing Resolution

Late yesterday, the House of Representatives introduced a Continuing Resolution (CR) to fund the federal government through November 18th (the current fiscal year ends on September 30th). The bill contains spending amounts agreed to in the debt ceiling agreement.
