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	President Signs Into Law Extension of Surface Transportation Bill

Last Friday, President Obama signed into law H.R. 2887 (P.L. 112-30), the Surface and Air Transportation Programs Extension Act of 2011. The law extends Federal Aviation Administration programs through January 2012 and the surface transportation authorization through March 2012. America’s current surface transportation authorization legislation, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible and Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) initially expired on September 30, 2009.

U.S. Senate Committee Slated to Consider FY12 Spending for Transportation and Housing

The U.S. Senate Appropriations Committee, Subcommittee on Transportation and Housing will consider its Fiscal Year 2012 spending bill tomorrow. The Senate bill is expected to match the $55.1 billion appropriated for transportation and housing agencies by the House Committee on Appropriations earlier this month. The funding level of $55.1 billion reflects the overall Fiscal Year 2012 discretionary spending total of $1.043 trillion to which the House, Senate, and White House agreed in the recent debt ceiling legislation.  California Senator Dianne Feinstein (D-CA) serves as a member of the Subcommittee on Transportation and Housing.
