Late today, Republicans leaders on the House Committee on Appropriations released a spending measure for the remainder of Fiscal Year 2011 that would provide $100 billion less in federal funding than outlined in the Budget released last year by President Obama.  House Republicans intend to bring the spending bill to the floor next week to provide funding for the remainder of Fiscal Year 2011, which ends on September 20, 2011.  Last year, Congress adopted a continuing resolution to keep federal government agencies operating until March 4, 2011.  Additional information regarding the transportation-related cuts in this appropriations bill will be provided on Monday.
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
