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Late Friday, Senate Pro Tempore Darrell Steinberg amended his measure SB 761.  Specifically, SB 761 would authorize a metropolitan planning organization, subject to majority voter approval, to impose a regional congestion reduction charge for up to 30 years on anyone who purchases a motor vehicle fuel (gasoline or diesel). The fee would be collected by the Board of Equalization. Electric vehicles would be charged a fee by the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV). All revenues that are collected from either the Board of Equalization or DMV will be transferred to the appropriate metropolitan planning organization. Additional requirements are imposed in this bill.

Metro staff is currently reviewing this legislation and will be updating the board this week on any impact this bill may have on our transportation programs.
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
