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	United States Senate Passes FY2012 THUD Appropriations

Today, the United States Senate passed the Fiscal Year 2012 Appropriations for Transportation, Housing & Urban Development (THUD) as part of a minibus appropriations bill, alongside Agriculture (Ag), and Commerce, Science and Justice (CJS). The THUD portion of the minibus will contain $55.25 billion in spending, which is only $100 million more than the House version. The minibus passed on a vote of 69 to 30. Both of California's Senators voted in favor of the minibus.
Some of the Senate bill highlights include:
· $100 million for High Speed Rail  

· $550 million for TIGER IV grants

· $41.1 billion for the Federal-Aid Highway program to support essential investments for roads and bridges in every State across the country  

· $1.9 billion for Transit’s “New Starts” program 

· $3.5 billion for capital investments at airports across the country

The bill, H.R. 2112, will now go back to the House. Metro's federal relations team is working closely with our delegation, as well as key members on ensuring passage of the Fiscal Year 2012 THUD Appropriations bill.  We will also share information on funding amounts expected to come to Metro as soon as possible.
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
