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	U.S. Senate Majority Leader Takes Steps For Full Consideration Of Surface Transportation Bill

U.S. Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) has taken decisive steps in the legislative process to begin the full Senate’s consideration of a surface transportation bill. The Majority Leader has brought together the highway, transit, and freight provisions of the bill in an amendment that serves as a substitute to the underlying transportation bill (S.1813). The amendment filed today by the Majority Leader also includes language from over 35 amendments that have been offered by both Democrats and Republicans to the surface transportation bill. Over 150 other amendments, some non-germane, are expected to be considered and debated or dispensed with as the Senate moves forward towards a final vote on its transportation measure. Several amendments that expected to be offered would be beneficial to our agency, while others would be detrimental. Our agency is in close communication with U.S. Senators Dianne Feinstein (D-CA) and Barbara Boxer (D-CA) regarding the pending amendments and how they would impact our agency.
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
