On February 23, 2001, the following MTA-related bills were introduced.  

AB 974 (Calderon) – AB 974 was introduced last year as AB 2643 and died in the Senate.  AB 974 relates to existing law which prescribes formulas for the allocation of funds to transit systems and provides that included and eligible municipal operators in existence on a specified date, shall receive, at a minimum, a proportional share of funding based on applicable formulas.

AB 1220 (Pavley) - AB 1220 appropriates $1,000,000 from the General Fund to the Department of Transportation for the 2001-02 fiscal year for allocation to the Los Angeles Metropolitan Transportation Authority for the development of shared-use agreements for park and ride lots in the San Fernando Valley.

SB 651 (Margett) – SB 651 is “spot bill.”   The existing law creates the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority, consisting of 14 members as prescribed.  This bill would make technical, nonsubstantive changes in that provision.
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
