On February 22, 2001, the following MTA-related bills were introduced.  All of these appear to be “spot bills.”  Spot bills are introduced as “placeholders” until the member defines the exact provisions for amendments.

AB 629 (Oropeza) - AB 629 declares that there is a need to address issues of governance, organizational structure, and operational priorities with respect to the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority.

AB 630 (Oropeza) - AB 630 requires that the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority establish overall goals and objectives to achieve optimal transport services for the movement of goods and people on a countywide basis.

AB 631 (Oropeza) - AB 631 requires the Transportation Commission in conjunction with the Department of Transportation and the state’s regional transportation planning agencies, to prepare and submit a comprehensive statewide transportation needs assessment, containing specified information regarding unfunded transportation needs, every 5 years.

SB 618 (Margett) - SB 618 requires the Department of Transportation to develop and implement a system of priorities for ranking the need for retrofit of soundwalls along freeways.  Repeals specified provisions relating to the priority rankings of soundwall projects.
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
