MTA staff was informed that the Senate Appropriations subcommittee on Transportation may consider the Senate’s FY 2001 Transportation Appropriations on Friday, June 9, 2000.  The Senate Full Appropriations Committee would then consider the Subcommittee’s recommendation for the FY 2001 Transportation Appropriations bill on Monday, June 12, 2000.  These dates are still subject to change.  At the present time, it appears that the Senate will not include project-specific funding in its bill, but will negotiate project funding levels in the conference committee to reconcile the House and Senate Transportation Appropriation bills.
