LOCAL

This afternoon, the Los Angeles City Council voted unanimously (14-0, Galanter absent) to adopt an amended resolution sponsored by Council Member Nate Holden, relative to include in the City's 2003-2004 Legislative Program, opposition to SB 504 (Kuehl) which would create the Santa Monica Metro Line Corporation Authority to award and oversee all design and construction contracts for the completion of the Exposition Light Rail Line.  

Council Member Cindy Miscikowski's amendment to the resolution instructs the City of Los Angeles to oppose SB 504 unless the bill is amended to increase the City of Los Angeles' representation on the proposed Authority board from two (2) to three (3) members.

Council President Alex Padilla instructed the City Clerk to send the resolution forthwith to the Mayor for concurrence.
