Last night, MTA staff received the following verbal House Appropriations Subcommittee on Transportation and Related Agencies mark-ups for the FY 2001 Transportation Appropriations funding requests:

· $50 million     -- 
North Hollywood

· $  9 million     -- 
Capital Bus Purchases

· $  4 million     -- 
Eastside/Mid-City Transit Corridors 
· $  3.5 million  -- 
Jobs Access/Reverse Commute

The House Subcommittee has indicated that there is no funding for new projects.

The next step is for the full House Appropriations Committee to consider these recommendations.  It will then proceed to the House floor for a vote before moving into a probable conference committee with the Senate measure.

The Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on Transportation will be considering the 

FY 2001 Transportation Appropriations request in the next few weeks.
