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AB 1652 (Nakano) MTA Board Composition

The Assembly Transportation Committee, last night, approved AB 1652 on a 14-0 vote.  Committee members cited their former positions in local government as they voted in favor of the bill.  The Amalgamated Transit Union submitted a letter in opposition to the bill stating that if the Board is expanded, the new appointees should be from organized labor.  The bill will next be heard in the Assembly Local Government Committee as early as next week.

AB 199 (Oropeza) Public Transit Employer-Employee Relations

AB 199 will be heard in the Assembly Public Employees Retirement and Social Security Committee tomorrow.  Staff has communicated concerns to Assembly Member Oropeza and to the committee.

AB 1720 (Nunez) Maintenance Employees Health and Welfare Fund

AB 1720 was originally scheduled to be considered in the Assembly Labor and Employment Committee tomorrow.  The bill was re-referred to the Assembly Committee on Transportation and to the Assembly Committee on Public Employees Retirement and Social Security.  The bill could be heard as early as next week.  The Board will consider this bill on Thursday.

California Supreme Court

As noted in the LA Times, the Supreme Court yesterday rendered a decision relating to the ability of the Legislature to require binding arbitration in certain labor agreements.  This decision may impact several pieces of legislation currently pending in the Legislature which the MTA has taken a position.

ACA 7 (Dutra) Vote Threshold – Local Sales Taxes

The Assembly Transportation Committee approved ACA 7 yesterday.  The measure was amended to clarify the eligibility of Los Angeles County to approve such a tax.
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
