Current law requires that each regional transportation plan
also include a sustainable communities strategy prepared by
each metropolitan planning organization in order to, among
other things, achieve certain targets established by the State
Air Resources Board for the reduction of greenhouse gas
emissions from automobiles and light trucks in the region
for 2020 and 2035, respectively.

reductions in greenhouse gas emissions and to update the
scoping plan at least once every 5 years.

« This bill would require the state board to initiate a
regulatory process to evaluate potential updates to the
market-based compliance mechanism, and would require
regulatory changes to take effect no later than January 1,
2025.

* The bill would require the evaluation to focus on specified
items, including whether the supply of emission allowances
and carbon offsets are consistent with a linear trajectory

Existing law establishes various programs to prevent and
ameliorate homelessness, including the Homeless Youth Act
of 2018 and the Homeless Housing, Assistance, and
Prevention program.

The Political Reform Act of 1974, among other things,
requires the disclosure of certain payments of or promises to
pay $50,000 or more for a communication that clearly
identifies a candidate for elective state office, but does not
expressly advocate the election or defeat of the candidate,
and that is disseminated, broadcast, or otherwise published
within 45 days of an election, as specified. The Act also
requires disclosure by any person who receives or is
promised a payment totaling $5,000 or more for the purpose
of making such a communication, unless the person who
receives the payment is in the business of providing goods
or services and receives or is promised the payment for the
purpose of providing those goods or services.

« This bill would also require the disclosure of any payment
of or promise to pay $25,000 or more for a communication
that clearly identifies an elective state officer, with the intent
to influence the officer or public opinion, and that is
disseminated, broadcast, or otherwise published within 150
days of an election, as specified.
