Measure R Highway Program

The Measure R Expenditure Plan contained an estimated cost of the highway projects of $22.3 B — with Measure R funding only about one-third. Current
cost estimates for these projects exceed $30 B. We expect to use the Measure R funds to leverage significant other local, state and federal funds as well
as to attract potential private partners for some of the projects identified as high potential for Private Financial Participation in order to complete them.

For each project, the attached 30-year Highway Program Strategy indicates the latest escalated cost estimate, the Measure R funds earmarked for the
project, and the other funds that we, in partnership with the project sponsors, will seek to fill the funding gaps. The estimated funding needs are shown in
6-year periods that coincide with the federal transportation reauthorization cycles.

In partnership with the project sponsors and our highway advisory committee, and in consultation with our government relations staff, we identified the
"pots” of local, state and federal money for which each project would be eligible. These pots and the dollars needed from them are reflected in the
columns based on the 6-year reauthorization periods discussed above. These are the funds that we as a County need to pursue to deliver these
projects within their specified completion date. In addition, we have also estimated the amount of private resources that we need to secure through tolls,
private financial participation, railroads, container fees, etc.
