Station attendants and law enforcement personnel will be present during rush hours at Avalon Station to facilitate the transfers. Passengers should
expect all trains running in peak hours to be very crowded.

Green Line passengers who board at Vermont, Harbor and Avalon Stations have an additional service option available during peak hours. Special bus
Line 600, will connect the three stations with Imperial/Wilmington/Rosa Parks Station and the Metro Blue Line.

All passengers should consult the temporary schedule times on this notice. If the option is available to take an earlier trip, or to travel during the
less-crowded off-peak hours, then please consider it.

All Metro employees understand and appreciate the inconvenience placed on Green Line passengers during this maintenance/construction period.
