BACKGROUND:
This is a major milestone in the completion of the Metro Gold Line. The Metro Gold
Line will join two light rail lines and a subway that crisscross Los Angeles County
from Los Angeles to Long Beach to Redondo Beach, Universal City and North
Hollywood. This is one of six rail cars that MTA will use during this testing phase
designed to test travel speeds and ensure proper train clearances as well as power
traction along the 13.7-mile alignment. Testing will proceed through the end of this
year and the beginning of 2003 along10 different segments of the line.
