Line Station every 15 minutes, starting about 2 hours before performances begin until show time. And it’s free
for Metro riders showing valid passes and tickets.

Catch the shuttle at the Orange Court just west of Hollywood & Highland Center on Orange Drive, between
Hollywood Boulevard and Franklin Avenue. Passengers will be dropped off near the Bowl box office. To return,
board at the Bowl bus loading area. Shuttles return to the Orange Court stop for 25 minutes after the show
concludes.
