Metro South Bay Service Sector will hold a public hearing on March 10, 2004.  The purpose of the upcoming public hearing is to receive public comments on proposed changes to Metro bus service operating in the South Bay and other portions of Los Angeles County.  The public hearing will be held at the location and time shown at the end of this notice.  Approved changes will be in effect June 27, 2004 or later.

The hearing will be held in conformance with federal public hearing requirements outlined in Section 5307 (d) 1 of Title 49 U.S.C., and public hearing guidelines adopted by the MTA’s Board of Directors in 1993, as amended.

The affected bus lines and service proposals under consideration are listed below.  These service changes are proposed to improve service quality, to use resources wisely, to consider new services, and to add service to corridors with the most passengers.  Services proposed for cancellation generally carry fewer passengers and require a higher public subsidy to operate.
