On behalf of The Diplomat Condominium Association, a high rise located on the South
side of Wilshire Boulevard between Beverly Glen and Comstock an area commonly
known as the Wilshire Corridor, we are adamantly oppgsed to the Wilshire Bus Rapid
Transit proposed by the MTA and FTA.

We believe strongly that if approved the MTA Wilshire BRT project will have
serious environmental consequences to our neighborhood and will put the safety of
its residents at risk.

The various environmental and safety problems include, but are not limited to the
following:

1. - Emergency Access. The creation of median shelter stop(s) and median strips will
greatly obstruct emergency service access by the Fire Department, Paramedics,
Ambulances etc., In a neighborhood where its residents are becoming more senior,
this obstruction places their lives in grave danger.

2. Traffic Closer to the Buildings. The removal of two lanes to accommodate dedicated
bus lanes will only put the heavy traffic closer to the buildings on this Corridor. There
will be less of a buffer and any residents and/or other pedestrians using the sidewalks
will be dangerously close to impeding traffic.
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. Significant loss of left turn lanes. We will lose our left turn lanes. We do not have

side streets to take as an alternative to travel eastbound. Also, we will experience
tremendous hardship in entering or exiting our homes. Removal of any left turn lanes
places all of us at a terrible disadvantage.

Increased Congestion. Removing two lanes and creating median strips is bound to
cause congestion. Traffic on Wilshire Boulevard is already heaviest compared to
other streets in Los Angeles. The traffic will be extremely horrendous and
inconvenience those who live on the Wilshire Corridor. Besides, the Boulevards to
the East and West (i.e., Santa Monica, Olympic) are already congested and traffic
will only worsen once Wilshire Boulevard loses two lanes and a median to
accommodate MTA Buses and Shelter Stops.

Increased Traffic Noise levels. The installation of shelter stop(s) throughout
Wilshire Corridor (beginning on Comstock ail the way to Westwood Boulevard)
coupled with traffic congestion will eventually create a tremendous increase in traffic
noise and ultimately make it unbearable to live on this residential neighborhood.

. Increased Airborne Migration of Pollution. We believe that the buses will emanate

even greater amounts of air pollution into our homes thereby negatively affecting the
quality of our lives and our health. Incidentally, the pile up of automobiles on
Wilshire Boulevard caused by congestion will also increase the amount of airborne
pollution intruding into our homes.

Removal of Jut-Outs. Those who exit their driveway onto Wilshire will be forced to
pull out right into moving traffic. Once again, many of our residents are older and
this would present a significant safety risk to those residents. As this project
progresses, we feel it is inevitable that we will also lose our Loading Zones and Street
Parking.

Removal of Loading Zones. There will be nowhere for large Moving Vans,
Commercial Vehicles, Delivery Trucks etc., to park. The Diplomat’s driveway is so
limited that large vehicles may not be able to access the driveway at all. Trucks may
be forced to pull only part way into the driveway (partially blocking the new lane of
traffic) and then back onto Wilshire Boulevard once delivery is completed. There is
no feasible alternative for this problem!

Loss of Loading Zones which also serves as our only street parking, will mean that
other guests to the Wilshire Corridor will have nowhere to park their vehicles. We
are not entitled to park on nearby adjacent streets as we are denied parking permits
and cannot be expected to rely on such limited parking. (In any case, most of the

" available street parking services family homes and apartments.) The MTA has

- proposed building parking lots on adjoining and/or adjacent streets. How is this

possible in a neighborhood occupied by family homes and residential buildings?

" However, we do know that if we are left with this option, it will be impossible and

impractical for the contractors, moving vans and visitors to ever be able to load and
unload on these proposed parking lots. This is completely unacceptable and
definitely not a viable alternative!
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In addition to the above, we also believe that in the 24 to 32 months it will require to

build as suggested, the impact of construction such as noise, traffic and debris will be so
excessive as to greatly affect our daily lives and the quality of living in our own
neighborhood. We consider this a great assault on many of the residents who have spent
many years preserving their property values creating one of Los Angeles’ prime real
estate neighborhoods.

Furthermore, if the Wilshire BRT is approved, we fear that construction may occur
simultaneously with the long and tedious construction on Santa Monica Boulevard all the
way to the 405 freeway. As it, our patience is at its limit with the overflow of traffic
caused by the Santa Monica construction and bringing on this ambitious project will
create an even more horrendous traffic predicament for the residents living on the
Wilshire Corridor.

We recall that at one of the meetings held by the MTA, an overwhelming majority
declared their opposition to the Wilshire BRT. The only riders the MTA can expect are
those that already ride the Metro Rapid Buses. Thus far, the majority consensus’ is that
the Wilshire BRT will not attract new riders (particularly automobile users) as it was
intended. However, we would like to support the majority in favor of the Exposition LRT
as the only means to improving Public Transportation.

The Diplomat has been on the Wilshire Corridor since 1983 and is home to 65 families,
many employees, as well as vendors and contractors. The Diplomat Homeowners
Association is strongly oppesed to the Wilshire BRT project as it greatly compromises
our lives, safety, property values and best interests of our building and our neighborhood.
