D.2 Definitions 

D.2.1 Roadways 

• A Major Highway (Class I) has three full-time through lanes in each direction, one part 
time parking lane in each direction and one median/left-turn lane with 12-foot-wide 
sidewalks on both sides. 

• A Major Highway (Class II) has two full-time through lanes in each direction, one part-
time parking lane in each direction, and one median/left-turn lane with 12-foot-wide 
sidewalks on both sides. Pedestrian priority segments include 17-foot-wide sidewalks on 
both sides. 
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• A Secondary Highway has two full-time through lanes in each direction, all-day permitted 
parking, and one median/left-turn lane with 10-foot-wide sidewalks on both sides. 
Pedestrian priority segments include 15-foot-wide sidewalks on both sides. 

• A Standard Collector Street has one full-time lane in each direction, one full-time parking 
lane in each direction, and 10-foot-wide sidewalks on both sides. 

D.2.2 Bikeways 

• Class 1 bikeways (bicycle paths) are facilities with exclusive right-of-way, with minimal 
motorist cross traffic. 

• Class 2 bikeways (bicycle lanes) are striped lanes reserved for bicycles within the paved 
areas of roadways. 

• Class 3 bikeways (bicycle routes) are established by placing Bike Route signs along 
roadways.
