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ERRATA 

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority (Expo Authority) has determined that the bike 
path and Second Street Santa Monica Terminus are no longer under consideration as part of 
the Expo Phase 2 Light-Rail Transit project. This Technical Background Report was drafted 
prior to the final definition of the LRT Alternatives that was presented in the Draft Environmental 
Impact Report (DEIR). Accordingly, discussion of the bike path and Second Street Santa 
Monica Terminus still remain in this report but no longer apply and should be disregarded. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Overview 

This report describes the potential adverse impacts on human health and the environment due 
to exposure to hazardous materials or conditions that could be encountered as a result of 
implementation of the proposed Exposition Corridor Transit Project Phase 2 (Expo Phase 2). 
Hazardous materials include, but are not necessarily limited to, solvents, mercury, lead, 
asbestos, fuels, oils, paints, cleansers, and pesticides that are used in activities such as 
construction activities or building or grounds maintenance. Potential effects include those 
associated with exposure to hazardous materials used, stored, transported, or disposed of 
during construction activities or proposed project operations. Potential water quality effects from 
runoff that could contain hazardous or polluted materials during construction or operational 
activities are discussed in the Water Resources Technical Background Report. Impacts related 
to toxic air contaminants that could be emitted during construction and operation of the project 
are discussed in the Air Quality Technical Background Report. 

Data used to prepare this section were taken from various sources, including the general plans, 
the municipal codes, and the emergency plans of Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica; 
EDR Data Map Corridor Study (EDR 2007); previous environmental studies prepared for the 
proposed project corridor and other data sources. Full bibliographic references can be found in 
Section 5.0 (References) of this report. 

1.2 Project Summary 

The proposed Exposition Corridor Transit Project Phase 2 (referred to as either the Expo 
Phase 2 project or proposed project) would involve the implementation of new or upgraded 
corridor transit solutions within a western portion of Los Angeles County in the cities of Los 
Angeles, Culver City, and Santa Monica. Six alternatives are analyzed. The alternatives include 
the No-Build Alternative, Transportation Systems Management (TSM) Alternative, and four 
Light-Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives. A brief description of these alternatives is provided below. 

1.2.1 No-Build Alternative 

The No-Build Alternative includes only Metro service features that currently exist or have been 
explicitly committed for project buildout in the year 2030. As such, the No-Build Alternative 
includes existing fixed guideway Metro Rail and Metro Liner bus rapid transit (BRT) systems 
currently under operation, the full implementation of the Metro Rapid Bus program, represented 
as twenty-eight routes across Los Angeles County, and planned peak-only rapid bus lanes 
along Wilshire Boulevard between Western Avenue and Bundy Drive. The rest of the bus 
network is based on June 2007 service patterns for Metro, Los Angeles Department of 
Transportation (LADOT), Culver City, and Santa Monica Big Blue Bus, as well as committed 
enhancements to those services anticipated by 2030. Based on direction from Metro, their bus 
fleet will be assumed to include a mix of articulated and higher-capacity 45-foot buses in 2030. 
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1.2.2 Transportation Systems Management (TSM) Alternative 

The TSM Alternative seeks to address the corridor transit needs without major capital 
investments and includes the improvements outlined in the No-Build Alternative plus three 
additional components. These three components include (1) addition of a rapid bus route 
connecting downtown Culver City with downtown Santa Monica; (2) associated service 
improvements on selected north/south routes to feed stations along the new rapid bus route; 
and (3) service improvements on selected routes, connecting Westside communities to the 
Phase 1 Terminus. 

1.2.3 Light-Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives 

LRT is defined as a metropolitan electric railway system characterized by its ability to operate 
single cars or short trains along exclusive rights-of-way at ground level, on aerial structures, in 
subways, or, occasionally, in streets, and to board and discharge passengers at track or car-
floor level. Light-rail vehicles are driven electrically with power drawn from an overhead electric 
line. LRT provides a cleaner, more energy-efficient form of transportation than automobiles and 
is quieter than conventional rail systems. 

The LRT alignment would extend rail from the current Phase 1 terminus station at 
Venice/Robertson to a terminus station in Santa Monica at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue. The 
LRT Alternatives are as follows: 

 LRT 1 (Expo ROW–Olympic Alternative) would utilize approximately 5 miles of the 
existing Expo ROW from the Expo Phase 1 terminus until reaching the intersection with 
Olympic Boulevard in Santa Monica. From that point, the alignment would follow 
Olympic Boulevard to the proposed terminus station. 

 LRT 2 (Expo ROW–Colorado Alternative) would also utilize the existing Expo ROW from 
the Expo Phase 1 terminus until reaching the intersection with Olympic Boulevard in 
Santa Monica. From that point, the alignment would continue within the Expo ROW to 
west of 19th Street, then diverge from the Expo ROW and enter onto Colorado Avenue 
east of 17th Street and follow the center of Colorado Avenue to the proposed terminus. 

 LRT 3 (Venice/Sepulveda–Olympic Alternative) would divert from the Expo ROW at the 
Expo Phase 1 terminus and follow Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard until 
reaching the intersection with the Expo ROW. The alignment would then continue 
westward along the Expo ROW and Olympic Boulevard identical to the LRT 1 Expo 
ROW–Olympic Alternative. 

 LRT 4 (Venice/Sepulveda–Colorado Alternative) would divert from the Expo ROW at the 
Expo Phase 1 terminus and follow Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard until 
reaching the intersection with the Expo ROW. The alignment would then continue 
westward along the Expo ROW and Colorado Avenue identical to the LRT 2 Expo 
ROW–Colorado Alternative. 

Geographic Segments 

The proposed project traverses several jurisdictions, including the cities of Los Angeles, Culver 
City, and Santa Monica, and spans distinct communities within each jurisdiction. In order to 
account for these differences, the proposed project is described and examined at two different 
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scales, from broad to specific—Westside of Los Angeles County and geographic segments with 
special consideration of proposed station areas—to identify potential impacts. 

For purposes of this discussion, the LRT Alternatives have been divided into geographic 
segments for ease of analysis (Figure 1-1 [Project Location]). For the area between the Phase 1 
terminus and the Exposition/Sepulveda intersection, there are two alternative alignments: 
Segment 1 (Expo ROW) and Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda). Segment 2 (Sepulveda to 
Cloverfield) is common to all LRT Alternatives. For the area between the Cloverfield/Olympic 
intersection and a terminus in Santa Monica, there are also two alternative alignments: 
Segment 3 (Olympic) and Segment 3a (Colorado). Thus, the segments are as follows: 

 Segment 1: Follows the Expo ROW from the Expo Phase 1 terminus station in Culver 
City to the Expo ROW/Sepulveda Boulevard intersection, approximately 2.8 miles in 
length 

 Segment 1a: Follows westerly in the median of Venice Boulevard from the Expo Phase 1 
terminus station in Culver City to the Venice Boulevard/Sepulveda Boulevard 
intersection, then follows northerly in the center of Sepulveda Boulevard to the Expo 
ROW/Sepulveda Boulevard intersection, approximately 3.7 miles in length 

 Segment 2: Follows the Expo ROW from the Expo ROW/Sepulveda Boulevard 
intersection to the Expo ROW/Olympic Boulevard intersection, approximately 2.3 miles 
in length 

 Segment 3: Follows the median of Olympic Boulevard from the Expo ROW/Olympic 
Boulevard intersection to the Phase 2 terminus option at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue 
in Santa Monica, approximately 1.5 miles in length 

 Segment 3a: Follows the Expo ROW from the Expo ROW/Olympic Boulevard 
intersection to west of 19th Street in Santa Monica. The alignment then diverges onto 
Colorado Avenue east of 17th Street and continues along the center of Colorado Avenue 
terminating between 4th Street and 5th Street, approximately 1.5 miles in length. 

In response to comments received on the DEIR and after further analysis and coordination with 
various stakeholders, five design options have been added in the FEIR for the LRT Alternatives: 

 Sepulveda Grade Separation Design Option 

 Expo/Westwood Station No Parking Design Option 

 Maintenance Facility Buffer Design Option 

 Colorado Parking Retention Design Option 

 Colorado/4th Parallel Platform and South Side Parking Design Option

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Maintenance Facilities 

A Maintenance Facility is proposed to be constructed as a part of the Expo Phase 2 project. The 
Maintenance Facility site would be located on a parcel or parcels within the City of Santa 
Monica immediately south of the Expo ROW, north of Exposition Boulevard, and east of Stewart 
Street. The site is currently occupied by a surface parking lot and light-industrial facility. The 
maintenance facility is to be designed and built to meet the maintenance needs of the LRT 
vehicles required to operate Phase 2 through the year 2030. It could operate 24 hours a day in 
three shifts. The maintenance facility would consist of outdoor storage for 20 to 36 
approximately 43 to 45 LRT vehicles and associated storage track; trackway to connect to the 
main line and allow the movement of LRT vehicles from the main line track to and within the 
maintenance facility area; main yard shop building with office and vehicle repair areas; vehicle 
wash facility; traction power substation; and parking for 65 to 70 employees. The main yard 
shop structure would be approximately 300 350 feet long and 166 189 feet wide, two stories in 
height, and with a total area of approximately 125,000 square feet. The structure would be built 
of concrete block or corrugated metal or a combination thereof. 

Since the release of the DEIR and in response to comments, the Expo Authority has worked 
with the City of Santa Monica, Metro, and the community to identify alternative layouts for the 
Maintenance Facility. As a result of these collaborative efforts, a Maintenance Facility Buffer 
Design Option has been developed for evaluation in the FEIR. This design option would occupy 
only a portion of the Verizon site, with an extension of the facility into the existing Santa Monica 
College parking lot to the west. Utilization of the adjacent parking lot on the west side of the 
Verizon site would create an approximate 100- to 110-foot buffer between the Maintenance 
Facility and the residential area on the south side of Exposition Boulevard. The Maintenance 
Facility Buffer Design Option would include much of the same facilities as the original 
Maintenance Facility concept.  

2. AFFECTED ENVIRONMENT 

2.1 Definition 

Chapter 6.5 of the California Health and Safety Code sets forth definitions and regulations 
related to hazardous materials management and disposal. This report uses the definitions set 
forth in this chapter, which defines a hazardous material as: 

(o) Hazardous material means any material that, because of its quantity, concentration, or 
physical or chemical characteristics, poses a significant present or potential hazard to 
human health and safety or to the environment if released into the workplace or the 
environment. ―Hazardous materials‖ include, but are not limited to, hazardous substances, 
hazardous waste, and any material that a handler or the administering agency has a 
reasonable basis for believing that it would be injurious to the health and safety of persons 
or harmful to the environment if released into the workplace or the environment. 

Hazardous wastes occasionally may be generated by actions that change the composition of 
previously non-hazardous materials. The criteria that generally characterize a material as 
hazardous include ignitability, toxicity, corrosivity, reactivity, radioactivity, or bioactivity. 
Hazardous materials include, but are not necessarily limited to, solvents, mercury, lead, 
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asbestos, fuels, oils, paints, cleansers, and pesticides used during operations or construction-
related activities. 

2.1.1 Hazards versus Risk 

Workers and general public health are potentially at risk whenever hazardous materials have 
been used or where there could be an exposure to such materials. Inherent in the setting and 
analyses presented in this section are the concepts of the ―hazard‖ of these materials and the 
―risk‖ they pose to human health. Exposure to some chemical substances may harm internal 
organs or systems in the human body, ranging from temporary effects to permanent disability, 
or death. Hazardous materials that result in adverse effects are generally considered ―toxic.‖ 
Other chemical materials, however, may be corrosive, or react with other substances to form 
other hazardous materials, but they are not considered toxic because organs or systems are not 
affected. Because toxic materials can result in adverse health effects, they are considered 
hazardous materials, but not all hazardous materials are necessarily ―toxic.‖ For purposes of the 
information and analyses presented in this section, the terms hazardous substances or 
hazardous materials are used interchangeably and include materials that are considered toxic. 

The risk to human health is determined by the probability of exposure to a hazardous material 
and the severity of harm such exposure would pose. That is to say, the likelihood and means of 
exposure, in addition to the inherent toxicity of a material, are used to determine the degree of 
risk to human health. For example, a high probability of exposure to a low toxicity chemical 
would not necessarily pose an unacceptable human health or ecological risk, whereas a low 
probability of exposure to a very high toxicity chemical might. Various regulatory agencies, such 
as the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), State Water Resources Control Board 
(SWRCB), the California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), and state and 
federal Occupational Safety and Health Administrations (OSHA) are responsible for developing 
and/or enforcing risk-based standards to protect the public and the environment. 

Whether a person exposed to a hazardous substance would suffer adverse health effects 
depends upon a complex interaction of factors that determine the effects of exposure to 
hazardous materials: the exposure pathway (the route by which a hazardous material enters the 
body); the amount of material to which the person is exposed; the physical form (e.g., liquid, 
vapor) and characteristics (e.g., toxicity) of the material; the frequency and duration of exposure; 
and the individual's unique biological characteristics, such as age, gender, weight, and general 
health. Adverse health effects from exposure to hazardous materials may be short-term (acute) 
or long-term (chronic). Acute effects can include damage to organs or systems in the body and 
possibly death. Chronic effects, which may result from long-term exposure to a hazardous 
material, can also include organ or systemic damage, but chronic effects of particular concern 
include birth defects, genetic damage, and cancer. Implementation of existing hazardous 
materials regulations were established at the state level to ensure compliance with federal 
regulations to reduce the risk to human health and the environment from the routine use of 
hazardous substances. 
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2.2 Listed Hazardous Waste Sites 

2.2.1 Regulatory Agency List Review 

A review of federal and state regulatory agency databases was conducted by Environmental 
Data Resources Inc. (EDR Inc.) inon October 26, 2007, and December 10, 2007. The EDR Map 
of the Corridor Study Area is an inventory of hazardous materials waste and disposal sites 
within 0.5 -mile buffer area (1 mile total) to identify the locations of hazardous waste sites. 
Figures 2-1 (Listed Sites in Segment 1 Expo ROW) through Figure 2-5 (Listed Sites in 
Segment 3a Colorado) identify the location of hazardous material waste and disposal sites 
within the 0.5-mile buffer area (1 mile total). Full lists of these facilities are located in Appendix 1 
and the site locations are identified on the figures by the corresponding map identification 
numbers. A summary of the findings are listed in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities 
using Hazardous Materials by Segment) and Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and 
Spill Sites by Segment). Both tables summarize the facilities located within the 0.5-mile buffer 
zone (1 mile total) for each segment. Sites located in-between adjacent segments are listed in 
both segments. 

Permitted Facilities Using Hazardous Materials 

Permitted uses of hazardous materials include those facilities that use hazardous materials or 
handle hazardous wastes in accordance with current hazardous materials and hazardous waste 
regulations. Because the use and handling of hazardous materials at permitted sites are subject 
to strict regulations, the potential for a release of hazardous materials from these sites is 
considered low unless there is a documented chemical release at such a site. In such cases the 
site would also be tracked in the environmental databases as an environmental case (described 
separately below). Permitted sites without documented releases are nevertheless potential 
sources of hazardous materials in the soil and/or groundwater (compared to sites where there 
are no hazardous materials) because of accidental spills, incidental leakage, or spillage that 
may have gone undetected. 

Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using Hazardous Materials by Segment) 
summarizes the total number of permitted facilities within the 0.5 -mile buffer area (1 mile total) 
by segment. Many of the facilities are permitted for more than one hazardous material use and 
therefore appear in more than one database. After compiling the information from each 
database by address, approximately 716 properties with permitted hazardous materials uses 
were identified in Segment 1, approximately 855 properties in Segment 1a, approximately 910 
properties in Segment 2, approximately 789 properties in Segment 3 and approximately 1,145 
properties in Segment 3a. Appendix 1 includes a summary of each regulatory database 
reviewed and a compilation of permitted uses by address. The details of the summary of 
permitted facilities within the proposed alignment alternatives are discussed below by segment.

Segment 1: Expo ROW 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual permitted hazardous materials 
uses within this segment are summarized in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using 
Hazardous Materials by Segment). It includes three Resource Conservation and Recovery Act 
(RCRA) large quantity generators; eighty RCRA small quantity generators; thirty-four sites with 
permitted underground USTs; sixty-five facilities on historical listing of active and inactive USTs 
(CA FID); forty-eight sites with historic USTs; one site with registered ASTs; twenty dry cleaning 
facilities; one site that reported air emission as required by Title III of the Superfund 
Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 (TRIS); seventy six sites that have reported air 
emissions to the local air board (EMI); and 277 sites that have submitted hazardous wastes 
manifests to the DTSC (HAZNET). 111 sites were identified in the FINDS database, which is a 
compilation of sites identified in other databases. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual permitted hazardous materials 
uses within this segment are summarized in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using 
Hazardous Materials by Segment). It includes ten RCRA large quantity generators; 106 RCRA 
small quantity generators; forty-one sites with permitted underground USTs; seventy-six 
facilities on historical listing of active and inactive USTs (CA FID); fifty-three sites with historic 
USTs; two sites with registered ASTs; twenty-five dry cleaning facilities; one site that reported 
air emission as required by Title III of the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 
1986 (TRIS); thirty-four sites that have reported air emissions to the local air board (EMI); and 
366 sites that have submitted hazardous wastes manifests to the DTSC (HAZNET). 141 sites 
were identified in the FINDS database, which is a compilation of sites identified in other 
databases. 
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Segment 2: Sepulveda to Cloverfield 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual permitted hazardous materials 
uses within this segment are summarized in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using 
Hazardous Materials by Segment). It includes thirteen RCRA large quantity generators; 115 
RCRA small quantity generators; forty-two sites with permitted underground USTs; thirty-six 
facilities on historical listing of active and inactive USTs (CA FID); ninety-four sites with historic 
USTs; three sites with registered ASTs; nine dry cleaning facilities; three sites that reported air 
emission as required by Title III of the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 
(TRIS); ninety-three sites that have reported air emissions to the local air board (EMI); and 348 
sites that have submitted hazardous wastes manifests to the DTSC (HAZNET). 154 sites were 
identified in the FINDS database, which is a compilation of sites identified in other databases. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual permitted hazardous materials 
uses within this segment are summarized in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using 
Hazardous Materials by Segment). It includes nine RCRA large quantity generators; 120 RCRA 
small quantity generators; thirty-two sites with permitted underground USTs; fifty-five facilities 
on historical listing of active and inactive USTs (CA FID); fifty-four sites with historic USTs; one 
site with registered ASTs; ten dry cleaning facilities; one site that reported air emission as 
required by Title III of the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 (TRIS); 
sixty-nine sites that have reported air emissions to the local air board (EMI); and 297 sites that 
have submitted hazardous wastes manifests to the DTSC (HAZNET). 141 sites were identified 
in the FINDS database, which is a compilation of sites identified in other databases. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual permitted hazardous materials 
uses within this segment are summarized in Table 2-1 (Summary of Permitted Facilities using 
Hazardous Materials by Segment). It includes nine RCRA large quantity generators; 130 RCRA 
small quantity generators; twenty-nine sites with permitted underground USTs; sixty-one 
facilities on historical listing of active and inactive USTs (CA FID); eighty-four sites with historic 
USTs; nine dry cleaning facilities; one site that reported air emission as required by Title III of 
the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 (TRIS); eighty-one sites that have 
reported air emissions to the local air board; and 591 sites that have submitted hazardous 
wastes manifests to the DTSC. 150 sites were identified in the FINDS database, which is a 
compilation of sites identified in other databases. 

Environmental Cases and Spill Sites 

Environmental cases are those sites that are suspected of releasing hazardous materials or 
have had cause for hazardous materials investigations and are identified on regulatory agency 
lists. Identification of hazardous materials in soil or groundwater at these sites is generally due 
to site disturbance activities, such as removal or repair of a UST, a spill of hazardous materials, 
or excavation for construction. The status of each environmental case varies and can be either 
active (ongoing investigation or remediation), closed (remediation or cleanup completed and 
approved by the regulatory agency), or unknown. However, the status of each case can change 
with time, and new cases are periodically added to the databases. 
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Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by Segment) lists, by segment, the 
type and number of ―Environmental Cases,‖ ―Environmental Cases—No further Action or 
Referred to Another Agency,‖ and ―Spill Sites‖ within the 0.5 mile buffer (1 mile total) identified 
by the regulatory database review. Many sites appear in more than one database, and 
therefore, after compiling the information from each database by address, approximately fifty-
nine properties were identified as environmental cases in Segment 1, approximately 98 
properties in Segment 1a, approximately 165 properties in Segment 2, approximately 157 
properties in Segment 3 and approximately 163 properties in Segment 3a. Approximately 34 
properties were identified as spill sites in Segment 1, approximately 39 properties in 
Segment 1a, approximately 44 properties in Segment 2, approximately 77 properties in 
Segment 3, and approximately 83 properties in Segment 3a. No properties were identified in 
Segment 1 for no further action or referred to another agency. However, approximately one 
property in Segment 1a, approximately 27 properties in Segment 2, approximately four 
properties in Segment 3, and approximately five properties in Segment 3a were identified as no 
further action or referred to another agency. Appendix 1 includes a summary of each regulatory 
database reviewed and a compilation of environmental cases by address. The details of the 
summary of environmental cases within the 0.5 -mile buffer (1 mile total) are discussed below 
by segment.

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Segment 1: Expo ROW 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual environmental cases and spill 
stites are summarized in Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by 
Segment). It includes fourteen CA SLIC sites; two sites that have reported a release that could 
threaten a drinking water supply (Notify 65); eight sites with waste discharge requirements; two 
sites undergoing an administrative, enforcement, or compliance action related to the Federal 
Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FTTS); seventeen LUST sites; and four EnviroStor 
sites. Twelve sites were also identified in the CORTESE database, which is a compilation of 
sites included in other more detailed databases. There are total of thirty-four reported spill sites 
within this segment. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual environmental cases and spill 
stites are summarized in Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by 
Segment). It includes fourteen CA SLIC sites; one site that have reported a release that could 
threaten a drinking water supply (Notify 65); one solid waste disposal facility or landfill; fifteen 
sites with waste discharge requirements; two sites undergoing an administrative, enforcement, 
or compliance action related to the FTTS; thirty-one LUST sites; and four EnviroStor sites. Thirty 
sites were also identified in the CORTESE database, which is a compilation of sites included in 
other more detailed databases. There are total of thirty-nine reported spill sites within this 
segment and one site that have been recommended for no further action by the EPA. 

Segment 2: Sepulveda to Cloverfield 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual environmental cases and spill 
stites are summarized in Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by 
Segment). It includes thirteen CA SLIC sites; five CERCLIS sites; three sites that has entered a 
voluntary cleanup agreement with DTSC; eight solid waste disposal facilities or landfills; ten with 
waste discharge requirements; two sites undergoing an administrative, enforcement, or 
compliance action related to the FTTS; nine solid waste land fill sites; fifty-nine LUST sites; and 
nine EnviroStor sites. Forty-seven sites were also identified in the CORTESE database, which is 
a compilation of sites included in other more detailed databases. There are total of forty-four 
reported spill sites within this segment and twenty-seven sites that have been recommended for 
no further action by the EPA. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual environmental cases and spill 
stites are summarized in Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by 
Segment). It includes five CA SLIC sites; one CERCLIS site; two sites that has entered a 
voluntary cleanup agreement with DTSC; five solid waste disposal facilities or landfills; nine 
sites with waste discharge requirements; two sites undergoing an administrative, enforcement, 
or compliance action related to the FTTS; sixty-three LUST sites; eight solid waste landfill sites; 
one site with a site-specific expenditure plan for the appropriation of state funds (BEP); and 
seven EnviroStor Sites. Fifty-four sites were also identified in the CORTESE database, which is 
a compilation of sites included in other more detailed databases. There are total of seventy-
seven reported spill sites within this segment and four sites that have been recommended for no 
further action by the EPA. 
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Segment 3a: Colorado 

Based on the 2007 environmental database review, individual environmental cases and spill 
stites are summarized in Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by 
Segment). It includes eleven CA SLIC sites; one CERCLIS site; two sites that has entered a 
voluntary cleanup agreement with DTSC; four solid waste disposal facilities or landfills; nine 
sites with waste discharge requirements; three sites undergoing an administrative, enforcement, 
or compliance action related to the FTTS; sixty-two LUST sites; eight solid waste landfill sites; 
one site with a site-specific expenditure plan for the appropriation of state funds; and six 
EnviroStor Sites. Fifty-six sites were also identified in the CORTESE database, which is a 
compilation of sites included in other more detailed databases. There are total of eighty-three 
reported spill sites within this segment and five sites that have been recommended for no further 
action by the EPA. 

2.3 Potential Hazardous Materials in Study Area 

Hazardous materials users and waste generators that are within the 0.5 mile buffer (1 mile total) 
of the corridor include businesses, public and private institutions, and households. Federal, 
state, and local agency databases maintain comprehensive information on the locations of 
facilities using large quantities of hazardous materials, as well as facilities generating hazardous 
waste. Some of these facilities use certain classes of hazardous materials that require 
accidental release scenario modeling and risk management plans to protect surrounding land 
uses. 

2.3.1 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) 

In addition to the EDR Report, a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was prepared 
for the proposed project alignment. A Phase I ESA provides information concerning the past 
and existing conditions on a site and is intended to provide a review of known and observable 
conditions to allow evaluation of the environmental conditions of a site. These conditions may 
include a past release, an existing condition, or the threat of release of hazardous substances or 
petroleum products into structures, soil, groundwater, or surface water of the site. A Phase I 
ESA report was prepared for the proposed project in October 2009 by Leighton Consulting, Inc. 
The evaluation included the following components: 

 Compilation of information concerning the site location, physical setting, including 
topography and soil and groundwater conditions, adjoining property use, and user-
provided information such as title records, environmental liens, specialized knowledge, 
valuation reduction for environmental issues, and owner, property manager, and 
occupant information 

 Records review of previous environmental reports, selected governmental database, and 
historical review 

 Site reconnaissance and interviews 

 Opinions 

 Conclusions and recommendations 
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Leighton Consulting used the EDR Data Map Corridor Study Report (EDR Corridor Report), an 
environmental database report system, prepared by Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR 
Inc.) dated 2007. A search of government agency database records was analyzed to evaluate 
activities that may have contributed to a release of hazardous substances or petroleum 
hydrocarbons to soil and/or groundwater at and in the general vicinity of the proposed project 
area. In addition, on June 4 and 5, July 7, and September 8 and 9, 2009, Leighton Consulting 
conducted a reconnaissance-level of assessment of the project area. The site reconnaissance 
consisted of the observation and documentation of existing property conditions and neighboring 
property development. The ROW is generally 100 feet wide and is primarily east-west 
orientation. Site reconnaissance activities indentified numerous recognized environmental 
conditions (RECs) with the potential to affect the subject property or have the potential to affect 
construction activities associated with the proposed project. These RECs included businesses 
that use and store hazardous materials/waste, areas of oil staining, groundwater monitoring 
wells, USTs, and boring locations and geophysical mark-outs indicative of environmental 
studies. 

Leighton Consulting established classification criteria to assist in identifying the potential 
impacts of each contaminated or potentially contaminated facility that was identified in the EDR 
Report. Each facility was given a hazard ranking of high, moderate, or low that considered 
facility operation, proximity to the alignment, the anticipated hydrogeologic gradient, field 
observations, and regulatory information. The classification criteria include the following: 

 High: Facilities with known or probable soil/groundwater contamination (i.e., LUSTs), 
and facilities where remediation is incomplete or undocumented, and the contamination 
is known or suspected to exist on the subject property. 

 Moderate: Facilities with identified or potential soil contamination (i.e., LUSTs), and 
facilities where remediation is in progress or identified groundwater contamination does 
not appear to be migrating and has not been reported on the subject property. Facilities 
with a heavy industrial/manufacturing background that typically use or have used 
significant quantities of hazardous materials may also be classified as Moderate. 

 Low: Facilities that have completed remediation, have not reported releases of 
hazardous substance, or have historically utilized only small amounts of known 
contaminants (i.e., RCRA-SQGs or USTs) and are unlikely to negatively affect the 
subject property. 

Using the above criteria, the RECs were identified along the project alignment and were given a 
hazard ranking from High to Low. The following is a list of on-site RECs with a hazard ranking 
from Moderate to High. The Phase I ESA suggests that these on-site RECs warrant further 
investigation prior to project construction activities: 

 3516 Hughes Ave (Former Kentucky Fried Chicken)—High 

 This former service station may have USTs abandoned in place. Numerous 
boring locations and geophysical markings were observed onsite. The owner has 
not responded at this time regarding potential investigations and recent 
investigation results were not available during the file review or may not be 
submitted to a regulatory agency. The potential to affect the project is high based 
on the fact that no site investigation is available for the former service station. 
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 10100 National Boulevard (Limousine Facility)—High 

 This former service station has USTs that have been abandoned in place. 
Currently used as a carpenter shop, office, and for Limousine storage and 
washing. The potential to affect the project is high due to the abandoned USTs 
onsite. 

 11501a Exposition Boulevard (Palisades Roofing); 11501 Exposition Boulevard 
(Quicksilver Towing Auto Repair); 11501 Exposition Boulevard (Lynnetone Tool & 
Die inc.); 2266 Barry Avenue (Westside Autohaus); 2300 Federal Avenue (Santa 
Monica Service)—High 

 This block along Exposition Boulevard between Gateway Avenue and Barrington 
Avenue appears to have been used for light industrial and auto repair purposes 
since the 1960s. Only electric car hoists were observed; however, there is the 
potential that hydraulic hoists were utilized in the past. Oil and antifreeze 
product/waste, as well as small quantities of miscellaneous materials in retail 
packaging used for general maintenance, and a drum of thinner/lacquer 
product/waste, were observed at various locations. A sheet metal company was 
also observed. A 1,000 gallon gasoline UST was reported at 11501 Exposition 
Boulevard; however, no additional information was identified and the status is 
unknown. The potential to impact the project is considered High based on the 
potential UST and the long history of light industrial and auto repair usage. 

 1804 Colorado Ave (Santa Monica Roofing)—High 

 A UST was removed in 1984; however, no analytical data for soil or groundwater 
was available. An unpaved feature was observed in the southeast corner of the 
property, and may have been the location of the reported UST. Site has a long 
history of use as a warehouse as well as for the storage of construction 
equipment. The potential to affect the project is high based on the location of a 
former UST and the lack of laboratory data associated with the UST removal. 

 2909 Exposition Blvd (Verizon)—High 

 This property constitutes a portion of the former Boeing and GTE facilities. 
LUSTs have been identified on site. Extensive site contamination, assessment, 
and remediation have been reported. Residual soil contamination likely remains. 
Groundwater remediation is considered adequate, however, seven onsite wells 
remain to assess for potential offsite contamination. A gasoline UST, service 
repair areas, and two clarifiers are located on site. The potential to affect the 
project is considered High based on potential residual contamination from former 
contamination as well as the presence of the existing UST and clarifiers. 

 2202 Olympic Boulevard (German Auto Service)—High 

 This site has been used as an auto repair facility for approximately 38 years with 
five hydraulic hoists and a one-stage clarifier. The potential to affect project is 
considered High based on the auto repair use and subsurface features. 

 11301 Pico Boulevard (Best Buy)—Moderate 

 A former service station and fuel release existed at this property. Shoring and 
excavation occurred adjacent to Sawtelle Avenue. Previous site uses also 
included iron works, welding, and steel fabrication. Potential to affect the project 
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is considered moderate based on the potential for contamination from the former 
fuel station to have extended beneath Sawtelle Avenue that would not have been 
removed during excavation and site redevelopment. 

 12312 Olympic Boulevard (West Side Media Center)—Moderate 

 This site is a former metal plating facility. Site assessment and remediation has 
taken place and the site has been redeveloped into a media center. The former 
building was on the west portion of the parcel, adjacent to Centinela Avenue. The 
primary areas of contamination appeared to be east of the building. Groundwater 
remediation has occurred and remaining levels appear to be a regional/offsite 
issue. Facility is deemed a soil-only case, due primarily to metals, PCE, and 
TCE. USTs were removed from the south side of the building, near the Expo 
ROW. TPH remains in soil at 30 feet bgs. A diesel AST generator that was 
installed in the late 1980s is located near Olympic Boulevard however, no spills 
have been reported. The potential to affect the project along Centinela Avenue is 
low based on the affected portion of the parcel having been located east of 
Centinela Avenue. The potential to affect the ROW area to the rear of the parcel 
is moderate based on the proximity and potential metal or VOC contamination in 
soil from former plating facility. 

 3003 Exposition Boulevard (Beach Body and Imax)—Moderate 

 This property constitutes a portion of the former Boeing and GTE facilities. 
Former spray booths and solvent UST existed at the site. The potential to affect 
the project is moderate based on the potential for residual VOCs from the former 
solvent UST and former site uses. 

 2525 Michigan Avenue (Bergamont Station)—Moderate 

 The site was formerly used for industrial purposes as well as a bulk fuel plant. 
USTs were documented at the site but their regulatory status and location is 
currently unknown. Former oil storage on or near acquisition area. Monitoring 
wells observed onsite. Landfills were formerly located in the vicinity. The potential 
to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the location of former oil 
storage in acquisition area and the former landfills in the vicinity. 

 1721 22nd Street (Southern California Edison)—Moderate 

 This is the site of a Southern California Edison (SCE) electrical substation. 
Former USTs, hydrocarbon release, remediation, and closure granted (1994). 
The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the proximity 
of the hazardous waste storage area to the ROW. 

 1738 Colorado Avenue (Paul A. Richardson & Sons, Contractors)—Moderate 

 Formerly used for electronics manufacturing. Recently has been used by a 
construction contractor for storage of equipment and supplies. Site has a long 
history of use as a warehouse and for construction and equipment storage. The 
potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on former site uses. 
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 1734 Colorado Avenue (J. Goodman and Associates)—Moderate 

 Formerly used for auto repair and railway repair purposes. Site has a long history 
of use as a warehouse and for construction and equipment storage. The potential 
to affect the project is considered Moderate based on former site uses. 

 1726 Colorado Avenue (Swartz Glass Company)—Moderate 

 Site has a long history of use for light industrial purposes. The site has been 
used as a glass shop since at least 1980. A 1,000-gallon UST was removed in 
the early 1990s. Soil sampling was non-detect beneath the UST and closure was 
granted. The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the 
proposed full acquisition and the former site uses. 

 1704 Colorado Avenue (Hastings Plastics)—Moderate 

 Formerly used for auto repair purposes and as a plastics manufacturing facility 
(since at least 1965). A hazardous materials storage yard was observed. A 
previous report cited liquids being disposed of in the ROW area from one of the 
adjacent buildings, presumably Hastings Plastics or Schwartz Glass, based on 
the location. Wastewater from compressors was noted to be dripping into the 
ROW and oil was observed to be seeping from a storage area into the railroad 
ROW near Schwartz Glass. This area is currently used by Crossroads School for 
parking purposes and the previous observations were not noted during the most 
recent site reconnaissance. The potential to affect the project is considered 
Moderate based on the site uses. 

 8850 Exposition Boulevard (Flat Iron Construction Corporation)—Moderate 

 Former structures existed onsite, however the uses are unknown. Currently site 
is unpaved and is occupied by a construction company. A hazardous materials 
storage area was observed and it was lined with a heavy-duty plastic sheeting 
and included hydro cure (to cure concrete), waste oil, asphalt emulsion, and 
retinax grease materials storage. Liquids spills were observed on the plastic 
sheeting. No tears were observed in the plastic sheeting; however, the integrity 
could not be verified. The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate 
due to a potential release to the shallow soils. 

 11122 Pico Boulevard (California Portland Cement); 11245 Exposition Boulevard 
(Shell Pipeline)—Moderate 

 The northern portion for the ROW is used for concrete reclaiming purposes. 
There are four concrete-lined settling ponds for the water and debris generated 
from washing the trucks. On the Metro portion of the site, there is a bermed 
hazardous material area containing admin chemicals, an acetic acid soap, and 
water. Pitting was observed on the concrete surrounding the wash area. 
Corrosives appear to be the primary contaminant of concern, as well as minor 
quantities of automotive oil from the truck washing. There were USTs previously 
near the center of the yard that have been removed, remediated, and closed. 

A Shell petroleum pipeline pump station was observed. The EDR database 
report identified a potential historical gasoline UST at this area; however, no 
additional information was identified. Two, three-barreled, pole-mounted 
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transformers were identified in the ROW are to the south of the concrete facility. 
The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the site uses. 

 2245 Barrington Avenue (A-1 Auto Service); 2251 Stoner Avenue (Scandinavian 
Coach Craft)—Moderate 

 The sites are currently used by an auto mechanic for auto body repair work. Oil 
and antifreeze product/waste, thinner/lacquer product/waste were identified. A 
spray booth is located at Scandinavian Coach Craft. The sites appear to have 
been used for a long time for auto repair/light industrial purposes. The potential 
to impact the project is considered Moderate based on the long history of light 
industrial and/or auto repair usage. 

 1920 Colorado Avenue (Standard Concrete Products)—Moderate 

 Standard Concrete Products occupies the property with a concrete reclaiming 
area. A 2,000-gallon UST for storage of water from truck wash off and a concrete 
lined settling pond for water and concrete sludge material was identified. The 
potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the location of 
equipment within the ROW and the potential for a contaminant release from pit 
operations. 

 2133 and 2139 Bundy Avenue (CCI Digital and Fed Ex)—Moderate 

 The eastern portion of the parcel fronting Bundy Avenue was formerly used for 
dry cleaning, manufacturing, metal treating, and welding purposes (2133 and 
2139 Bundy Avenue). A pad-mounted transformer is located in the ROW 
adjacent to FedEx. The remaining portion the ROW parcel to the west is primarily 
used for parking and construction storage. A sump was installed by AAA located 
on the north side of the parcel fronting Centinela Avenue for capture of water 
runoff used for washing cars. The sump is considered to have a Low potential to 
affect the project based on the low levels of contaminants that may be present in 
the wash water. The potential to affect the project at the eastern portion of the 
parcel is considered Moderate based on former site uses.  

 1805 Stewart Street (Rose Garden Nursery)—Moderate 

 A gas powered generator and gasoline stored in plastic gasoline containers was 
noted in a previous report for the nursery. Apparent gasoline/oil staining was 
reported within the generator enclosure and additional investigation was 
recommended. The generator had been removed at the time of the recent site 
inspection; however, no sampling of the former generator had been conducted. 
The potential to affect the project is Moderate based on the reported observed 
spillage recommendations from a previous report. 

 402 Colorado Avenue (Sears Auto Repair)—Moderate 

 This site has long been utilized for auto repair purposes and hydraulic hoists and 
clarifiers are present. Some heavy petroleum hydrocarbon contamination exists 
in the vicinity of former waste oil USTs and the hydraulic hoists. Reported as a 
―land disposal site‖ on Geotracker; however, no evidence of debris has been 
detected at the site and no additional information indicated disposal or landfill 
activities. Previous boring locations were observed on site. Monitoring wells were 
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observed adjacent to the site to the north. The potential to affect the project is 
moderate based on use as an auto repair facility. 

 11214 Exposition Boulevard (Los Angeles City Parking Enforcement Property)—
Low to Moderate 

 Site formerly used as a lumberyard and for manufacturing clamps and couplings. 
Site has recently been redeveloped and there is a permitted UST associated with 
the facility. Redevelopment plans for the parcel are undetermined and it is 
unknown if the present UST may be impacted. Files regarding an overall site 
investigation to assess former site uses were not available for review. Potential to 
affect the project is Low to Moderate based on Metro gaining an access 
agreement for the parcel but no acquisition of the property, and the likelihood that 
site investigation was conducted prior to site redevelopment. 

 2190 Bundy Avenue (Escandari Stone)—Low to Moderate 

 A structure on the western portion of the parcel near Bundy Avenue has existed 
since at least the 1970s and was formerly used for brake making purposes. It is 
currently used by a stone business (tile and countertop). The remaining portion of 
the parcel appears to have been used for miscellaneous storage purposes. The 
potential to affect the Project is considered Low to Moderate based on the 
absence of information pertaining to businesses that may have used hazardous 
materials; however, Ambrose has subleased their property to various light 
industrial and auto repair tenants. 

 Metro ROW between 19th to 20th Street (Bourget Flagstone)—Low to Moderate 

 Property is used for the storage of stone and one concrete lined settling pit for 
mud and water generated from stone fabrication with water saws was identified 
in the northwest corner of the parcel. Potential to affect the project is Low to 
Moderate based on the reported use of water with no chemical additives in the 
saw, and that the settling pit appeared to contain mud and water only. 

The following is a list of off-site RECs with a hazard ranking from Moderate to High. The Phase I 
ESA suggests that these off-site RECs warrant further investigation prior to project construction 
activities. A summary of the findings for each off-site RECs is provided below. 

 2210 Barry Avenue (Barry Plating Company)—High 

 This site is located approximately 0.1 mile north of the project alignment. The 
Barry Plating Company has documented soil and groundwater contamination of 
PCE, TCE, and chromium. The Quicksilver Towing tenant indicated that soil 
borings had been conducted in the ROW in conjunction with a Barry Plating 
Company investigation and that elevated chromium levels may have been 
detected. No soil sampling data is available on the EnviroStor database. The 
potential to affect the project is considered High based on reported information 
from the ROW tenant. 
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 1681 26th Street (Gillette Company/Papermate); 2300 Olympic Boulevard (Water 
Garden); 1707 Cloverfield Boulevard (Extra Space/ Neighborhood Storage 
Associates, LLC); former municipal landfills—Moderate to High 

 The first three facilities have reported releases of VOCs, gasoline and metals to 
soil, groundwater, and soil vapor. In addition, former municipal landfills underlie 
many of these sites and their landfill limits do not appear to be fully defined. The 
potential for groundwater to affect the project is considered High. The potential 
for soil to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the proximity of 
reported offsite releases to both the north and south of the project area as well as 
unclear boundaries of the previous landfills. 

 1637 19th Street (Livingston Graham)—Moderate 

 Livingston Graham reported the release of gasoline to soil and groundwater. 
However, no site maps or contaminant location data is available on Geotracker. 
The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the proximity 
to the ROW. 

 819 Colorado Avenue (Southern California Edison)—Moderate 

 A manufactured gas plant operated here in the early 1900s. Polynuclear 
Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAHs) and metals have been detected. A Preliminary 
Endangerment Assessment (PEA) was conducted and recommended no further 
action; however, the DTSC recommended that further action was necessary 
because PAH concentrations at the site exceeded the PEA screening values. 
The potential to affect the project is considered Moderate based on the proximity 
to the proposed alignment along Colorado Avenue. 

Phase II environmental assessments are recommended at, or in the vicinity of, the above-
identified sites where RECs are present. Additional recommendations to address general 
project wide concerns and non-REC issues include baseline soil sampling, an aerially deposited 
lead survey along Interstate 10 and Interstate 405, asbestos and lead surveys for buildings that 
will be demolished, assessment of groundwater conditions, groundwater monitoring 
abandonment and relocation of monitoring wells within the project construction footprint, proper 
railroad tie disposal, hazardous material and debris removal, and preparation of a Soil Mitigation 
Plan and Health and Safety Plan prior to construction. 

2.3.12.3.2 Asbestos 

Asbestos, a naturally occurring fibrous material, was used in many building materials for its 
fireproofing and insulating properties before such uses were banned by the EPA in the 1970s. 
Loose insulation, ceiling panels, and brittle plaster are potential sources of friable (easily 
crumbled) asbestos. Nonfriable asbestos is generally bound to other materials such that it does 
not become airborne under normal conditions. Any activity that involves cutting, grinding, or 
drilling during building demolition or the relocation of underground utilities could release friable 
asbestos fibers unless proper precautions are taken. Inhalation of airborne fibers is the primary 
mode of asbestos entry into the body, making friable materials the greatest potential health risk. 
Asbestos-related health problems include lung cancer and chronic inflammatory conditions such 
as asbestosis. Additional friable and nonfriable asbestos-containing materials are associated 
with older structures built prior to the EPA ban. Potential demolition of these structures could be 
a source of asbestos release during construction activities of the Expo Phase 2 project. 
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2.3.22.3.3 Lead 

Lead is a naturally occurring metallic element. Among its numerous uses and sources, lead can 
be found in paint, water pipes, solder in plumbing systems, and in soils around buildings and 
structures painted with lead-based paint. In 1978, the federal government required the reduction 
of lead in house paint to less than 0.06 percent (600 parts per million). However, some paints 
manufactured after 1978 for industrial uses or marine uses legally contain more than 
0.06 percent lead. Because of its toxic properties, lead is regulated as a hazardous material. 
Excessive exposure to lead can result in the accumulation of lead in the blood, soft tissues, and 
bones. Children are particularly susceptible to potential lead-related health problems because it 
is easily absorbed into developing systems and organs. Inspection, testing, and removal 
(abatement) of lead-containing building materials must be performed by state-certified 
contractors who are required to comply with applicable health and safety and hazardous 
materials regulations. Buildings that have been constructed prior to 1978 and that contain lead-
based paints could require abatement prior to construction activities for the Expo Phase 2 
project. 

2.3.32.3.4 Methane Gas 

Methane (CH4) is a greenhouse gas that remains in the atmosphere for approximately 9-15 
years. Methane is over 20 times more effective in trapping heat in the atmosphere than carbon 
dioxide (CO2) over a 100-year period and is emitted from a variety of natural and human-
influenced sources. Human-influenced sources include landfills, natural gas and petroleum 
systems, agricultural activities, coal mining, stationary and mobile combustion, wastewater 
treatment, and certain industrial process. Methane is not toxic; however, it is highly flammable 
and may form explosive mixtures with air. Methane is violently reactive with oxidizers, halogens, 
and some halogen-containing compounds. When structures are built on or near landfills, 
methane off-gas can penetrate the buildings' interiors and expose occupants to significant levels 
of methane. Two known methane gas zones have been detailed within the proposed project’s 
alignment routes. The first methane gas zone or methane buffer zone is located in the vicinity of 
Venice Boulevard and Overland Avenue. The second location is on Sepulveda Boulevard 
between I-405 and Pico Boulevard (Meredith & AssociatesCity of Los Angeles 2004). These 
designated methane gas zones could require special design and construction considerations for 
the project. 

2.3.42.3.5 Lead Arsenate 

Lead arsenate is used as an herbicide, insecticide, or rodenticide. Lead arsenates were 
historically used by railroad companies as a means of weed control along the Expo ROW. The 
pesticide residues bind tightly to the surface soil layer, where they remain for decades. As a 
result, the residues may pose a human health risk when the soil is excavated. Lead and arsenic 
are the primary constituents of lead arsenate pesticide. Both lead and arsenic could be toxic at 
high concentrations in soils and are highly toxic to humans. Prior to construction activities the 
existing Expo ROW of the Expo Phase 2 project could require abatement if lead arsenate 
pesticides were used within the Expo ROW. 
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2.3.52.3.6 Household Hazardous Waste 

The EPA defines household hazardous waste as ―leftover products such as paints, cleaners, 
oils, batteries, and pesticides that contain potentially hazardous ingredients that could be 
corrosive, toxic, ignitable, or reactive.‖ According to the EPA, Americans generate 
approximately 1.6 million tons of household hazardous waste per year, while the average home 
can accumulate as much as 100 pounds of household hazardous waste in the basement and 
garage or in storage closets. Methods of improper disposal of household hazardous wastes 
commonly include pouring them down the drain, on the ground, into storm sewers, or in some 
cases putting them out with the trash. Though the dangers of such disposal methods might not 
be immediately obvious, improper disposal of these wastes can pollute the environment and 
pose a threat to human health. 

2.3.62.3.7 Electromagnetic Fields (EMF) 

Federal and state agencies have reviewed past studies to determine if exposure to EMF causes 
adverse health effects, and have found no basis for setting health standards to date (NIEHS 
2002). EMFs are invisible lines of force associated with the production, transmission, and use of 
electric power such as those associated with high-voltage transmission lines, secondary power 
lines, and home wiring and lighting. EMF consists of electric fields (voltage) and magnetic fields 
(the movement of electricity) that are emitted from powerlines, electrical facilities, and electrical 
appliances. Electric field strength is measured in units of volts per meter (V/m) and becomes 
stronger as the voltage increases. The strength of the electric field decreases rapidly with 
distance from the source. Magnetic fields also decrease with distance from the source, but 
easily pass through most objects. 

According to the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS) because the use 
of electric power is so widespread, humans are constantly exposed to electric and magnetic 
fields. The Electric and Magnetic Fields Research and Public Information Dissemination (EMF 
RAPID) Program, was a six--year project with the goal of providing scientific evidence to 
determine whether exposure to power-frequency EMF involves a potential risk to human health 
led by two U.S. government institutions, the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences 
(NIEHS) of the National Institutes of Health and the Department of Energy (DOE), with input 
from a wide range of public and private agencies. An association between EMF exposure and 
all forms of childhood cancer have not been confirmed by scientific studies. In 1999, at the 
conclusion of the EMF RAPID Program, the NIEHS reported to the U.S. Congress that the 
overall scientific evidence for human health risk from EMF exposure is weak. The radio towers, 
overhead catenary system, and traction power substations (TPSS) could be the potential source 
of EMFs if light-rail transit (LRT) operations occur. 

2.3.72.3.8 Aviation Hazards 

The Santa Monica Municipal Airport is located on 3223 Donald Douglas Loop South in the City 
of Santa Monica. The airport is approximately 1.2 miles to the closest portion of the Expo 
Phase 2 study area. The airport is located south of the Expo Phase 2 project between Bundy 
Drive and Walgreen Avenue. Accidents resulting in one or more fatalities involving aircraft are 
rare events and are significantly reduced by coordinated response operations of all available 
emergency services. The Santa Monica Municipal Airport is protected by the Santa Monica 
Police Department—Airport Services Unit with a full-time Police Sergeant and Airport Service 
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Officers patrolling the airport 24-hours a day. The Airport’s Police Sub-Station is located just 
east of the Airport Administration Building below the rotating beacon. 

2.3.9 Aerially Deposited Lead 

The project alignment from the eastern end at Venice Boulevard in Los Angeles to the ROW 
undercrossing with Interstate 10 (I-10) at Motor Avenue, and the ROW undercrossing with I-405 
is potentially affected by elevated levels of lead due to engine exhaust and historic additives of 
lead to gasoline. According to the Phase I, the potential to affect the project is moderate based 
on heavy traffic on Interstate areas adjacent to the alignment. 

2.3.10 Railroad Operations 

Diesel-powered rail operations were conducted throughout the Project Area, from the eastern 
terminus at Washington Boulevard and Exposition Boulevard westward to 17th Street in Santa 
Monica. Railroad ties soaked with creosote were likely present along the entire alignment. 

2.3.11 Historical Pipeline Leaks 

Petroleum pipeline signs were observed at numerous locations along the Expo ROW during the 
Phase I site reconnaissance. According to the Phase I, the potential to affect the project is 
moderate based on potential leaks and releases from the petroleum pipeline. 

3. REGULATORY FRAMEWORK 

A number of federal, state, and local laws have been enacted to regulate the management of 
hazardous materials and contaminated soils and groundwater. Implementation of these laws 
and the management of hazardous materials are regulated independently of the NEPA and 
CEQA process through programs administered by various agencies at the federal, state, and 
local levels. An overview of the key hazardous materials laws and regulations that apply to the 
Expo Phase 2 project is provided below. 

3.1 Federal Policies 

Several federal agencies regulate hazardous material. These include the EPA, the Occupational 
Safety and Health Administration (OSHA), Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) 
and the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT). Applicable Federal regulations are contained 
primarily in Titles 10, 29, 40, and 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). In particular, 
Title 49 of the CFR governs the manufacture of packaging and transport containers, packing 
and repacking, labeling, and the marking of hazardous material transport. Some of the major 
federal laws and issue areas include the following statutes (and regulations promulgated 
thereunder): 

 Resources Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA)—hazardous waste management 

 Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments Act (HSWA)—hazardous waste management 
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 Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA)—
cleanup of contamination 

 Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act (SARA)—cleanup of contamination 

 Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know (SARA Title III)—business 
inventories and emergency response planning 

 Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 (Title X)—to protect 
exposure to lead from paint, dust, and soil 

 Federal Compliance with Pollution Control Standards (Executive Order 12088)—prevent 
and control environmental pollution when federal activities or federal facilities are 
involved. 

 Federal Aviation Regulation (FAR) 49 CFR Part 77—defines the navigable airspace 
around airports to help local jurisdictions determine if a proposed tall structure might 
interfere with air operations. 

The EPA is the primary federal agency responsible for the implementation and enforcement of 
hazardous materials regulations. In most cases, enforcement of environmental laws and 
regulations established at the federal level is delegated to state and local environmental 
regulatory agencies. 

OSHA is responsible for enforcement and implementation of federal laws and regulations 
pertaining to worker health and safety. Under its jurisdiction, the Hazardous Wastes Operations 
and Emergency Response (HAZWOPER) regulations, in 29 CFR 1210.120, require training and 
medical monitoring for workers at hazardous waste sites. Additional regulations have been 
developed for construction workers regarding exposure to lead (29 CFR 1926.62) and asbestos 
(29 CFR 1926.1101) during construction activities. 

In addition, with respect to emergency planning, the Federal Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA) is responsible for ensuring the establishment and development of policies and 
programs for emergency management at the federal, state, and local levels. This includes the 
development of a national capability to mitigate against, prepare for, respond to, and recover 
from a full range of emergencies, including hazardous wastes. 

3.2 State Policies 

Primary state agencies with jurisdiction over hazardous chemical materials management are the 
DTSC and the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB). Other State agencies involved 
in hazardous materials management are the Department of Industrial Relations (State OSHA 
implementation), Office of Emergency Services (OES—California Accidental Release 
Prevention Implementation), Southern California Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD), 
Air Resources Board (ARB), Caltrans, State Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment 
(OEHHA—Proposition 65 implementation) and California Integrated Waste Management Board 
(CIWMB). The enforcement agencies for hazardous materials transportation regulations are the 
California Highway Patrol (CHP) and California Department of Transportation (Caltrans). 
Hazardous materials and waste transporters are responsible for complying with all applicable 
packaging, labeling, and shipping regulations.

Hazardous chemical and biohazardous materials management laws in California include the 
following statutes (and regulations promulgated thereunder): 

 Hazardous Materials Management Act—business plan reporting 

 Hazardous Waste Control Act—hazardous waste management 

 Hazardous Substances Act—cleanup of contamination 

 Hazardous Materials Storage and Emergency Response 

State agencies and regulations pertaining to hazardous materials management and worker 
safety that are applicable to the Expo Phase 2 project are described below. 

3.2.1 California Environmental Protection Agency 

Cal EPA is the State regulatory agency that is comprised of regional boards, departments, and 
offices to implement State laws and regulations pertaining to hazardous materials. Cal EPA is 
comprised of the California Air Resources Board (ARB), the Department of Pesticide Regulation 
(DPR), Department of Toxic and Substance Control (DTSC), the Integrated Waste Management 
Board (IWMB), the Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA), the State 
Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), and the Regional Water Quality Control Boards 
(RWQCB). 

The California EPA (Cal/EPA) has broad jurisdiction over hazardous materials management in 
the state. Within Cal/EPA, the DTSC has primary regulatory responsibility for hazardous waste 
management and cleanup. Enforcement of regulations has been delegated to local jurisdictions 
that enter into agreements with DTSC for the generation, transport, and disposal of hazardous 
materials under the authority of the Hazardous Waste Control Law. Along with the DTSC, the 
WQCB is responsible for implementing regulations pertaining to management of soil and 
groundwater investigation and cleanup. WQCB regulations are contained in Title 27 of the 
California Code of Regulations (CCR). Additional state regulations applicable to hazardous 
materials are contained in Title 22 of the CCR. Title 26 of the CCR is a compilation of those 
sections or titles of the CCR that are applicable to hazardous materials. 

3.2.2 Division of Occupational Health 

At the State level, DOSH is charged with enforcement of State regulations and supervision of 
workplaces in California that are not under direct federal jurisdiction. State worker health and 
safety regulations applicable to construction workers include training requirements for 
hazardous waste operations and emergency response (8 CCR 5192), and lead (8 CCR 1532.1) 
and asbestos (8 CCR 1529) regulations, which equal or exceed the federal standards. 

3.2.3 Department of Toxic Substances Control 

Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) of 1976 is the principal federal law that 
regulates the generation, management, and transportation of hazardous materials and other 
wastes. The DTSC regulates hazardous waste in California primarily under the authority of the 
federal RCRA, and the California Health and Safety Code. Other laws that affect hazardous 
waste are specific to handling, storage, transportation, disposal, treatment, reduction, cleanup, 
and emergency planning. In addition, DTSC reviews and monitors legislation to ensure that the

legislation reflects the DTSC’s goals. From these laws, DTSC’s major program areas develop 
regulations and consistent program policies and procedures for those who handle hazardous 
waste. Under RCRA, DTSC has the authority to implement permitting, inspection, compliance, 
and corrective action programs to ensure that people who manage hazardous waste follow state 
and federal requirements. Therefore, the management of hazardous waste in the alignments 
would be under regulation by the DTSC to ensure compliance with state and federal 
requirements pertaining to hazardous waste. 

California law provides the general framework for regulation of hazardous wastes by the 
Hazardous Waste Control Law (HWCL) passed in 1972. DTSC is the state’s lead agency in 
implementing the HWCL. The HWCL provides for state regulation of existing hazardous waste 
facilities, which include ―any structure, other appurtenances, and improvements on the land, 
used for treatment, transfer, storage, resource recovery, disposal, or recycling of hazardous 
wastes,‖ and requires permits for, and inspections of, facilities involved in generation and/or 
treatment, storage and disposal of hazardous wastes. 

3.2.4 Hazardous Materials Management Plans 

In January 1996, California EPA adopted regulations implementing a ―Unified Hazardous Waste 
and Hazardous Materials Management Regulatory Program‖ (Unified Program). The six 
program elements of the Unified Program are hazardous waste generators and hazardous 
waste on-site treatment, underground storage tanks, above-ground storage tanks, hazardous 
material release response plans and inventories, risk management and prevention program, 
and Uniform Fire Code hazardous materials management plans and inventories. The program is 
implemented at the local level by a local agency—the Certified Unified Program Agency 
(CUPA). The CUPA is responsible for consolidating the administration of the six program 
elements within its jurisdiction. Los Angeles County CUPA has jurisdiction in the City of Los 
Angeles, the City of Santa Monica, and the City of Culver City. The City of Los Angeles and the 
City of Santa Monica are also part of a Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA) at the city 
level. 

State and federal laws require detailed planning to ensure that hazardous materials are properly 
handled, used, stored, disposed of, and in the event that such materials are accidentally 
released, to prevent or to mitigate injury to health or the environment. The California’s 
Hazardous Materials Release Response Plans and Inventory Law, sometimes called the 
―Business Plan Act,‖ aims to minimize the potential for accidents involving hazardous materials 
and to facilitate an appropriate response to possible hazardous materials emergencies. The law 
requires businesses that use hazardous materials to provide inventories of those materials to 
designated emergency response agencies; to illustrate on a diagram where the materials are 
stored on site; to prepare an emergency response plan; and to train employees to use the 
materials safely. 

3.2.5 California Accidental Release Prevention Program (CalARP) 

The CalARP program (CCR Title 19, Division 2, Chapter 4.5) covers certain businesses that 
store or handle more than a certain volume of specific regulated substances at their facilities. 
The CalARP program regulations became effective on January 1, 1997, and include the 
provisions of the Federal Accidental Release Prevention Program (Title 40, CFR Part 68) with 
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certain additions specific to the State pursuant to Article 2, Chapter 6.95, of the Health and 
Safety Code. 

The list of regulated substances is found in Article 8, Section 2770.5 of the CalARP program 
regulations. The businesses that use a regulated substance above the noted threshold quantity 
must implement an accidental release prevention program, and some may be required to 
complete a Risk Management Plan (RMP). An RMP is a detailed engineering analysis of the 
potential accident factors present at a business and the mitigation measures that can be 
implemented to reduce this accident potential. The purpose of an RMP is to decrease the risk of 
an off-site release of a regulated substance that might harm the surrounding environment and 
community. An RMP includes the following components: safety information, hazard review, 
operating procedures, training, maintenance, compliance audits, and incident investigation. The 
RMP must consider the proximity to sensitive populations located in schools, residential areas, 
general acute care hospitals, long-term health care facilities, and child day-care facilities, and 
must also consider external events such as seismic activity. 

3.2.6 Worker and Workplace Hazardous Materials Safety 

Occupational safety standards exist in federal and state laws to minimize worker safety risks 
from both physical and chemical hazards in the workplace. The California Division of OSHA is 
responsible for developing and enforcing workplace safety standards and assuring worker 
safety in the handling and use of hazardous materials. Among other requirements, Cal/OSHA 
obligates many businesses to prepare Injury and Illness Prevention Plans and Chemical 
Hygiene Plans. The Hazard Communication Standard requires that workers be informed of the 
hazards associated with the materials they handle. For example, manufacturers are to 
appropriately label containers, Material Safety Data Sheets are to be available in the workplace, 
and employers are to properly train workers. 

3.2.7 Hazardous Materials Transportation 

The CHP and Caltrans are the enforcement agencies for hazardous materials transportation 
regulations. Transporters of hazardous materials and waste are responsible for complying with 
all applicable packaging, labeling, and shipping regulations. The OES also provides emergency 
response services involving hazardous materials incidents. 

3.2.8 Investigation and Cleanup of Contaminated Sites 

The oversight of hazardous materials release sites often involves several different agencies that 
may have overlapping authority and jurisdiction. The DTSC and WQCB are the two primary 
state agencies responsible for issues pertaining to hazardous materials release sites. Air quality 
issues related to remediation and construction at contaminated sites are also subject to federal 
and state laws and regulations that are administered at the local level. 

Investigation and remediation activities that would involve potential disturbance or release of 
hazardous materials must comply with applicable federal, state, and local hazardous materials 
laws and regulations. The DTSC has developed standards for the investigation of sites where 
hazardous materials contamination has been identified or could exist based on current or past 
uses. The standards identify approaches to determine if a release of hazardous 
wastes/substances exists at a site and delineate the general extent of contamination; estimate 
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the potential threat to public health and/or the environment from the release and provides an 
indicator of relative risk; determine if an expedited response action is require to reduce an 
existing or potential threat; and complete preliminary project scoping activities to determine data 
gaps and identify possible remedial action strategies to form the basis for development of a site 
strategy. 

3.2.9 State Aeronautics Act 

The State Aeronautics Act is in the California Public Resources Code Sections 21001, et seq. 
has been established for several purposes, including encouraging development of private flying 
and general use of air transportation, fostering and promoting safety in aeronautics, protecting 
residents in the vicinity of an airport from unreasonable intrusions from airport noise, and 
establishing regulations for allowing the conduct of aviation activities in a manner not 
inconsistent with the rights of others. 

3.2.10 Emergency Response to Hazardous Materials Incidents 

California has developed an Emergency Response Plan to coordinate emergency services 
provided by federal, state, and local government and private entities. The State Office of 
Emergency Services administers the plan, which coordinates the responses of other agencies, 
including Cal-EPA, CHP, California Department of Fish and Game, and the RWQCB. 

3.2.11 The Clean Air Act Rule 1403—Asbestos Regulations 

The Clean Air Act regulates asbestos as a hazardous air pollutant, which subjects it to 
regulation by the Southern California Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) under its 
Rule 1403. OSHA also regulates asbestos as a potential worker safety hazard. These rules and 
regulations prohibit emissions of asbestos from demolition or construction activities, require 
medical examinations and monitoring of employees engaged in activities that could disturb 
asbestos, mandate precautions and safe work practices to reduce the potential for release of 
asbestos fibers, and require notice to federal and local government agencies prior to renovation 
or demolition activities that could disturb asbestos. 

3.3 Regional Policies 

3.3.1 Metro Emergency Response Plan 

The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority (Metro) is the regional agency 
that deals with transportation in Los Angeles County. Metro is regulated by the California Public 
Utilities Commission. The Metro Emergency Response Plan was established to address the 
potential for emergencies to occur and the ways in which Metro employees are to respond. The 
Emergency Response Plan is to minimize potential danger to passengers, employees, and 
others during emergency incidents; maximize the effectiveness of Metro during an emergency 
incident; ensure there is proper investigation into the cause of the incident; and restore service 
or provide alternative service at the earliest possible time (LACMT 2007). 
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3.4 Local Policies 

FTA, Metro, and the Expo Authority are not subject to local ordinances for the construction and 
operation of the proposed project, but would voluntarily comply with such ordinances to the 
extent that the ordinances do not hinder the implementation of the proposed project. 

3.4.1 City of Culver City General Plan Policies 

Section III, A No. 6—Industrial Fire Hazards of the Public Safety Element of the Culver City 
General Plan (1975) requires continuous upgrade fire control technology and contingency 
planning due to the additional fire potential involved in the transportation, manufacturing, and 
storage of volatile products. 

3.4.2 City of Culver City Municipal Code 

Title 3 Administration of the Culver City Municipal Code Chapter 3.09—Disaster Council and 
Emergency Organization and Title 9 General Regulations of the Culver City, California Code of 
Ordinances (2007) addresses the concerns of hazardous materials. 

 Chapter 3.09: Disaster Council and Emergency under Title 3 Administration of the 
Culver City Municipal Codes is designed to protect persons and property within this City 
in the event of an emergency. It is designed to guide the direction of the emergency 
organization and coordinates the emergency functions of this City with all other public 
agencies, corporations, organizations, and affected private persons. 

 Under Title 9 General Regulations, Hazardous Materials Disclosure Requirements 
establishes a system for collecting and verifying information for business plans relating 
to the handling, use, storage, release, or threatened release of hazardous materials. The 
Culver City hazardous waste management section provides a plan to assist in the proper 
management of hazardous waste consistent with the provisions of the Los Angeles 
County and State regulations. 

3.4.3 City of Los Angeles General Plan Policies 

Chapter 3—Goals, Objectives and Policies of the Safety Element of the Los Angeles City 
General Plan (1996) includes the Hazard Mitigation, Emergency Response (Multi-Hazard) and 
Disaster Recovery (Multi-Hazard) sections to address hazardous materials. 

 The Hazard Mitigation, Section III-1 of the Safety Element of the Los Angeles City 
General Plan is designed to minimize the potential injury, loss of life, property damage, 
and disruption of the social and economic life of the City due to fire, water-related 
hazard, seismic event, geologic conditions, or release of hazardous materials disasters. 
The objective of the policies in this section is developed to implement comprehensive 
emergency response plan and programs that are integrated with each other and with the 
City’s comprehensive hazards mitigation and recovery plans and programs. 

 The Emergency Response (Multi-Hazard), Section III-2 of the Safety Element of the Los 
Angeles City General Plan is designed to respond with the maximum feasible speed and 
efficiency to disaster events so as to minimize injury, loss of life, property damage, and 
disruption of the social and economic life of the City and its immediate environs. The 
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objective of the policies in this section are to develop and implement comprehensive 
disaster recovery plans which are integrated with each other and with the City’s 
comprehensive hazard mitigation and emergency response plans and programs. 

 The Disaster Recovery (Multi-Hazard), Section III-4 of the Safety Element of the Los 
Angeles City General Plan is designed to reestablished private and public systems, 
services, activities, physical condition, and environment as quickly as feasible to a level 
equal to or better than that which existed prior to the disaster. The objective of the 
policies in this section of the general plan is to implement comprehensive hazard 
mitigation plans and programs that are integrated with each other and with the City’s 
comprehensive emergency response and recovery plans and programs. 

3.4.4 City of Los Angeles Municipal Code 

Chapter 5—Public safety and protection of the City of Los Angeles Municipal Codes have the 
following articles to address hazard materials: 

 Article 4—Liability for Violation of Hazardous Waste and Substance Control Laws is 
designed to regulate hazardous materials and usage in the City of Los Angeles. 

 Article 6—Public Hazards section is designed to administer and regulate the Hazardous 
Materials Release Response Plans (HMRRP) and the Inventory reporting practices. 
Subsection 57.0803 regulates the permit process; Subsection 57.08.06 sets the 
requirements for business plans and inventories which addresses emergency response 
plans, procedure, and training. Subsection SEC. 57.14.01 monitors the ―Unified 
Hazardous Waste and Hazardous Materials Regulatory Management Program 
Consolidated Permit‖ (Unified Program Facility Permit) for businesses located in the City 
of Los Angeles 

3.4.5 City of Santa Monica General Plan Policies 

The Safety Element of the Santa Monica City General Plan (1995) has the following sections to 
address hazard materials. 

 Section 1.9 Hazardous Materials of the Safety Element of the Santa Monica City 
General Plan (1995) is designed to minimize threats to public health and safety from 
hazardous materials by strengthening local code enforcement actions, especially the 
potential for multiple releases caused by earthquakes. The objective of the policies in 
this section aim to strictly control the use storage, transportation of toxic, explosive and 
other hazardous and extremely hazardous materials to prevent unauthorized discharge. 
The policy also aims to coordinate regional objectives for hazardous materials 
management with adjacent jurisdictions. 

 Section 1.10 Disaster Preparedness of the Safety Element of the Santa Monica City 
General Plan (1995) is designed maintain short and long-range plans to protect public 
health, safety and economic welfare from disasters caused by earthquakes, landslides, 
inundation, fire, hazardous materials accidents, and other natural or man-made hazards. 
The policy aims to enforce regulations, adopt or modify ordinances and take other 
actions as needed to prepare and response effectively to emergencies. 
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3.4.6 City of Santa Monica Municipal Code 

Chapter 5.24 Hazardous Materials Release Response Plan and Chapter 7.6 Construction and 
Demolition Material Waste Management Plan of the Inventory of the Santa Monica Municipal 
Codes (2007) have the following sections to address hazard materials. 

 Chapter 5.24 Hazardous Materials Release Response and Inventory section is designed 
to establish business and area plans relating to the handling and release or threatened 
release of hazardous materials to protect the public health and safety and the 
environment. It is designed to prevent or mitigate the damage to the health and safety of 
persons and the environment from the release or threatened release of hazardous 
materials into the workplace and environment. 

 Chapter 7.60 Construction and Demolition Material Waste Management Plan is 
designed to protect the public from the release or threatened release of hazardous 
materials resulting from construct and demolitions. 

4. ENVIRONMENTAL CONSEQUENCES 

4.1 Analytic Method 

The analysis in this section focuses on the management of hazardous or potentially hazardous 
materials during the construction or operation activities of the Expo Phase 2 project. The 
information in this section is based upon reviews of previously prepared reports documenting 
environmental investigations in the 0.5 -mile buffer area (1 mile total) by segment, including but 
not limited to the EDR report. In determining the level of significance, the analysis assumes that 
construction and operation of the proposed project would comply with all applicable federal, 
state, and local laws and regulations. This analysis focuses on hazardous materials sites listed 
on federal and state databases. 

4.2 Environmental Criteria 

The FTA and the Expo Authority have identified the following CEQA criteria, which are taken or 
adapted from Appendix G of the 2008 CEQA Guidelines, as appropriate for this project. The 
FTA does not have specific criteria for evaluating effects under NEPA; therefore, the FTA and 
the Expo Authority have determined that an assessment based on CEQA criteria provides a 
reasonable means for determining environmental effects. The project would have significant 
impacts associated with hazards and hazardous materials, for the purposes of CEQA and 
NEPA, if the project would result in any of the following: 

 Routinely expose the public or the environment to hazardous materials 

 Create the potential for upset or accident conditions involving the release of hazardous 
materials 

 Emit hazardous emissions or handle hazardous materials, substances, or waste within 
one-quarter-mile of an existing or proposed school 

 Be located on a site which is included on a list of hazardous materials sites compiled 
pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5 (CORTESE List) 
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 Be located within two miles of a public airport or public use airport where the Project 
would result in a safety hazard for people residing or working in the Project area 

 Physically interfere with an adopted emergency response or evacuation plan 

 Expose people or structures to a significant risk of loss, injury, or death involving 
wildland fires, including where wildlands are adjacent to urbanized areas or where 
residences are intermixed with wildlands. 

4.3 Analysis 

Criteria Would the project routinely expose the public or the environment to 
hazardous materials? 

Impact Haz 1 The proposed project could routinely expose the public or the environment 
to hazardous materials during operational activities; however, compliance 
with federal, state, and local laws and regulations governing hazardous 
materials use, disposal, and emergency response would reduce health 
risks to no adverse effect. 

Use, or transport, of hazardous materials is common to most development activities and 
operations. This discussion focuses on ―routine‖ aspects of the LRT Alternatives, which are 
assumed to occur during ongoing operational activities. Adverse effects associated with 
construction-related activities for the LRT Alternatives are analyzed in HAZ-2. For the No-Build 
and TSM Alternatives, this analysis focuses on the exposure of the public or the environment to 
an increase in maintenance requirements due to an increased bus service. Other hazardous 
operational concerns such as safety buffers at the terminus are addressed in Safety and 
Security Technical Background Report. 

Exposure to the public or the environment to hazardous materials could occur in the following 
manner: improper handling or use of hazardous materials or hazardous wastes particularly by 
untrained personnel; transportation accidents; environmentally unsound disposal methods; or 
fire, explosion or other emergencies during routine operations. The types and amounts of 
hazardous materials would vary according to the nature of the activity. In some cases, it is the 
type of hazardous material that is potentially hazardous; in others, it is the amount of hazardous 
material that could present a hazard. 

No -Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment in the 
Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. Compliance with the safety 
procedures mandated by applicable federal, state, and local laws would reduce routine 
exposure to the public or the environment to hazardous materials. Therefore, the No-Build 
Alternative would result in a no adverse effect. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
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additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses. Bus operators would comply with the safety procedures mandated 
by applicable federal, state, and local laws would reduce routine exposure to the public or the 
environment to hazardous materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative 
would result in a no adverse effect. 

LRT Alternatives 

Electromagnetic Fields 

Operation of the light-rail transit alternative would introduce new EMF sources associated with 
the electrical power system used to propel the vehicles. As discussed previously, EMFs are 
invisible, low frequency radiation that is emitted from electrical sources. High voltages generate 
the electrical fields, while the movement of these voltages in wires generates the magnetic 
fields. EMFs weaken as the field extends from the source. The overhead catenary system and 
traction power substations (TPSS) would be the source of EMFs from the light-rail transit 
operation. TPSSs receive utility company power which is self-contained within a building. The 
light-rail transit overhead contact system (e.g., the overhead catenary system) distributes a 
nominal 750 volts of direct current (DC) or 0.6 kilovolts (kV) along the alignment. For 
comparison, typical overhead power lines carry a much higher voltage of up to 400 kV AC. 
Tests to gauge the strength of EMFs were conducted on light-rail lines similar to the ones that 
would be developed as part of this project in the Washington D.C. area. Magnetic fields of 80 to 
150 milligaus were recorded at 10 to 15 feet from the source. This is far below the most 
conservative risk standard of 1,000 mG (for workers with cardiac pacemakers) and equivalent to 
that produced by the average computer monitor. For comparison purposes, a person 100 feet 
from the base of the power line is exposed to EMF of 1.6mG. Evidence points to the light-rail-
generated EMFs being too low to adversely affect riders or nearby sensitive receptors (LACMTA 
2005). 

ThisAdditionally, two radio towers are proposed to be developed for the proposed project, as 
described in the ―Radio Towers‖ section of Section 2.4.6 (Other Related Facilities) of this EIR.  

With regard to electromagnetic fields (EMF) associated with radio towers, radio waves and 
microwaves are forms of electromagnetic energy that are collectively described by the term 
radiofrequency (RF). The RF field can be described in terms of the electric and/or magnetic field 
strength at that location. The term EMF can be used to refer to either powerline frequency fields, 
radiofrequency electromagnetic fields, or both. Base-station antennas transmit only 
intermittently and are not generally a concern with regard to possible hazardous exposure of the 
public to RF radiation. These systems operate in narrow frequency bands between about 30 
and 1,000 megahertz (MHz). In comparison, cellular radio systems use frequencies between 
800 and 900 MHz. Measurement data obtained from various sources have consistently 
indicated that ―worst-case‖ ground-level power densities near typical cellular towers are on the 
order of 1 microwatts per square centimeter (μW/cm2) or less (usually significantly less). Base-
station antennas generate EMFs that are lower than the EMF produced by the average cellular 
radio systems. 

Based on the above, a reference buffer area of 100 feet was used to identify locations where 
the residents, occupants, or users (referred to as sensitive receptors) of properties adjacent to 
the TPSS sites could be affected by project-related EMF. All sensitive receptors within the 100-
foot buffer zone would be exposed to an EMF of 1.6 mG, far below the most conservative 
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standards of 1,000 mG. Figure 4-1 (Proposed TPSS Locations [Revised]) shows the location of 
the TPSS sites for the proposed project and the sensitive receptor within a 100 ft buffer zone. 
As shown, there are no sensitive receptor sites within the 100ft buffer zone of the TPSS sites. 
Because EMFs produced by LRT systems are relatively weak and because the TPSS stations 
would be self-contained, and no sensitive receptors would be located within 100 feet of the 
TPSS sites, the proposed project would result in no adverse effect or increased risk to human 
health. 

FEIR Design Options 

Development of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would introduce additional EMF sources not already 
contemplated as part of the LRT Alternatives. Therefore, no change would be anticipated with 
implementation of the design options, and no adverse effect would occur. 

Transportation and Storage of Hazardous Materials 

Due to the nature of the proposed project as passenger transit, no hazardous materials would 
be intentionally transported during the operation of the LRT along the corridor. During 
operational activities, typical household-type and commercial cleaning products, as well as 
maintenance products, would be used to clean the stations and the interior of the LRVs. 

Operation of the light-rail transit alternative would also include Light-rail Transit (LRT) 
maintenance facility located between the Expo ROW and Exposition Boulevard, and east of 
Stewart Street. An increase in diesel emissions from truck deliveries to the maintenance facility 
could result during operations; however, it would be negligible as the only products delivered 
would be routine cleaning products. The maintenance facility is where light-rail cars would be 
stored and maintained. Functions common to the LRT maintenance facility include storage of 
vehicles, maintenance and repair shops, interior vehicle cleaning, and exterior car washing. The 
facility would be equipped to provide vehicle cleaning, maintenance, wheel truing facilities, and 
light repairs.The facility would accommodate daily servicing and cleaning of the LRVs, vehicle 
inspection and repairs, overnight train storage, crew areas, and associated activities. Activities 
may take place in the shop and/or yard through the day and night as described at the end of 
Section 2.4.6 (Other Related Facilities). The maintenance facility would allow the storage of 
vehicles, maintenance and repair shops, interior vehicle cleaning, and exterior car washing, all 
of which could result in the generation of hazardous wastewater However, the Metro Design 
Criteria would require that the wash facility be equipped with required waste water treatment 
facility. The facility would also be equipped to provide wheel truing facilities and light repairs. 
Operation of the proposed Stewart Street Maintenance Facility would be monitored by federal 
and state agencies, such as Cal-OSHA and CalEPA that regulate safety practices and the use 
and disposal of potential hazardous materials. 

Grounds and landscape maintenance within the corridor, at each station, and at the 
maintenance facility could use a wide variety of commercial products formulated with hazardous 
materials, including cleaners and degreasers, solvents, paints, lubricants, adhesives, sealers, 
and pesticides/herbicides. Use of hazardous materials would present a slightly greater risk of 
accident than storage of hazardous materials. However, for those employees who would work 
with hazardous materials, the amount of hazardous materials that are handled at any one time 
along the corridor and at each station would be relatively small. Metro will develophas policies

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and procedures governing hazardous materials to comply with the safety procedures mandated 
by applicable federal, state, and local laws, thereby reducing the potential consequences of an 
accident during handling. 

Federal, state, and local regulations govern the use, transportation, and storage of wastes 
identified as hazardous. Hazardous materials are required to be stored in designated areas 
designed to prevent accidental release to the environment. California Building Code (CBC) 
requirements prescribe safe accommodations for materials that present a moderate explosion 
hazard, high fire or physical hazard, or health hazards. Appropriate documentation for all 
hazardous waste that is transported in connection with project-related activities would be 
provided as required for compliance with existing hazardous materials regulations codified in 
Titles 8, 22, and 26 of the California Code of Regulations, and their enabling legislation set forth 
in Chapter 6.95 of the California Health and Safety Code as well as Title 49 of the Code of 
Federal Regulations. Compliance with all applicable federal and state laws related to the 
storage of hazardous materials would be implemented to maximize containment (through safe 
handling and storage practices) and to provide for prompt and effective cleanup if an accidental 
release occurs. Therefore, no adverse affect would occur. 

FEIR Design Options 

As part of implementation of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, 
Colorado/4th Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or 
Expo/Westwood Station No Parking design options, the project would comply with applicable 
federal, state and local regulations governing the use, transportation, and storage of hazardous 
wastes, similar to the project. As such, the operation of the design options would not increase 
the potential hazards associated with such activities. Therefore, no adverse effect related to 
implementation of the design options would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

Less-Than-Significant Impact. There would be roadway and transit service improvements 
associated with the No-Build Alternative. Compliance with the safety procedures mandated by 
applicable federal, state, and local laws would reduce routine exposure to the public or the 
environment to hazardous materials. Therefore, the No-Build Alternative would result in a less-
than-significant impact. 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses. Bus operators would comply with the safety procedures mandated 
by applicable federal, state, and local laws would reduce routine exposure to the public or the 
environment to hazardous materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative 
would result in a less-than-significant impact. 

Use, or transport, of hazardous materials is common to most development activities and 
operations. Operation of the LRT Alternatives could potentially expose the public or the 
environment to hazardous materials during operations. However, compliance with existing 
policies and regulations would ensure that this impact is less than significant. 
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Criteria Would the project create the potential for upset or accident conditions 
involving the release of hazardous materials? 

Impact Haz-2 The project could create the potential for upset or accident conditions 
during construction activities that could release hazardous materials; 
however, compliance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations 
governing hazardous materials use, disposal, and emergency response 
would reduce potential health risks to no adverse effect. 

During construction activities, the excavation and disturbance of existing contaminated soil or 
building materials could potentially expose hazardous or potentially hazardous materials to the 
public or the environment. If such sources of contamination are encountered during grading or 
excavation, the removal activities required could pose health and safety risks such as the 
exposure of workers, materials handling personnel, the public, and the environment to 
hazardous materials or vapors. Such contamination could cause various short- or long-term 
adverse health effects in persons exposed to the hazardous substances. If exposed to 
hazardous substances, this would result in a significant hazard to the public. Exposure to 
hazardous materials during construction activities could occur through any of the following: 

 Direct dermal contact with hazardous materials 

 Incidental ingestion of hazardous materials (usually due to improper hygiene, when 
workers fail to wash their hands before eating, drinking, or smoking) 

 Inhalation of airborne dust released from dried hazardous materials 

To the extent that construction of any of the project options would encounter hazardous 
materials, all of the prevailing regulations, such as the RCRA, the California Hazardous Waste 
Control Law, Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 (Title X), and the 
U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) regulations that prescribe the safe transportation 
of hazardous materials, including requirements for hazardous waste containers and license 
haulers who transport hazardous waste on public roads, would be followed. 

No -Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment in the 
Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. This projectThe No-Build Alternative 
could create the potential for upset or accident conditions involving the release of hazardous or 
potentially hazardous materials such as aerially deposited lead, asbestos and lead based paint. 
The contractor for this project will be required to implement all recommendations proposed in 
the required initial site assessment. Compliance with the safety procedures mandated by 
applicable federal, state, and local laws would reduce the potential consequences of an 
accident involving the release of hazardous materials. The No-Build Alternative would result in a 
no adverse effect. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
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stops and additional buses and would not create potential for upset or accidents involving the 
release of hazardous materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative would 
result in a no adverse effect. 

LRT Alternatives 

Soil and Groundwater Contamination 

Existing Contaminated Sites 

The potential for upset or accident associated with hazardous materials are common to most 
development activities and operations. The proposed project would include construction 
grading, the removal of existing track and pavement, and the demolition of existing buildings 
that could result in the release of potential hazardous materials. 

Portions of the proposed project (primarily Segment 1 and Segment 2) follow the existing Expo 
ROW, which has remnants of the old railroad tracks and the soil near the railroad tracks may be 
contaminated. The old tracks would be excavated and removed prior to construction of the new 
light-rail tracks and station buildings. Historically, Per the Phase I ESA prepared for the project, 
the right-of-way is lined with creosote-soaked railroad ties due to the historic use as a railroad. 
These creosote-soaked railroad ties will require appropriate handling and disposal as a treated 
wood waste (TWW) at a landfill approved to accept TWW. Additionally, historically lead 
arsenates were used as a means of weed control along the Expo ROW by railroad companies. 
The pesticide residues bind tightly to the surface soil layer, where they remain for decades. As a 
result, the residues may pose a human health risk when the soil is excavated or during the 
removal of existing rails tracks. Lead arsenates can leave harmful levels of lead and arsenic in 
the soil; these contaminants were encountered during the construction of Expo Phase 1. It is 
likely that lead and arsenic contaminates are present in the Expo Phase 2 ROW (LACMTA 
2005). 

In general, the proposed alignment between Washington Boulevard and Exposition Boulevard in 
Culver City to 4th Street and Colorado Avenue in Santa Monica is under-lain by contamination-
affected groundwater. The contaminants typically are volatile organic compounds (VOCs), 
methyl tertiary-butyl ether (MTBE), tetrachloroethylene (i.e., perchloroethylene) (PCE) and 
trichloroethylene (TCE). Groundwater is not expected to be a constraint since the alignment is 
to be constructed almost entirely at-grade with cuts less than 6 feet in depth. Therefore, the 
regional groundwater contamination issue has low potential to affect the project based on 
proposed construction plans. A construction health and safety plan should address proper 
handling procedures in the event that groundwater is unexpectedly encountered. In addition, if 
construction plans change and dewatering is required, groundwater sampling and analysis 
should be conducted prior to dewatering activities (Leighton Consulting, Inc 2009). 

Another potential hazard to construction workers and the public could involve construction 
activities on existing land uses that may potentially be contaminated. These sites represent 
potential health hazards and have experienced contamination from the release of hazardous 
substances into the soil. The construction occurring on these documented hazardous materials 
sites would have to be preceded by remediation and cleanup under the supervision of the DTSC 
or RWQCB for groundwater contamination, before construction activities could begin. 

In order to remediate any contaminated sites within the study area, hazardous materials could 
be transported out of the study area. The USDOT Office of Hazardous Materials Safety 
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prescribes strict regulations for the safe transportation of hazardous materials, as described in 
Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations, and implemented by Title 13 of the CCR. The 
transportation of hazardous materials can result in accidental spills, leaks, toxic releases, fire, or 
explosion. 

Mitigation measure MM HAZ-1 would ensure that hazardous or potentially hazardous materials 
would be properly handled during construction activities. 

MM Haz-1 Prior to any ground disturbance or demolition, the Expo Authority shall: 

 Prepare an eEnvironmental sSite Aassessment (ESA Phase II) for 
specific sites identified in the ESA Phase I prepared for the proposed 
project. The Phase II shall be submitted for review to the appropriate 
regulatory agency(s). The Phase II report shall include soil sampling 
for contamination on sites where releases of hazardous materials are 
known and groundwater sampling where soil contamination is 
detected. Based on the age of structures identified along the 
alignment, the potential for exposure to mold, lead, and asbestos 
should also be studied. 

 If contaminated areas are identified within the construction area, the 
Expo Authority shall coordinate with the appropriate regulatory 
agencies to determine the need for further investigation and/or 
remediation of the contaminated site. 

Compliance with existing regulations and implementation of mitigation measure MM HAZ-1 
would ensure proper handling of potentially contaminated soil or contaminated groundwater 
during construction activities.  

Unknown Contaminated Sites 

It is possible that old underground storage tanks (USTs) that were in use prior to permitting and 
record keeping requirements may be present in the study area. If an unidentified UST were 
uncovered or disturbed during construction activities, it would be closed in place or removed. 
Removal activities could pose both health and safety risks, such as the exposure of workers, 
tank handling personnel, and the public to tank contents or vapors. Potential risks, if any, posed 
by USTs would be minimized by managing the tank according to existing Los Angeles County 
standards as enforced and monitored by the Department of Environmental Health. The extent to 
which groundwater may be affected, if at all, depends on the type of contaminant, the amount 
released, and depth to groundwater at the time of the release. If groundwater contamination is 
identified, remediation activities would be required by the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality 
Control Board (LARWQCB) prior to the commencement of any new construction activities. 

In order to address the potential for encountering unknown contamination within the Expo 
Phase 2 study area, mitigation measure MM HAZ-2 would minimize the potential risk of 
contamination by implementing investigation and remediation efforts at future development 
sites. 

MM Haz-2 In the event that previously unknown or unidentified soil and/or groundwater 
contamination that could present a threat to human health or the environment 
during construction of the proposed project is encountered, construction 
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activities in the immediate vicinity of the contamination shall cease 
immediately. If contamination is encountered, measures shall be prepared 
and implemented that (1) identifies the contaminants of concern and 
(2) describes measures to be taken to protect workers, and the public from 
exposure to potential site hazards. Such measures would include a range of 
options, including, but not limited to, physical site controls during 
construction, remediation, long-term monitoring, post-development 
maintenance or access limitations, or some combination thereof. Depending 
on the nature of contamination, if any, appropriate agencies shall be notified 
(e.g., City Fire Department). A Site Health and Safety Plan that meets Cal-
OSHA requirements shall be prepared and in place prior to commencement 
of work in any contaminated area. 

Compliance with existing regulations and implementation of mitigation measure MM HAZ-2 
would ensure that construction workers and the general public would not be exposed to any 
unusual or excessive risks related to hazardous materials during construction activities. 

Segment 1: Expo ROW 

Segment 1 of the proposed project is within the existing Expo ROW. As previously discussed, 
the soil within the Expo ROW could be contaminated with lead arsenates and creosote-soaked 
railroad ties and could potentially result in the release of hazardous materials during removal of 
the old railroad tracks and construction of new light-rail tracks. There are also two proposed 
stations along Segment 1 of the proposed project alignment. National/Palms Station located on 
the Expo ROW at National Boulevard and Palm Avenue is proposed to be on embankment. The 
Expo/Westwood Station would be a center/split platform at-grade station located within the Expo 
ROW east of Westwood Boulevard. The grading, excavation, construction activities could 
potentially result in the release of hazardous materials; however, compliance with mitigation 
measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that proper precautions (assessment and 
remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to any ground-disturbing activities. The Expo Phase 2 
project would be required to comply with the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa 
Monica and City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction 
is taking place) and any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety 
Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. In addition, adherence to existing 
regulations would ensure compliance with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations (including, but not limited to, RCRA, California Hazardous Waste 
Control Law, and principles prescribed by the California Department of Health Services, Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention, and National Institutes of Health). Therefore, no adverse 
effect would occur. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

Segment 1a of the proposed project would be constructed within the roadway median (as 
opposed to the separated Expo ROW for the majority of the Exposition Alignment). There are 
currently three proposed stations along Segment 1a of the proposed project alignment. 
Venice/Motor Station located on Venice Boulevard east of Motor Avenue would be at grade. 
The Venice/Sepulveda Station located on Venice Boulevard east of Sepulveda Boulevard and 
the Sepulveda/National Station located on Sepulveda Boulevard south of National Boulevard 
would be aerial. 
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Venice Boulevard is a heavily traveled street lined with commercial and residential uses. Venice 
Boulevard provides six lanes of traffic, separated by a median that is landscaped in some 
locations. Portions of Venice Boulevard along this alignment are up to 180 feet in width; 
however, the median is not of an adequate size to accommodate a LRT system. In order to 
accommodate the LRT system, some residential and commercial structures, left-turn pockets, 
and parking (on both sides of Venice Boulevard) would be removed. Sepulveda Boulevard does 
not have a median, and has a maximum width of 100 feet for this portion of the alignment. The 
portion of this segment that runs along Sepulveda Boulevard would remove existing buildings to 
accommodate the LRT system. 

The Sepulveda/National Station located on Sepulveda Boulevard south of National Boulevard 
would be aerial. The aerial would occur from the Venice/Sepulveda intersection within a grade-
separated guideway until Clover Avenue just south of National Boulevard; and would then return 
to grade and traverse the median in Sepulveda Boulevard to the Expo ROW at the 
Exposition/Sepulveda intersection. If the light-rail transit elements are to be constructed on an 
elevated level on Sepulveda Boulevard, it would require additional construction design 
guidelines to construct concrete structures to elevate the light-rail tracks above grade level. 

The grading, excavation, and construction activities could potentially result in the release of 
hazardous materials; however, compliance with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 
would ensure that proper precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken 
prior to any ground-disturbing activities. The Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply 
with the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and City of Culver City’s 
Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking place) and any 
additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 
for Business Emergency Plan. In addition, adherence to existing regulations would ensure 
compliance with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations 
(including, but not limited to, RCRA, California Hazardous Waste Control Law, and principles 
prescribed by the California Department of Health Services, Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention, and National Institutes of Health). Therefore, no adverse effect would occur. 

Segment 2: Sepulveda Cloverfield 

Segment 2 of the proposed project is within the existing Expo ROW. As previously discussed, 
the soil within the Expo ROW could be contaminated with lead arsenates and creosote-soaked 
railroad ties and could potentially result in the release of hazardous materials during removal of 
the old railroad tracks and construction of new light-rail tracks; however, because the majority of 
the Expo ROW is currently occupied by temporary leases consisting of light-industrial uses, the 
potential for lead arsenates contamination is considered low. There are currently three proposed 
stations along Segment 2 of the proposed project. The Expo/Sepulveda Station located on the 
Expo ROW east of Sepulveda Boulevard would be at grade. The Expo/Bundy Station located on 
the Expo ROW at Bundy Drive would be aerial. The aerial alignment would occur from the 
Expo/Bundy Station through Centinela Avenue which would have a grade-separated crossing. 
The Olympic/26th Street Station would be located on the Expo ROW west of 26th Street and 
would be at-grade. The grading, excavation, and construction activities could potentially result in 
the release of hazardous materials; however, compliance with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 
and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that proper precautions (assessment and remediation, if 
necessary) are taken prior to any ground-disturbing activities. The Expo Phase 2 project would 
be required to comply with the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and 
City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking 
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place) and any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 
1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. In addition, adherence to existing regulations 
would ensure compliance with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and local laws and 
regulations (including, but not limited to, RCRA, California Hazardous Waste Control Law, and 
principles prescribed by the California Department of Health Services, Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, and National Institutes of Health). Therefore, no adverse effect would 
occur. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

Segment 3 of the proposed project would be constructed within the roadway. There are 
currently two proposed stations along Segment 3 of the proposed project. The Olympic/17th 
Street Station located on 17th Street and Olympic Boulevard would be constructed at grade. The 
Santa Monica Terminus located on 4th Street and Colorado would be aerial. The grading, 
excavation, and construction activities could potentially result in the release of hazardous 
materials; however, compliance with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would 
ensure that proper precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to 
any ground-disturbing activities. The Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with the 
provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and City of Culver City’s Fire Code 
(as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking place) and any additional elements 
as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business 
Emergency Plan. In addition, adherence to existing regulations would ensure compliance with 
safety standards of applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations (including, but not 
limited to, RCRA, California Hazardous Waste Control Law, and principles prescribed by the 
California Department of Health Services, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and 
National Institutes of Health). Therefore, no adverse effect would occur. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

Segment 3a of the proposed project would be constructed within the roadway median. There 
are currently two proposed stations within Segment 3a of the proposed project. The 
Colorado/17th Street Station located between 16th Street and 17th Street and Colorado Avenue. 
Santa Monica Terminus would be located on Colorado Avenue west of 4th Street or on Colorado 
Avenue east of 4th street. Both stations in this segment would be at-grade. The grading, 
excavation, and construction activities could potentially result in the release of hazardous 
materials; however, compliance with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would 
ensure that proper precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to 
any ground-disturbing activities. The Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with the 
provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and City of Culver City’s Fire Code 
(as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking place) and any additional elements 
as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business 
Emergency Plan. In addition, adherence to existing regulations would ensure compliance with 
safety standards of applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations (including, but not 
limited to, RCRA, California Hazardous Waste Control Law, and principles prescribed by the 
California Department of Health Services, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and 
National Institutes of Health). Therefore, no adverse effect would occur. 
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Demolition Activities 

The demolition activities would require the removal of temporary or permanent structures and 
old remnants of old railroad tracks to make room for LRT system and traction power substations 
(TPSS) sites. Asbestos, a naturally occurring fibrous material, was used for years in many 
building materials for its fireproofing and insulating properties before such uses were banned by 
the EPA in the 1970s. In 1978, the federal government required the reduction of lead in house 
paint to less than 0.06 percent (600 parts per million). However, some paints manufactured after 
1978 for industrial uses or marine uses legally contain more than 0.06 percent lead. Due to its 
toxic properties, lead and asbestos are regulated as a hazardous material. 

If buildings proposed for demolition have been constructed prior to 1970 these buildings could 
contain asbestos and/or lead-based paints, and their demolition might require abatement prior 
to construction activities. Old buildings have the potential of containing asbestos materials and 
lead-based paints. With demolition activities, construction workers and nearby workers and/or 
residents could potentially be exposed to airborne lead-based paint dust, asbestos fibers, and/or 
other contaminants. Exposure to contaminated structures or soil could occur from any of the 
following: 

 Possible asbestos-containing materials and lead-based paints associated with the 
existing on-site structures, pipes, and/or debris 

 Creosote-soaked railroad ties 

 Unknown contaminants that have not previously been identified 

Implementation of the Expo Phase 2 project could result in the demolition of existing structures 
prior to the construction of new station buildings and light-rail tracks. Demolition of existing 
structures could result in exposure of construction personnel and the public to hazardous 
substances such as asbestos or lead-based paints. Removal of the existing railroad tracks will 
result in the disposal of creosote-soaked railroad ties. 

Federal and state regulations govern the renovation and demolition of structures where 
materials containing lead and asbestos are present. These requirements include South Coast 
Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) Rules and Regulations pertaining to asbestos 
abatement (including Rule 1403), Construction Safety Orders 1529 (pertaining to asbestos) and 
1532.1 (pertaining to lead) from Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations, Part 61, Subpart M 
of the Code of Federal Regulations (pertaining to asbestos), and lead exposure guidelines 
provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). Asbestos and 
lead abatement must be performed and monitored by contractors with appropriate certifications 
from the State Department of Health Services. In addition, Cal/OSHA has regulations 
concerning the use of hazardous materials, including requirements for safety training, 
availability of safety equipment, hazardous materials exposure warnings, and emergency action 
and fire prevention plan preparation. Cal/OSHA enforces the hazard communication program 
regulations, which include provisions for identifying and labeling hazardous materials, describing 
the hazards of chemicals, and documenting employee-training programs. Demolition activities 
must be conducted according to Cal/OSHA standards and SCAQMD. Construction workers and 
nearby workers and/or residents will be protected from potential exposure to airborne lead-
based paint dust, asbestos fibers, and/or other contaminants by preparing and implementing a 
Site Health and Safety Plan that meets OSHA requirements prior to commencement of work in 
any contaminated area. All creosote-soaked railroad ties will be handled as a treated wood 
waste (TWW) and disposed of at a landfill approved to accept TWW.

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The analysis below concentrates on impacts that are unique to each segment. 

Segment 1: Expo ROW 

There are 23 32 property acquisitions (full and partial) identified within this segment (these are 
identified and discussed in the Socioeconomic Technical Background Report). No additional 
property acquisitions would be required for implementation of the Sepulveda Boulevard grade 
separation design option. The demolition of buildings could be a source of lead and asbestos 
release which could be hazardous or potentially hazardous and would require asbestos and 
lead abatement. Therefore, if the buildings to be demolished contained lead and/or asbestos, 
the demolition activities must be performed and monitored by contractors with appropriate 
certifications from the State Department of Health Services, SCAQMD, and appropriate local 
agencies. Demolition of the Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with mitigation 
measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 as well as the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City 
of Santa Monica and City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where 
construction is taking place) and any additional elements as required in the California Health 
and Safety Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. Adherence to all 
applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations would ensure that risks resulting from 
hazardous materials or hazardous wastes associated with demolition activities would result in 
no adverse effect. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

Segment 1a would result in the full acquisition of 47 40 properties and 112 partial properties 
along Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard (these are identified and discussed in the 
Socioeconomic Technical Background Report). The demolition of buildings could be a source of 
lead and asbestos release which could be hazardous or potentially hazardous and would 
require asbestos and lead abatement. Therefore, if the buildings to be demolished contained 
lead and/or asbestos, the demolition activities must be performed and monitored by contractors 
with appropriate certifications from the State Department of Health Services, SCAQMD, and 
appropriate local agencies. Demolition of the Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply 
with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 as well as the provisions of the City of Los 
Angeles, City of Santa Monica, and City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the 
jurisdiction where construction is taking place) and any additional elements as required in the 
California Health and Safety Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. 
Adherence to all applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations would ensure that risks 
resulting from hazardous materials or hazardous wastes associated with demolition activities 
would result in no adverse effect. 

Segment 2: Sepulveda to Cloverfield 

There are 11 12property acquisitions (full and partial) identified within this segment (these are 
identified and discussed in the Socioeconomic Technical Background Report). No additional 
property acquisitions would be required for implementation of the Centinela Avenue grade 
separation. The demolition of buildings could be a source of lead and asbestos release which 
could be hazardous or potentially hazardous and would require asbestos and lead abatement. 
Therefore, if the buildings to be demolished contained lead and/or asbestos, the demolition 
activities must be performed and monitored by contractors with appropriate certifications from 
the State Department of Health Services, SCAQMD, and appropriate local agencies. Demolition 
of the Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 
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and MM HAZ-2 as well as the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and 
City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking 
place) and any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 
1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. Adherence to all applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations would ensure that risks resulting from hazardous materials or 
hazardous wastes associated with demolition activities would result in no adverse effect. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

There are 28 24 property acquisitions (full and partial) identified within this segment (these are 
identified and discussed in the Socioeconomic Technical Background Report). The demolition of 
buildings could be a source of lead and asbestos release which could be hazardous or 
potentially hazardous and would require asbestos and lead abatement. Therefore, if the 
buildings to be demolished contained lead and/or asbestos, the demolition activities must be 
performed and monitored by contractors with appropriate certifications from the State 
Department of Health Services, SCAQMD, and appropriate local agencies. Demolition of the 
Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and 
MM HAZ-2 as well as the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and City of 
Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking place) and 
any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 1 
Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. Adherence to all applicable federal, state, and local 
laws and regulations would ensure that risks resulting from hazardous materials or hazardous 
wastes associated with demolition activities would result in no adverse effect. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

There are 44 48 property acquisitions (full and partial) identified within this segment (these 
property takes are identified and discussed in the Socioeconomic Technical Background 
Report). The demolition of buildings could be a source of lead and asbestos release which could 
be hazardous or potentially hazardous and would require asbestos and lead abatement. 
Therefore, if the buildings to be demolished contained lead and/or asbestos, the demolition 
activities must be performed and monitored by contractors with appropriate certifications from 
the State Department of Health Services, SCAQMD, and appropriate local agencies. Demolition 
of the Expo Phase 2 project would be required to comply with mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 
and MM HAZ-2 as well as the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and 
City of Culver City’s Fire Code (as applicable to the jurisdiction where construction is taking 
place) and any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety Code Article 
1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan. Adherence to all applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations would ensure that risks resulting from hazardous materials or 
hazardous wastes associated with demolition activities would result in no adverse effect. 

Methane Gas 

In Southern California, municipal governments have been at the forefront of establishing design 
guidelines for development in areas or zones potentially impacted by methane gas. Los Angeles 
County and the City of Los Angeles have promulgated specific design standards related to 
building in methane zones. The Los Angeles Department of Building and Safety (LADBS) 
issued a comprehensive and proactive ordinance in California that deals with construction in 
methane gas zones (LADBS March 2004). For construction within in areas or zones potentially 
impacted by methane gas soil, gas testing must be conducted no sooner than 30 days after site 
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grading. The maximum methane concentration and pressure detected during the soil testing 
program are used to assign one of the five (Levels I to V) Site Design Level which has been 
established by LADBS. The design guidelines are either passive or active. Passive systems 
simply allow for the passive ventilation of subsurface gases to the atmosphere without 
mechanical means (such as fans) to drive the gases through the vent piping to the atmosphere. 
Active systems incorporate a fan or pump to extract or flush the gases from the subsurface to 
the atmosphere (Meredith & AssociatesCity of Los Angeles 2004). 

Figure 4-2(Methane Gas Zone Map) shows the two Methane Gas Zone or Methane Gas Buffer 
areas within the Expo Phase 2 study area. Some of the segments cross methane gas zones 
and are subject to additional design considerations, particularly if any of the light-rail transit 
elements would require subsurface excavation. The analysis below concentrates on impacts 
that are unique to each segment. 

Segment 1: Expo ROW 

As shown in Figure 4-2 (Methane Gas Zone Map), Segment 1 is not within a designated 
methane gas zone or methane buffer zone and would not be subject to additional design 
consideration. Therefore, no effect would occur. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

As shown in Figure 4-2 (Methane Gas Zone Map), there are two designated methane gas zones 
or methane buffer zones within Segment 1a, the first near Venice/Sepulveda near Venice 
Boulevard and Overland Avenue and the second near Sepulveda Boulevard north of the I-10 
freeway (Meredith & AssociatesCity of Los Angeles 2004). As discussed above, portions of 
Segment 1a that are located within the methane zone map would be subject to soil testing and 
additional design considerations, particularly at the station sites within this segment. Depending 
upon the LADBS Site Design Level, a passive or active system may be required to ventilate the 
subsurface gases into the atmosphere. These systems would ensure that no adverse affect 
would occur. 

Segment 2: Sepulveda to Cloverfield 

As shown in Figure 4-2 (Methane Gas Zone Map), Segment 2 is not within a designated 
methane gas zone or methane buffer zone and would not be subject to additional design 
consideration. Therefore, no effect would occur. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

As shown in Figure 4-2 (Methane Gas Zone Map), Segment 3 is not within a designated 
methane gas zone or methane buffer zone and would not be subject to additional design 
consideration. Therefore, no effect would occur. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

As shown in Figure 4-2 (Methane Gas Zone Map), Segment 3a is not within a designated 
methane gas zone or methane buffer zone and would not be subject to additional design 
consideration. Therefore, no effect would occur.

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Operational Activities 

From an operational perspective, the exposure of individuals within the study area to hazardous 
materials through upset or accident conditions could occur by improper handling or use of 
hazardous materials or hazardous wastes during operation of the proposed project and/or 
through a collision of an LRV with a vehicle or another LRV that contained hazardous materials. 
Due to the nature of the proposed project as passenger transit, no hazardous materials would 
be intentionally transported during the operation of the LRV along the corridor. The potential for 
an LRV to collide with another vehicle at a grade crossing that was transporting hazardous 
materials could occur. As discussed in the Safety and Security Technical Background Report, 
numerous regulations that ensure safety at at-grade rail crossings will be required. This will 
reduce the possibility of this impact to less than significant levels. 

During maintenance activities, the maintenance facility will have no diesel operated equipment 
onsite except for a back-up generator which will be operated for an average of a half an hour a 
week for upkeep purposes only. All solvents used in association with the maintenance activities 
will be water based, and if a painting booth is added to facility operations, the booth will be 
completely enclosed and filters used to prevent the emission of VOCs to the atmosphere. The 
proposed maintenance facility would store and maintain vehicles, which could result in the 
generation of hazardous wastewater. The Metro Fire/Life Safety Design Criteria would require 
that the drainage system for the Maintenance Facility include oil separators, grease and sand 
traps on all floor drainage systems which service maintenance and vehicle storage areas to 
provide for the extraction of oil, grease, sand and other substances that are harmful or 
hazardous to the structure or public drainage systems. Periodic maintenance checks and 
flushing shall be conducted on all drains, oil separators and grease traps to assure that they are 
clear of obstructions and perform their designed function. Any flammable liquids and greases 
shall be removed to an area approved for disposal, thereby reducing this impact. Additionally, 
the Metro Design Criteria would require that the wash facility be equipped with required waste 
water treatment facility. 

Federal, state, and local regulations govern the use, transportation, and storage of wastes 
identified as hazardous. Metro, as the agency that will operate the project, will comply with all of 
these regulations. Also, Metro, the agency that will operate the project, has policies and 
procedures governing the use of hazardous materials for grounds and landscape maintenance 
that comply with the safety procedures mandated by applicable federal, state, and local laws, 
thereby reducing the potential consequences of an accident during handling. 

Therefore, impacts related to reasonably foreseeable upset and accident conditions involving 
the release of hazardous materials during operation of the LRT Alternatives that would create a 
significant hazard to the public or the environment would cause no adverse effect. 

FEIR Design Options 

Development of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would involve the redesign of certain elements within the 
proposed alignment. The use of any cleaning or landscape maintenance products during the 
operation or maintenance of the design options would be conducted in accordance with the 
Metro Fire/Life Safety Design Criteria and/or Metro Design Criteria, as well as all safety 
procedures mandated by applicable federal, state, and local laws, thereby reducing the potential 
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consequences of an accident during handling, consistent with the LRT Alternatives. As such, no 
adverse effect would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

Less-Than-Significant Impact. There would be roadway and transit service improvements 
associated with the No-Build Alternative. The No-Build Alternative could create the potential for 
upset or accident conditions involving the release of hazardous or potentially hazardous 
materials such as aerially deposited lead, asbestos and lead based paint. The contractor will be 
required to implement all recommendations proposed in the required initial site assessment. 
Compliance with the safety procedures mandated by applicable federal, state, and local laws 
would reduce the potential consequences of an accident involving the release of hazardous 
materials. The No-Build Alternative would result in a less-than-significant impact. 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses and would not create potential for upset or accidents involving the 
release of hazardous materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative would 
result in a less-than-significant impact. 

The potential for upset or accident associated with hazardous materials are common to most 
development activities and operations. Implementation of the LRT Alternatives could create the 
potential for upset or accident conditions involving the release of hazardous materials during 
construction activities. Compliance with existing regulations and implementation of mitigation 
measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that this impact is reduced to less than 
significant. 

Criteria Would the project emit hazardous emissions or handle hazardous 
materials, substances, or waste within one-quarter mile of an existing or 
proposed school? 

Impact Haz-3 The proposed project would not emit hazardous emissions or handle 
acutely hazardous materials, substances, or waste within ¼ mile of an 
existing or proposed school. No adverse effect would occur and no 
mitigation is required. 

No -Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment in the 
Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. Compliance with federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations would minimize the risk associated with the exposure of schools to 
hazardous or potentially hazardous materials. The Metro fleet is already 90 percent clean air 
Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) vehicles, and thus, even if operational emissions increase, no 
hazardous emissions would result. No new stationary sources of hazardous materials would be 
proposed for the No-Build Alternative. Therefore, the No-Build Alternative would result in a no 
adverse effect. 
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Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses that would not emit or carry hazardous or acutely hazardous 
materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative would result in a no adverse 
effect related to the handling or emission of hazardous materials. 

LRT Alternatives 

Given the built-out conditions in the cities of Los Angeles, Santa Monica and Culver City there is 
a wide distribution of schools around the Expo Phase 2 corridor. Figure 4-3 (Schools and Day 
Care) shows the location of schools and preschool/daycare within 0.25 mile of the Expo 
Phase 2 project. The Expo Phase 2 corridor is served by the Los Angeles Unified School District 
(LAUSD), Santa Monica Unified School District (SMUSD), Culver City Unified School District 
(CCUSD), and private academic institutions. A map and list of all the preschool/daycare centers 
within the 0.5-mile buffer of the Expo Phase 2 corridor can be found in Appendix 2. Table 4-1 
(Summary of Schools within 0.25 Mile by Segment) summarizes the number of schools within 
0.25 mile of the proposed project by segment.

The following analysis is applicable to all segments. 

As described above in Impact Haz-1 operation of the LRT does not anticipate the use, transport, 
or storage of any hazardous or other materials that would result in the generation of hazardous 
waste. Operation and maintenance of future stations would consist mostly of typical household-
type cleaning products and would not emit hazardous emissions or handle hazardous materials 
within 0.25 mile of an existing school. 

New Roads High School is the located within ¼ mile of the Stewart Street Maintenance Facility. 
The operation of the maintenance facility for the LRT Alternative would involve storage of 
vehicles, maintenance and repair shops, interior vehicle cleaning, and exterior car washing that 
could result in the generation of hazardous wastes. As previously stated, the maintenance 
facility will have no diesel operated equipment onsite except for a back-up generator which will 
be operated for an average of a half an hour a week for upkeep purposes only. All solvents 
used in association with the maintenance activities will be water based, and if a paint booth is 
added to facility operations, the booth will be completely enclosed and filters used to prevent the 
emission of VOCs to the atmosphere. HoweverAdditionally, compliance with the safety 
procedures mandated by applicable federal, state, and local laws and would ensure that 
operation and maintenance of future maintenance facility would not emit hazardous emissions 
or handle hazardous materials to the New Roads High School. An increase in diesel emissions 
from truck deliveries to the maintenance facility could result during operations; however, it would 
be negligible as the only products delivered would be routine cleaning products. New Roads 
High School is also located within 0.25 mile of the Centinela Avenue grade separation. No new 
stationary sources of hazardous materials would be proposed as a result of the grade 
separation. Compliance with all applicable local, State, and federal laws, and regulations would 
regulate, control, or respond to hazardous waste, transport, disposal, or clean-up in order to 
ensure that hazardous materials do not pose a significant risk to nearby schools. 

In 1999, at the conclusion of the EMF RAPID Program, the NIEHS reported to the U.S. 
Congress that the overall scientific evidence for human health risk from EMF exposure is weak.

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An association between EMF exposure and all forms of childhood cancer have not been 
confirmed by scientific studies. At present, the scientific evidence suggesting that EMF 
exposures pose any health risk is weak (NIEHS 1999). There are no TPSS sites located within 
100 feet of any school sites. The overhead catenary system and TPSS could be the potential 
source of EMFs during the light-rail transit operations; however, because EMFs produced by 
LRT systems are relatively weak and TPSS are self-contained, the proposed project would not 
increase risk to human health associated with EMFs. 

All construction, demolition, and operation of the Expo Phase 2 project would be required to 
comply with the provisions of the City of Los Angeles, City of Santa Monica and City of Culver 
City’s Fire Code and any additional elements as required in the California Health and Safety 
Code Article 1 Chapter 6.95 for Business Emergency Plan.

Compliance with federal, state, and local 
laws and regulations minimize the risk associated with the exposure of schools to hazardous or 
potentially hazardous materials. Therefore, the LRT Alternatives would result in no adverse 
effect related to the handling or emission of hazardous materials. 

FEIR Design Options 

Development of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would involve the redesign of certain elements within the 
proposed alignment. None of the design options would place hazardous emitting uses, 
materials, substances, or waste within 0.25 miles of a school beyond those which were 
previously contemplated under the LRT Alternatives. Since the types of products that would be 
used with respect to the design options would be consistent, in terms of type and manner of 
use, with those discussed above for the LRT Alternatives, no adverse effect would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

Less-Than-Significant Impact. There would be roadway and transit service improvements 
associated with the No-Build Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the 
physical environment in the Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. 
Compliance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations would minimize the risk 
associated with the exposure of schools to hazardous or potentially hazardous materials. The 
Metro fleet is already 90 percent clean air CNG vehicles, and thus, even if operational 
emissions increase, no hazardous emissions would result. No new stationary sources of 
hazardous materials would be proposed for the No-Build Alternative. Therefore, the No-Build 
Alternative would result in a less-than-significant impact. 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses that would not emit or carry hazardous or acutely hazardous 
materials. As with the No-Build Alternative, the TSM Alternative would result in a less-than-
significant impact related to the handling or emission of hazardous materials. 
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Implementation of the LRT Alternatives would result no new stationary sources of hazardous 
materials. In addition, the Stewart Street Maintenance Facility would only handle routine 
cleaning products, landscaping materials, and some parts for LRV repair. Compliance with 
federal, state, and local laws and regulations minimize the risk associated with the exposure of 
schools to hazardous or potentially hazardous materials. Therefore, the LRT Alternatives would 
not result in hazardous air emissions within ¼ mile of an existing or proposed school, and would 
be considered less than significant. 

Criteria Would the project be located on a site which is included on a list of 
hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code 
Section 65962.5? 

Impact Haz 4 The proposed project would be located on sites that are included on a list 
of hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code 
Section 65962.5. With implementation of mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 
and MM HAZ-2, above, and compliance with all federal, state, and local laws 
and regulations, the impact would be reduced to no adverse effect. 

No -Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment in the 
Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. The portion of the I-405 Widening 
project within the Expo Phase 2 ROW contains no existing hazardous materials sites identified 
pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5. No effect would occur. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses and would not result in disturbance of any Section 65962.5 sites. As 
a result, no effect would occur. 

LRT Alternatives 

The EDR Report identifies the locations of known hazardous materials sites in the project 
corridor. Pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5,1 the ―CORTESE List‖ is a list of 
hazardous materials sites. The CORTESE database lists sites that are included in other 
databases including LUST, SWF/LF, and EnviroStor (DTSC recently replaced the ―CalSites‖ 
database with a new database of hazardous substance release sites, known as the ―EnviroStor‖ 
database). These lists and databases include, but are not limited to information about asbestos 
waste, underground storage tanks, photo processing chemicals, PCBs, unspecified solvent and 
organic mixture wastes, unspecified aqueous solution, metal sludge, other hazardous materials 
monitored by statute or regulation, known releases of hazardous substances, and locations 
where radioactive or other hazardous materials are stored or used. The potential exposure to 
such sites and sources of environmental contamination has been fully analyzed in

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Impact HAZ-2 with respect to construction-related activities that could affect existing hazardous 
materials sites, including those identified pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5. 
Table 2-2 (Summary of Environmental Cases and Spill Sites by Segment) shows a summary of 
the number of CORTESE sites by segment and Appendix 1 contains the detail of these sites. 

Subsurface soil and groundwater contamination from hazardous wastes may be encountered 
during proposed construction activities involving excavation activities. Hazardous waste 
contamination can result in potential clean-up liability issues but may also pose a serious human 
health threat to persons exposed to the contaminants during excavation. There are on-site 
active or inactive USTs included on the lists and databases, as well as locations where 
hazardous materials are stored and/or used.

ThereAccording to the EDR Report, there are 12 sites that are listed on the CORTESE 
database for Segment 1. These sites include gas stations, auto repair shops, and a car wash. 
Detail of these sites can be found in Appendix 1. As discussed previously the type of 
contaminants associated with these sites are petroleum, USTs, and other hazardous 
substances. The implementation of the project would be required by State and federal law to 
ensure that any hazardous waste encountered during construction, including areas designated 
under Government Code Section 65962.5, be reported and handled to the satisfaction of the 
appropriate regulatory agencies. 

If hazardous materials and petroleum products are identified and have impacted soil or 
groundwater, then remediation, cleanup, and evaluation of the risk would be assessed prior to 
reuse.

As discussed 
previously the type of contaminants associated with these sites are petroleum, USTs, and other 
hazardous substances. The implementation of the project would be required by State and 
federal law to ensure that any hazardous waste encountered during construction, including 
areas designated under Government Code Section 65962.5, be reported and handled to the 
satisfaction of the appropriate regulatory agencies. 

If hazardous materials and petroleum products are identified and have impacted soil or 
groundwater, then remediation, cleanup, and evaluation of the risk would be assessed prior to 
reuse.

These sites include gas stations, auto repair shops, auto dealerships, 
industrial companies such as Papermate and the asphalt batch plant, manufacturing 
companies, as well as others. Detail of these sites can be found in Appendix 1. As discussed 
previously the type of contaminants associated with these sites are petroleum, USTs, and other 
hazardous substances. The implementation of the project would be required by State and 
federal law to ensure that any hazardous waste encountered during construction, including 
areas designated under Government Code Section 65962.5, be reported and handled to the 
satisfaction of the appropriate regulatory agencies. 

If hazardous materials and petroleum products are identified and have impacted soil or 
groundwater, then remediation, cleanup, and evaluation of the risk would be assessed prior to 
reuse. In addition, Mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that proper 
precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to any ground-
disturbing activities. If contamination along any specific project routes were to exceed regulatory 
action levels, then remediation procedures would be undertaken prior to grading and 
development under the supervision of the County Environmental Health Division, Department of 
Toxic Substances Control, or Regional Water Quality Control Board (depending upon the nature 
of the identified contamination). Adherence to existing regulations would ensure compliance 
with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations (including, but 
not limited to, RCRA, the Hazardous Waste Control Law, and principles prescribed by the 
California Department of Health Services, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and 
National Institutes of Health). In summary, potential impacts associated with the proximity to a 
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Cortese List site would be reduced by complying with federal, state, and local laws and 
regulations governing hazardous materials use, disposal, and emergency response. As a result, 
there would be no adverse effect related to the LRT Alternatives being located on a hazardous 
materials site. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

ThereAccording to the EDR Report, there are 54 sites that are listed on the CORTESE 
database for Segment 3. These sites include gas stations, auto repair shops, auto dealerships, 
maintenance facilities, Gas Company, and others. Detail of these sites can be found in 
Appendix 1. As discussed previously the type of contaminants associated with these sites are 
petroleum, USTs, and/or other hazardous substances. The implementation of the project would 
be required by State and federal law to ensure that any hazardous waste encountered during 
construction, including areas designated under Government Code Section 65962.5, be reported 
and handled to the satisfaction of the appropriate regulatory agencies. 

If hazardous materials and petroleum products are identified and have impacted soil or 
groundwater, then remediation, cleanup, and evaluation of the risk would be assessed prior to 
reuse. In addition, Mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that proper 
precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to any ground-
disturbing activities. If contamination along any specific project routes were to exceed regulatory 
action levels, then remediation procedures would be undertaken prior to grading and 
development under the supervision of the County Environmental Health Division, DTSC, or 
RWQCB (depending upon the nature of the identified contamination). Adherence to existing 
regulations would ensure compliance with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations (including, but not limited to, RCRA, the Hazardous Waste Control 
Law, and principles prescribed by the California Department of Health Services, Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention, and National Institutes of Health). In summary, potential 
impacts associated with the proximity to a Cortese List site would be reduced by complying with 
federal, state, and local laws and regulations governing hazardous materials use, disposal, and 
emergency response. As a result, there would be no adverse effect related to the LRT 
Alternatives being located on a hazardous materials site. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

ThereAccording to the EDR Report, there are 56 sites that are listed on the CORTESE 
database for Segment 3a. These sites include gas stations, car repair shops, car wash, car 
dealerships, industrial and manufacturing business and others. Detail of these sites can be 
found in Appendix 1. As discussed previously the type of contaminants associated with these 
sites are petroleum, USTs, and/or other hazardous substance. The implementation of the 
project would be required by State and federal law to ensure that any hazardous waste 
encountered during construction, including areas designated under Government Code 
Section 65962.5, be reported and handled to the satisfaction of the appropriate regulatory 
agencies. 

If hazardous materials and petroleum products are identified and have impacted soil or 
groundwater, then remediation, cleanup, and evaluation of the risk would be assessed prior to 
reuse. In addition, Mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2 would ensure that proper 
precautions (assessment and remediation, if necessary) are taken prior to any ground-
disturbing activities. If contamination along any specific project routes were to exceed regulatory 
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action levels, then remediation procedures would be undertaken prior to grading and 
development under the supervision of the County Environmental Health Division, DTSC, or 
RWQCB (depending upon the nature of the identified contamination). Adherence to existing 
regulations would ensure compliance with safety standards of applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations (including, but not limited to, RCRA, the Hazardous Waste Control 
Law, and principles prescribed by the California Department of Health Services, Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention, and National Institutes of Health). In summary, potential 
impacts associated with the proximity to a Cortese List site would be reduced by complying with 
federal, state, and local laws and regulations governing hazardous materials use, disposal, and 
emergency response. As a result, there would be no adverse effect related to the LRT 
Alternatives being located on a hazardous materials site. 

FEIR Design Options 

Implementation of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would involve the redesign of certain elements within the 
proposed alignment. As the proposed design improvements would not substantially alter the 
configuration 2 of the project area, and with the implementation of mitigation measures MM 
HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2, no adverse effect would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

No Impact. There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-
Build Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment 
in the Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. The portion of the I-405 
Widening project within the Expo Phase 2 ROW contains no existing hazardous materials sites 
identified pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5. No impact would occur. 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses and would not result in disturbance of any Section 65962.5 sites. As 
a result, no impact would occur. 

Less-Than-Significant Impact. Implementation of the LRT Alternatives could result in 
construction-related impacts to existing hazardous materials sites, including those listed sites 
identified pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5. Compliance with existing laws and 
regulations, as well as implementation of mitigation measures MM HAZ-1 and MM HAZ-2, 
would ensure that this impact would be less than significant. 

Criteria Would the project be located within two miles of a public airport or public 
use airport where the project would result in a safety hazard for people 
residing or working in the project area? 

Impact Haz-5 The proposed project would be located within 2 miles of a public airport or 
public use airport; however, the project would not result in a safety hazard 
for people residing or working in the project area. No effect would occur 
and no mitigation is required. 
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No-Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. However, the only improvement that would change the physical environment in the 
Expo Phase 2 ROW would be the I-405 Widening project. The No-Build Alternative is not within 
the Airport Influence Area for the Santa Monica Airport; therefore, the No-Build Alternative 
would result in no effect related to safety hazards associated with the ongoing operation of a 
public airport. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) Alternative 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses, which would not result in a safety hazard at the Santa Monica 
Airport. Therefore, the TSM Alternative would result in no effect related to safety hazards 
associated with the ongoing operation of a public airport. 

The Santa Monica Municipal Airport is located on 3223 Donald Douglas Loop South in the City 
of Santa Monica. The closest distance the airport is to the Expo Phase 2 study area is within 
approximately 1.2 miles of Segment 2, between Bundy Drive and Walgreen Avenue. All of the 
LRT Alternatives share Segment 2. The airport is located south of Segment 2 between Bundy 
Drive and Walgreen Avenue. The airport on average, handles 400 to 500 operations a day, 
which includes 18,000 jets per year. 

The Santa Monica Municipal Airport is governed by the Santa Monica Airport Code and the Los 
Angeles Regional Planning Commission/Airport Land Use Commission’s Airport Land Use 
Compatibility (ALUC) guidelines. This document is intended to provide for reasonable, safe, and 
efficient use of the airport as a public transportation facility and as a base for aviation and 
aviation-related operations and to protect the municipal environment from the effects of aircraft 
noise. Potential land use development is to be judged to be compatible with the airport based on 
criteria set forth in the ALUC Procedural Policies contained in the Airport Land Use Compatibility 
document. Issues pertaining to noise can be found in Noise and Vibration Technical 
Background Report. According to the Santa Monica Municipal Airport Influence Area Map 
Figure 4-4 (Santa Monica Municipal Airport Influence Area Map), the No-Build Alternative, TSM 
Alternative, and the LRT Alternatives would not occur within the Airport Influence Area for the 
Santa Monica Airport, which is generally bounded by Ocean Park Boulevard, Barrington 
Avenue, Dewey Street, and 18th Street. Even if the proposed project did occur within the 
influence area, the proposed project would not require structures (e.g., high -rises) in the 
proximity of the airport airway that could conflict with airport operations. The Expo Phase 2 
project would not require high -rise structures in the proximity of the airport airway that might 
conflict with FAR Part 77 regulations. No effect related to aviation safety would occur as a 
result of the proposed project. 

FEIR Design Options 

Development of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would involve the redesign of certain elements within the 
proposed alignment. As the proposed design improvements would not extend the project area  
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Figure 4-4 Santa Monica Municipal Airport Influence Area Map 
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such that it would be within the Santa Monica Airport Influence Area, no effect as a result of 
implementation of the proposed design options would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

No Impact. Implementation of the No-Build Alternative, TSM Alternative, and the LRT 
Alternatives would not result in a safety hazard for people residing or working in the project area 
from a public airport or public use airport. Therefore, no impact would occur. 

Criteria Would the project physically interfere with an adopted emergency response 
or evacuation plan? 

Impact Haz-6 The proposed project would not physically interfere with an adopted 
emergency response or evacuation plan. No effect would occur and no 
mitigation is required. 

No -Build Alternative 

There would be roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build 
Alternative. The cities of Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica, as well as the County of 
Los Angeles, each has public safety elements and municipal code provisions that address 
emergency response and emergency evacuation procedures. The No-Build Alternative would 
comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing emergency 
access and evacuation. Therefore, a no adverse effect associated with emergency response 
and evacuation would occur. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses. Also, Tthe cities of Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica, as 
well as the County of Los Angeles, each have public safety elements and municipal code 
provisions that address emergency response and emergency evacuation procedures. The TSM 
Alternative would comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations 
governing emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, a no adverse effect associated with 
emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

LRT Alternatives 

Emergency response and emergency evacuation plans can be affected by temporary or 
permanent circulation changes, including road closures, lane reconfigurations, and other access 
changes associated with construction activities, or a change in circulation patterns that could 
occur if the LRT Alternatives were implemented. The Safety and Security Technical Background 
Report addresses interference with local circulation, emergency response times during 
operations and construction activities. 

Culver City, Los Angeles, Santa Monica, and the County of Los Angeles are working closely to 
plan for any emergency. The segments would fall under one or more of the three jurisdictions 
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and the County. The Emergency Services and Disaster Preparedness plan of each city 
addresses responses to emergencies. The respective cities have a partnership with the State of 
California's Office of Emergency Services, the Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department, and 
the Los Angeles County Fire Department to provide resources and assistance in the event of an 
emergency. Each city has a guiding document in the event of emergencies, which is continually 
updated. Transportation accidents can instantaneously produce mass casualties. The 
Emergency Plan of the cities provides an organizational and procedural framework for the 
management of emergency incidents, including evacuation procedures and coordination with 
outside agencies for the further protection and assistance. 

Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica have the option, under necessary circumstances, 
to request mutual aid from other jurisdictions, including nearby cities, counties, the California 
OES, and ultimately, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). The National 
Hazard Mitigation Plan (NHMP) directs the Emergency Services Director of each of the cities of 
Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica to modify the cities’ emergency response protocol 
and resources as necessary. Also, as required by law, the proposed project would provide 
adequate access for emergency vehicles during both construction and operational activities. 

During construction, the Police and Fire Departments of each of the cities would also be notified 
of any lane closures. Either one lane would remain open at all times or a detour plan would be 
implemented to ensure emergency vehicle access to the site and adjoining neighborhoods. 
During operation, although some roadways and access points would be reconfigured, all would 
comply with minimum widths and turnaround requirements to allow adequate access for 
emergency vehicles. 

Segment 1: Expo ROW 

Segment 1, which includes portions in Culver City and Los Angeles, is located within the Expo 
ROW and therefore would not affect emergency services to the area. Emergency vehicles 
would be able to reach all streets and communities without increasing response time. 
Construction activities could temporarily result in lane closures on adjacent roadways for 
infrastructure improvements and sidewalk construction. The Police and Fire Departments would 
be notified of lane closures during construction activities and one lane would remain open at all 
times to provide adequate emergency access to the site and surrounding neighborhoods. The 
Safety and Security Technical Background Report addresses vehicular accidents and 
interference with local circulation and addresses the possibility of reduced response times of 
emergency services. The proposed project would comply with applicable local, state, and 
federal laws and regulations governing emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, no 
adverse effects associated with emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

Segment 1a: Venice/Sepulveda 

Segment 1a, which includes portions in Culver City and Los Angeles, would follow local streets 
(prior to reconnecting with the Expo ROW). For approximately 3.5 miles of track from the 
Phase 1 terminus station to Exposition Boulevard and the existing Expo ROW, the alignment 
would travel along Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard. While Venice Boulevard has an 
existing median that would be modified to accommodate the LRVs, Sepulveda Boulevard is 
relatively narrow and congested and would require land acquisition by Expo for an adequate 
right-of-way. For this reason, some streets that connect to Sepulveda Boulevard may be closed 
and the demolition of these acquired lands could close roads during construction activities. 
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Construction activities could temporarily result in lane closures on adjacent roadways for 
infrastructure improvements and sidewalk construction. The Police and Fire Departments would 
be notified of lane closures during construction and one lane would remain open at all times to 
provide adequate emergency access to the site and surrounding neighborhoods. The Safety 
and Security Technical Background Report addresses vehicular accidents and interference with 
local circulation and addresses the possibility of reduced response times of emergency 
services. The proposed project would comply with applicable local, state, and federal laws and 
regulations governing emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, no adverse effects 
associated with emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

Segment 2: Sepulveda to Cloverfield 

The proposed LRT service in Segment 2 would be located within the Expo ROW and, therefore, 
would not affect emergency services to the area including with development of the Centinela 
Boulevard grade separation. Emergency vehicles would be able to reach all streets and 
communities without increasing response times. Construction activities could temporarily result 
in lane closures on adjacent roadways for infrastructure improvements and sidewalk 
construction. The Police and Fire Departments would be notified of lane closures during 
construction activities and one lane would remain open at all times to provide adequate 
emergency access to the site and surrounding neighborhoods. The Safety and Security 
Technical Background Report addresses vehicular accidents and interference with local 
circulation and addresses the possibility of reduced response times of emergency services. The 
proposed project would comply with applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations 
governing emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, no adverse effects associated with 
emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

Segment 3: Olympic 

The proposed LRT service in Segment 3 would be located in the median of local streets and 
could, therefore, have the potential to interfere with circulation and potentially delay response 
times by emergency response vehicles. Construction activities could temporarily result in lane 
closures on adjacent roadways for infrastructure improvements and sidewalk construction. The 
Police and Fire Departments would be notified of lane closures during construction and one lane 
would remain open at all times to provide adequate emergency access to the site and 
surrounding neighborhoods. The Safety and Security Technical Background Report addresses 
vehicular accidents and interference with local circulation and addresses the possibility of 
reduced response times of emergency services. The proposed project would comply with 
applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing emergency access and 
evacuation. Therefore, no adverse effects associated with emergency response and 
evacuation would occur. 

Segment 3a: Colorado 

The proposed LRT service in Segment 3a would be located in the median of local streets and 
could, therefore, have the potential to interfere with circulation and potentially delay response 
times by emergency response vehicles. Construction activities could temporarily result in lane 
closures on adjacent roadways for infrastructure improvements and sidewalk construction. The 
Police and Fire Departments would be notified of lane closures during construction activities and 
one lane would remain open at all times to provide adequate emergency access to the site and 
surrounding neighborhoods. The Safety and Security Technical Background Report addresses 
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vehicular accidents and interference with local circulation and addresses the possibility of 
reduced response times of emergency services. The proposed project would comply with 
applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing emergency access and 
evacuation. Therefore, no adverse effects associated with emergency response and 
evacuation would occur. 

FEIR Design Options 

Development of the Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th 
Parallel Platform and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood 
Station No Parking design options would involve the redesign of certain elements within the 
proposed alignment. As the proposed design improvements would not result in any modification 
which would interfere with local circulation and emergency response times during operational 
and construction activities, as with the LRT Alternatives, and because the proposed project 
would comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing 
emergency access and evacuation, no additional impact would be anticipated with 
implementation of the proposed design options. Further, the introduction of a grade separation 
at Sepulveda Boulevard would further ensure that potential impacts to emergency response or 
evacuation plans are minimized. No adverse effect would occur, consistent with the LRT 
Alternatives. 

CEQA Determination 

Less-Than-Significant Impact. There would be roadway and transit service improvements 
associated with the No-Build Alternative. The cities of Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa 
Monica, as well as the County of Los Angeles, each has public safety elements and municipal 
code provisions that address emergency response and emergency evacuation procedures. The 
No-Build Alternative would comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and 
regulations governing emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, a less-than-significant 
impact associated with emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

The TSM Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and 
new on-street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses. The cities of Culver City, Los Angeles, and Santa Monica, as well 
as the County of Los Angeles, each have public safety elements and municipal code provisions 
that address emergency response and emergency evacuation procedures. The TSM Alternative 
would comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing 
emergency access and evacuation. Therefore, a less-than-significant impact associated with 
emergency response and evacuation would occur. 

Implementation of the LRT Alternatives would include circulation changes that would need to be 
integrated into the Emergency Services and Disaster Preparedness Plan of each of the cities as 
well as the County. Therefore, the LRT Alternatives would not physically interfere with an 
adopted emergency response or evacuation plan. This impact would be less than significant. 
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Criteria Would the project expose people or structure to a significant risk of loss, 
injury or death involving wildland fires, including where wildlands are 
adjacent to urbanized areas or where residences are intermixed with 
wildlands? 

Impact HAZ-7  The proposed project would not expose people or structures to a 
significant risk of loss, injury, or death involving wildland fires, including 
where wildlands are adjacent to urbanized areas or where residences are 
intermixed with wildlands. No effect would occur, and no mitigation is 
required. 

No -Build Alternative 

The study area is fully developed and does not contain any known wildlands. There would be 
roadway and transit service improvements associated with the No-Build Alternative. The study 
area is fully developed (i.e., urban) and does not contain any known wildlands. Therefore, the 
No-Build Alternative would not result in any impacts associated with wildland fires, and no 
effect would occur. 

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) 

The study area is fully developed and does not contain any known wildlands. The TSM 
Alternative would include all of the improvements under the No-Build Alternative and new on-
street bus services to directly serve the Expo Phase 2 community transit needs. Those 
additional improvements would include minor physical modifications such as upgraded bus 
stops and additional buses. As with the No-Build Alternative, the study area is fully developed 
(i.e., urban), and no effect would occur. 

LRT Alternatives 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. The study area is fully 
developed and does not contain any known wildlands. As a result, the LRT Alternatives would 
not expose people or structure to a significant risk of loss injury or death involving wildland fires, 
including where wildlands are adjacent to urbanized areas or where residences are intermixed 
with wildlands. Therefore, the LRT Alternatives would have no effect related to wildland fire 
hazards. 

FEIR Design Options 

The Sepulveda Grade Separation, Colorado Parking Retention, Colorado/4th Parallel Platform 
and South Side Parking, Maintenance Facility Buffer, or Expo/Westwood Station No Parking 
design options would occur within a fully developed, urban area and does not contain any 
known wildlands. As such, no effect as a result of implementation of the proposed design 
options would occur. 

CEQA Determination 

No Impact. Since there are no known wildlands in or adjacent to the study area, Implementation 
of the No-Build Alternative, TSM Alternative, and the LRT Alternatives would not expose people 
or structures to a significant risk of loss, injury, or death involving wildland fires, including where 
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wildlands are adjacent to urbanized areas or where residences are intermixed with wildlands. 
Therefore, no impact would occur. 

4.4 Cumulative Impacts 

Risks associated with hazardous materials impacts are generally localized and site specific, 
except for impacts resulting from transportation of hazardous materials and air emissions. 
Therefore, this cumulative impact analysis considers construction and operation of the Expo 
Phase 2 project in conjunction with the other development in the City of Los Angeles, City of 
Santa Monica and the City of Culver City as well as projects in neighboring jurisdictions to 
provide a geographic context that is both site specific and relates to projects that could 
cumulatively contribute to a hazardous materials upset or accidents. As no potential adverse 
impacts were identified for the No Build and TSM alternatives, those alternatives would not 
contribute to possible cumulative hazardous materials impacts. 

Criteria Would the project routinely expose the public or the environment to 
hazardous materials? 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. Although existing, 
proposed, and reasonably foreseeable development could have potentially unique hazardous 
materials considerations, future growth would comply with the range of federal, state, and local 
statutes and regulations applicable to hazardous materials, and would be subject to existing and 
future programs of enforcement by the appropriate regulatory agencies, similar to the LRT 
Alternatives. Thus, each project would be regulated such that the contribution of each project to 
cumulative hazardous material impacts would be less than cumulatively considerable. Also, 
because the proposed project would not be expected to transport, use or store hazardous or 
other materials to generate hazardous wastes, in conjunction with other foreseeable 
development, there would be no adverse effects resulting from the routine use, transport, and 
disposal of hazardous materials. 

Related development in the surrounding area could subject construction workers to health or 
safety risks through exposure to hazardous materials, although the individual workers potentially 
affected would vary from project to project. Projects, including the LRT Alternatives, would be 
required to comply with applicable federal, state, and local regulations. Adherence to applicable 
regulations and guidelines pertaining to hazardous materials would ensure that cumulative 
impacts from construction activities would result in no effect. 

Criteria Would the project create the potential for upset or accident conditions 
involving the release of hazardous materials? 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. Although existing, 
proposed, and reasonably foreseeable development could have potentially unique hazardous 
materials considerations, future construction would comply with the range of federal, state, and 
local statutes and regulations applicable to hazardous materials, and would be subject to 
existing and future programs of enforcement by the appropriate regulatory agencies. It is 
possible that a number of the related projects and other future development in the City of Los 
Angeles, the City of Santa Monica, and the City of Culver City could expose residents and 
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construction workers to potential upsets or accident conditions involving the release of 
hazardous materials. It is anticipated that future projects would adhere to the applicable federal, 
State, and local laws and regulations that govern handling, storage, disposal, emergency 
response, and cleanup of contaminants. Additionally, site-specific investigations would be 
conducted to minimize the exposure of workers to hazardous substances. As a result, the 
cumulative potential for upset or accident conditions involving the release of hazardous 
materials would result in no adverse effect. 

Related development in the surrounding area could subject construction workers to health or 
safety risks from accidental releases of hazardous materials, although the individual workers 
potentially affected would vary from project to project. Furthermore, the likelihood of other 
projects under construction near the construction sites for the LRT Alternatives having 
concurrent accidental releases to create a cumulative health risk is highly unlikely. Thus, the 
very low cumulative risk of accidental releases of hazardous materials combined with the 
existing regulations in place to prevent and respond, if necessary, result in no effect with 
respect to upsets or accidental conditions during the construction period. 

Criteria Would the project emit hazardous emissions or handle hazardous 
materials, substances, or waste within one-quarter mile of an existing or 
proposed school? 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. Future development in 
the South Coast Air Basin may involve hazardous emissions or the handling of acutely 
hazardous materials, substances, or wastes within 0.25 mile of an existing or proposed school. 
Future development must, however, comply with applicable laws and regulations pertaining to 
hazardous wastes, and risks associated with hazardous materials to existing or proposed 
schools located within 0.25 mile of future development. These regulations covering proper 
handling, disposal practices, and/or clean-up procedures would reduce the contribution of 
individual projects, including that from the LRT Alternatives, to less than cumulatively 
considerable, and thus there would be no adverse effect. 

Criteria Would the project be located on a site which is included on a list of 
hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code 
Section 65962.5? 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. Existing, proposed, and 
reasonable foreseeable development located on a site which is included on a list of hazardous 
materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5 would be subject to 
applicable local, state, and federal regulations, similar to the LRT Alternatives. These 
regulations would involve remediation and clean-up of hazardous materials sites such that risks 
to future occupants and visitors would be acceptable. As a result, the cumulative risk from the 
LRT Alternatives and foreseeable development would be reduced with respect to health 
exposures from Cortese listed hazardous materials sites, and there would be no effect. 
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Criteria Would the project physically interfere with an adopted emergency response 
or evacuation plan? 

The following analysis applies to all segments of the LRT Alternatives. Construction and 
operation associated with the related projects and other future development in the City of Culver 
City, the City of Los Angeles, and the City of Santa Monica and surrounding area would not 
interfere with adopted emergency response or evacuation plans. The cities of Culver City, Los 
Angeles, and Santa Monica, as well as the County of Los Angeles, each has public safety 
elements and municipal code provisions that address emergency response and emergency 
evacuation procedures. Future development and the LRT Alternatives would comply with 
applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations governing emergency access and 
evacuation. See further discussions in the Transportation/Traffic Technical Background Report 
and the Safety and Security Technical Background Report. As a result, cumulative development 
would be expected to have no adverse effect on emergency response or evacuation plans.
