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MANAGEMENT SUMMARY

EDAW, Inc. (EDAW) was retained by the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority to conduct
a historic resources inventory and evaluation for the Exposition Corridor Transit Project Phase 2.
This project involves reintroducing a high occupancy transit system along an existing railroad
right-of-way (ROW), with potential alternatives. Because this is a publicly funded project,
Exposition Corridor Transit Project Phase 2 must include consideration of potential effects to
historic properties per Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA), and potential
impacts to historical resources per the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Under the
authority of the Federal Transit Administration, the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority
and its consultants are overseeing Section 106 and CEQA compliance for the project alternatives.
At the time this report was prepared, it was assumed that the environmental document would be a
joint NEPA/CEQA document.

The purpose of this investigation is to determine whether historic resources that may be affected by
the project are potentially eligible for the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) and/or the
California Register of Historical Resources (CRHR). This task included determining the project
Area of Potential Effects (APE) and the survey and evaluation methodology in consultation with
the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO), conducted by Jennifer Hirsch, M.S., in 2007 (in
Memo to SHPO dated November 29, 2007). The investigation began with a records search
conducted at the South Central Coastal Information Center in Fullerton, California, in July 2007 to
identify previously recorded historic resources located within a 0.5-mile radius of the project. An
initial reconnaissance survey of the APE was conducted in January 2008 to identify historic
resources that would require more intensive evaluation. The reconnaissance survey resulted in 26
historic resources identified for further evaluation, and SHPO concurred with the findings in July
2008. The identified historic resources were then individually evaluated for eligibility as historic
properties under NHPA and as historical resources under CEQA based on NRHP and CRHR
criteria. The results of the intensive survey and evaluation are the subject of this report.

The APE extends east to west from Culver City, through the City of Los Angeles, to Santa Monica
in Los Angeles County. The APE encompasses the project’s five segment alternatives: Segment 1
(Expo ROW), Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda), Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield), Segment 3
(Olympic), and Segment 3a (Colorado); with the preferred alternative following an existing ROW.

These five segments combine into four possible Light Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives:

e LRT Alternative 1: Expo ROW-Olympic Boulevard

e LRT Alternative 2: Expo ROW-Colorado Avenue

e LRT Alternative 3: Venice/Sepulveda-Olympic Boulevard, and

e LRT Alternative 4: Venice/Sepulveda-Colorado Avenue

Archival research of historic maps, building permits, and Building Assessor’s records was
conducted to assess the significance of the historic resources. The Sears Roebuck and Company
Building, located at 302 Colorado Avenue in Santa Monica, and the Ivy Substation, located at
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9070 Venice Boulevard in Culver City, were previously designated resources located in the APE
and included in the survey. Fieldwork was conducted in June 2008 to observe, evaluate, and
record the 26 total historic resources. Of the 26 historic resources, seven are recommended
eligible for inclusion in the NRHP and CRHR: Ivy Substation at 9015 Venice Boulevard
(previously designated), Los Angeles; Westdale Savings and Loan at 2920 S. Sepulveda
Boulevard, Los Angeles; Neoclassical-style apartment building at 9813 Venice Boulevard, Los
Angeles; Culver City Masonic Lodge, No. 467 at 9645 Venice Boulevard, Los Angeles; Citizens
State Bank at 10341 Venice Boulevard, Los Angeles; Sears Roebuck and Company Building at
302 Colorado Avenue (previously locally designated), Santa Monica; and Dr. Nathaniel Huns
House at 516 Colorado Avenue (previously locally designated), Santa Monica.
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INTRODUCTION

This report includes an evaluation of historic resources for the Exposition Corridor Transit Project
Phase 2. The project involves reintroducing a high occupancy transit system along an existing
railroad right-of-way (ROW), with potential alternative routes, in Los Angeles County (Figure 1).
The project area extends east to west from Culver City (the intersection of Washington Boulevard
and Venice Boulevard), through the City of Los Angeles, to Santa Monica (the intersection of
Colorado Boulevard and 4th Street), for a distance between 6.6 and 7.5 miles. The project has five
segment alternatives: Segment 1 (Expo ROW); Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda); Segment 2
(Sepulveda to Cloverfield); Segment 3 (Olympic); and Segment 3a (Colorado).

These five segments combine into four possible Light Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives:

LRT Alternative 1: Expo ROW-Olympic Boulevard

LRT Alternative 2: Expo ROW-Colorado Avenue

LRT Alternative 3: Venice/Sepulveda-Olympic Boulevard
LRT Alternative 4: Venice/Sepulveda-Colorado Avenue

Because it is publicly funded, the project must include consideration of potential effects to historic
properties per Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) and its implementing
regulations, 36 CFR 800, and potential impacts to historical resources per the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The purpose of this investigation is to determine whether
historic resources that may be affected by the project are potentially eligible for the National
Register of Historic Places (NRHP) and/or the California Register of Historical Resources
(CRHR).

The Area of Potential Effects (APE) and survey and evaluation methodology were determined in
consultation with the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) in December 2007. The APE
encompasses the project alternatives’ footprints, the immediately adjacent tier of parcels, and
ancillary areas where potential parking, staging, and electrical substation activities would occur.
The reintroduction of a transit system along the existing ROW that was aligned in 1875 and in use
until 1993 would not have a direct impact to the setting or materials of any built historic resources;
thus, adjacent parcels along the ROW at grade were not included in the APE. However, the
installation of aerial structures and other facilities has the potential to impact the setting and
materials of historic resources, so parcels adjacent to these proposed installations were included in
the APE. Many sections of the APE have had extensive alterations and do not exhibit historic
resources in their original forms or functions. The segment corridors are generally characterized
by a combination of residential, commercial, and light industrial uses.

The investigation began with a records search conducted at the South Central Coastal Information
Center in Fullerton, California, to identify previously recorded historic resources located within a
0.5-mile radius of the project. Review of Building Assessor’s records generated a list of buildings
within the APE that were built before 1965. The 1965 qualification was determined to cover
resources that would achieve 50 years of age or older by the anticipated completion of the project

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by 2015. An initial reconnaissance survey of these buildings was conducted to narrow down the
historic resources that would require more intensive evaluation. Twenty-six historic resources
were identified within the APE (Figure 2) and then individually evaluated for eligibility as historic
properties under NHPA and as historical resources under CEQA based on NRHP and CRHR
criteria. More detailed maps of the evaluated resources are located in Appendix A. Architectural
survey and additional historical research were conducted to assess the significance of the historic
resources. The evaluation in this report investigated 26 historic resources, including two railroad
overpass bridges (Table 1). The buildings represented diverse architectural styles and building
types. Architectural styles were determined using A Field Guide to American Houses (McAlester
1984). Of the 26 historic resources, two were locally designated (Ivy Substation, 9015 Venice
Boulevard, and Sears Roebuck and Company Building, 302 Colorado Avenue).

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed project would involve the implementation of new or upgraded corridor transit
solutions within a western portion of Los Angeles County in the cities of Los Angeles, Culver
City, and Santa Monica. Three alternatives are analyzed. The alternatives include No Build,
Transportation System Management (TSM), and Light Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives (see
below). The LRT Alternatives includes two optional alignments on the east end connecting to the
Phase I terminus station and two options on the west end connecting to the Santa Monica Terminus
Station at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue. A brief description of these alternatives and the
alignment options is provided below.

No Build Alternative

The No Build Alternative includes only Metro service features that currently exist or have been
explicitly committed for project buildout in the year 2030. As such, the No Build Alternative
includes existing fixed guideway Metrorail and Metro Liner bus rapid transit (BRT) systems
currently under operation, the full implementation of the Metro Rapid Bus program, represented as
28 routes across Los Angeles County, and planned peak-only rapid bus lanes along Wilshire
Boulevard between Western Avenue and Bundy Drive. The rest of the bus network is based on
June 2007 service patterns for Metro, Los Angeles Department of Transportation, Culver City, and
Santa Monica Big Blue Bus, as well as committed enhancements to those services anticipated by
2030. Based on direction from Metro, their bus fleet will be assumed to include a mix of
articulated and higher-capacity 45-foot buses by 2030.

Transportation System Management (TSM) Alternative

The TSM Alternative seeks to address the corridor transit needs without major capital investments
and includes the improvements outlined in the No Build Alternative. The TSM Alternative
includes three basic components: (1) addition of a rapid bus route connecting downtown Culver
City with downtown Santa Monica; (2) associated service improvements on selected north-south
routes to feed stations along the new rapid bus route; and (3) service improvements on selected
routes, connecting Westside communities to the Phase 1 Terminus.

Light Rail Transit (LRT) Alternatives

LRT is defined as a metropolitan electric railway system characterized by its ability to operate
single cars or short trains along exclusive ROWs at ground level, on aerial structures, in subways,
or, occasionally, in streets, and to board and discharge passengers at track or car-floor level. Light
rail vehicles are driven electrically with power drawn from an overhead electric line. LRT
provides a cleaner, more energy-efficient form of transportation than automobiles and is quieter
than conventional rail systems.

The LRT Alignment would extend from the current Phase I terminus station at Venice/Robertson
to a terminus station in Santa Monica at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue. As noted above, there
are two alignment options on the eastern end of the corridor connecting to the Phase I Terminus

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Station at Venice/Robertson; a common middle segment between Sepulveda Boulevard and
Cloverfield Boulevard; and two alignment options from Cloverfield Boulevard to the proposed
terminus station at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue as shown in Figure 2.

PROJECT LOCATION

Geographic Segments

The proposed project traverses several jurisdictions in western Los Angeles County, including the
cities of Los Angeles, Culver City, and Santa Monica, and spans distinct communities within each
jurisdiction. In order to account for these differences, the proposed project is described and
examined at two different scales to identify potential impacts, e.g., Westside of Los Angeles
County and geographic segments with special consideration of proposed station areas.

For purposes of this discussion, both of the alignment options have been divided into geographic
segments for ease of analysis (see Figure 2). For the area between the Phase 1 terminus and the
Exposition/Sepulveda intersection, there are two alternative alignments: Segment 1 (Expo ROW)
and Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda). Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) is common to both
LRT Alternatives. For the area between the Cloverfield/Olympic intersection and a terminus in
Santa Monica, there are also two alternative alignments: Segment 3 (Olympic) and Segment 3a
(Colorado). Thus, the segments are:

o Segment 1 (Expo ROW) — Runs from the Expo Phase 1 terminus station in Culver City,
following the ROW to the Exposition/Sepulveda intersection.

o Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda) — Runs from the Expo Phase 1 terminus station in Culver
City, west through the median in Venice Boulevard to the Venice/Sepulveda intersection.
The alignment would become aerial at the intersection and continue aerial along Sepulveda
Boulevard until the intersection of Charnock Road and Sepulveda Boulevard. The
alignment would come down to grade at Charnock Road for a short stretch, and then
become aerial again until north of National Boulevard, where it would return to grade to
travel through the median in Sepulveda Boulevard and rejoin the ROW at the
Exposition/Sepulveda intersection.

o  Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) — Runs from the Exposition/Sepulveda intersection,
following the ROW through to Cloverfield Boulevard and Olympic Boulevard.

o Segment 3 (Olympic) — Runs from the Cloverfield/Olympic intersection, following the
median in Olympic Boulevard to the terminus at 4th Street and Colorado Avenue in Santa
Monica.

o Segment 3a (Colorado) — Running from just west of Cloverfield Boulevard, the LRT
alignment would continue in the ROW from 22nd Street to west of 19th Street; the
alignment would then diverge from the ROW and enter onto Colorado Avenue east of 17th
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Street and continue along the center of Colorado Avenue to the terminus between 4th
Street and Main Street in Santa Monica.

Four different combinations of these segments make up the four LRT Alternatives:

e LRT Alternative 1: Expo ROW-Olympic Alternative (LRT 1: Expo ROW-Olympic
Alternative) would utilize approximately 5 miles of the existing Exposition ROW from the
Expo Phase 1 Terminus until reaching the intersection with Olympic Boulevard in Santa
Monica. From that point, the alignment would follow Olympic Boulevard to the proposed
terminus station (Segments 1, 2, and 3).

e LRT Alternative 2: Expo ROW-Colorado Alternative (LRT 2: Expo ROW-Colorado
Alternative) would also utilize the existing Exposition ROW from the Expo Phase 1
Terminus until reaching the intersection with Olympic Boulevard in Santa Monica. From
that point, the alignment would continue within the Exposition ROW to west of 19th
Street, then diverge from the ROW and enter onto Colorado Avenue east of 17th Street and
follow the center of Colorado Avenue to the proposed terminus (Segments 1, 2, and 3a).

o LRT Alternative 3:  Venice/Sepulveda—Olympic Alternative (LRT 3:  Venice/
Sepulveda-Olympic Alternative) would divert from the Exposition ROW at the Expo
Phase 1 Terminus and follow Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard until reaching
the intersection with the Exposition ROW. The alignment would then continue westward
along the Exposition ROW and Olympic Boulevard identical to the LRT 1: ROW-Olympic
Alternative (Segments la, 2, and 3).

e LRT Alternative 4:  Venice/Sepulveda—Colorado Alternative (LRT 4: Venice/
Sepulveda-Colorado Alternative) would divert from the Exposition ROW at the Expo
Phase 1 Terminus and follow Venice Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard until reaching
the intersection with the Exposition ROW. The alignment would then continue westward
along the Exposition (Segments la, 2, and 3a).

Stations

Table 2 provides a description of the location of each station within the various segments,
including the approximate location and whether the proposed station would be at grade or aerial in
design.

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Maintenance Facilities

A maintenance facility would also be constructed along the alignment corridor. The maintenance
facility would store between 25-anrd-30approximately 43 to 45 vehicles during midday and in the
evening. The facility would be equipped to provide vehicle cleaning, maintenance, wheel truing
facilities, and light repairs. Additionally, the maintenance facility would include crew quarters
and would be staffed 24 hours per day.

Traction Power Substations

Traction Power Substations (TPSS) are electrical substations that redistribute the electrical current
needed to power the LRT. A TPSS is typically a prefabricated structure approximately 15 feet
wide by 43 feet long by 16 feet high. The TPSS site would also include space for utility power
equipment, manholes, pull box, ground grid, perimeter fencing, and vehicle access. The entire
TPSS site would be on the order of 80 feet by 45 feet.

PROJECT PERSONNEL

This report builds upon previous fieldwork, research, and SHPO consultation conducted by
Jennifer Hirsch, M.S. in 2007. Historical research for this report was conducted by M.K. Meiser,
M.A.; Candace Ehringer, M.A., R.P.A.; Sara Dietler, M.A., R.P.A.; and Monica Strauss, M.A.,
R.P.A. Ms. Meiser is the author of the report, with contributions from Candace Ehringer, M.A.,
R.P.A. Fieldwork for the evaluation of 26 historic resources was conducted on June 5, 2008. Ms.
Meiser conducted the historical evaluations and prepared the Department of Parks and Recreation
523 (DPR 523) forms for the buildings and structures. Senior review was provided by Rebecca
Apple, M.A. Technical editing was accomplished by Therese Tempereau. Dan Brady provided
graphics support and Nick Janssen and Justin Sorensen provided geographic information system
(GIS) expertise. Resumes of key personnel are provided in Appendix B.
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PROJECT SETTING

PHYSICAL SETTING

The project is located within the Los Angeles basin, south of the Santa Monica Mountains. The
project extends from just east of the Pacific Ocean in Santa Monica to approximately 7 miles
inland. Historically, much of the project area was covered by wetlands and marshes that formed in
conjunction with the numerous streams and springs that historically flowed into the Los Angeles
River. Other parts of the project area farther to the east were likely part of vast prairies that once
covered a large part of the Los Angeles Basin (Gumprecht 1999).

The segments of the project along Venice Boulevard, Sepulveda Boulevard, Colorado Avenue,
and Olympic Boulevard are heavily developed, with a mix of residential, industrial, and retail
buildings. The existing railroad ROW itself is relatively undeveloped, although some portions
have been paved over with asphalt. Other sections have been landscaped and contain nonnative
grasses, or are bare stretches of earth with little vegetation.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND INTRODUCTION

The following historical overview is presented to provide a basis on which to evaluate the
significance of the historic resources identified in this study. The focus of the current study is on
the Exposition Boulevard, Colorado Avenue, Venice Boulevard, and Sepulveda Boulevard
corridors that extend through three adjoining cities in Los Angeles County: Santa Monica, Los
Angeles, and Culver City. The historical overview includes information about the early
development of this area, from Spanish colonization, to Mexican rancho culture, to American
industrialization. The period after the arrival of railroads in the 1870s is particularly significant to
the early development of the project area. Following the historical overview is a more specific
discussion of the historical development of the project area.

HISTORICAL OVERVIEW
The Mission Period

When the Spanish first came through the proposed project area, the local Native Americans (later
called the Gabrielino Indians after the Mission San Gabriel) were settled in villages throughout the
territory. Gaspar de Portola’s expedition traveled through the area in 1769 on its way from San
Diego to Monterey. Portola was commissioned to build presidios and missions in both places as
part of Spain’s strategy of colonizing through military outposts and Franciscan missions. The
series of presidios and missions were created to secure remote Alta California under Spanish
authority. By subjugating the native Gabrielino Indians into labor and baptizing them, the mission
padres were able to amass wealth and control over local trade, as well as to cultivate lands and
raise cattle.
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The Mission of San Gabriel Archangel, established in 1771, had an immediate effect on the Los
Angeles area. Within 10 years, the mission baptized 776 Gabrielino Indians, and by 1821, nearly
7,000 had been baptized (Scott 2004:20). The total number of neophytes in California peaked at
21,000 in 1821. By 1831, approximately 8,000 Gabrielino Indians had been baptized (Phillips
1996). Mission San Gabriel was among the most prosperous missions in Alta California, with
105,000 oxen, 20,000 horses, 40,000 sheep, 31,600 bushels of grain, and 500 barrels of wine and
brandy (Sugranes 1909:75). The mission’s prohibition of practicing traditional customs
diminished native culture with far-reaching effects. Trade disruption and the introduction of alien
species created an unsustainable environment, and fatal Euro-origin diseases decimated the native
population. Despite some tragic consequences, the Spanish mission system of colonization
succeeded in protecting Spain’s holdings in Alta California.

As part of the second prong of Spain’s colonization strategy, the secular pueblo of Los Angeles
was founded in 1781 and populated with 44 Mexicans from the regions of Sonora and Sinaloa. By
the end of the 1780s, there were 28 families established in the pueblo. The pueblo relied on
Mission San Gabriel, although tensions between the secular settlers and the padres over control of
labor and goods developed. When Mexico took control of Alta California in 1821 and encouraged
secular settlement, the mission system was slated for disbandment.

The Mexican Period

As a Mexican state after Mexico won its independence from Spain in 1822, California had a chain
of well-established missions, military outposts, or presidios, and a few growing pueblos. Still
relatively remote from the rest of the world, only 3,200 Hispanics had settled in the entire region
(Scott 2004:24). The mission system had been viewed as an obstacle to secular settlers, and when
the missions resisted allegiance to Mexico, the missions’ holdings were dismantled. The authority
of the California missions gradually declined, culminating with their secularization in 1834.
Although the Mexican government directed that each mission’s lands, livestock, and equipment be
divided among the neophytes, the majority of these holdings quickly fell into non-Indian hands.
Mission buildings were abandoned and fell into disrepair. After two generations of dependence
upon the missions, the Gabrielino were further disenfranchised and fled the area or labored for the
new landowners (Reid 1977 [1851]:104). Independence and the removal of Spanish economic
restrictions attracted new settlers to the Los Angeles area. The population nearly doubled during
this period, growing from 650 to 1,250 between 1822 and 1845 (Weber 1982:226).

Whereas Spain had retained ownership of the land, Mexico issued land grants to private
individuals in its efforts to develop the region and secure it from the encroachment of the United
States. Previous Spanish leases provided grazing rights in the area, including Rancho Topanga
Malibu Sequit, leased in 1804, just north of Santa Monica. Between 1833 and 1846, more than
600 land grants were awarded, much of it former mission land (Gumprecht 1999). The Los
Angeles Basin was divided into ranchos from the mountains to the ocean. The proposed project
area extends across three former land grants, including Rancho San Vicente y Santa Monica,
Rancho La Ballona, and Rancho Rincon de los Bueyes.

In 1828, two land grants were issued north of Santa Monica that both covered the coastal region
from Topanga Canyon south to the palisades and created a long-running legal dispute. Rancho
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Boca de Santa Monica was issued to Francisco Javier Alvarado and Antonio Ignacio Machado and
included grazing rights along the coastal land from Santa Monica Canyon to Topanga Canyon.
Machado turned over his rights to Alvarado in 1831, whose sons inherited the rights shortly
thereafter. In 1838, the sons sold the rights to Francisco Marquez and Ysidro Reyes, who then
made a formal application to obtain title to the 6,657-acre rancho (Scott 2004:26). Rancho San
Vicente y Santa Monica, issued to Francisco Sepulveda, extended much further inland. The
boundary between the ranchos became disputed in 1839 and was not resolved until the 1880s,
when the courts decided that the coastal strip belonged to Marquez and Reyes, and the inland
portion of 30,260 acres belonged to Sepulveda, although the original claimants had long since
passed away (Scott 2004:26-27).

In 1839, Rancho La Ballona was officially granted to Jose Augustin and Ignacio Machado and
Felipe and Tomas Talamantes. The rancho extended over 13,920 acres south of Rancho Boca de
Santa Monica (Scott 2004:27). Rancho Rincon de los Bueyes was one of the last land use grants
issued by Mexico. It awarded over 3,000 acres to Bernardo Higuera and Cornelio Lopez in 1843
(Kielbasa 1997).

In a sort of feudal society, the ranchos maintained a colorful hierarchical culture with the rancheros
as noble families and the remaining Gabrielino Indians performing the majority of the labor.
These ranchos supported a lucrative economy with cattle appropriated from the missions easily
managed on the existing landscape. The hide and tallow trade operating out of San Pedro Harbor
gave the ranchos access to international trade. In exchange, trade ships brought desirable goods
such as tea, sugar, coffee, clothing, shoes, jewelry, furniture, silk, etc. A black market economy
was also created, with smugglers doing business along the Santa Monica beaches (Scott 2004:28).
With the Gold Rush after 1849, the rancheros made even more profit on their cattle when food
demands correspondingly increased the price of their beef.

Rancho culture flourished, and the rancheros, or Californios, built grand adobes and haciendas to
reflect their wealth. It was also common to maintain a townhome in the Los Angeles pueblo, the
societal nexus of the culture. Although Santa Monica was remote and largely unsettled, several
ranching families, including the Marquez and Reyes families, chose to build second homes in the
area of Santa Monica Canyon. Obliged to organize their own social life outside of the pueblo,
ranching families organized fiestas to celebrate weddings, cattle roundups, and religious holidays,
complete with horse racing and feats of strength (Scott 2004:28-29).

The American Period

In 1848, the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo ended the Mexican-American War, with Mexico ceding
the territory of Alta California to the United States. In 1850, California became the 3 1st state in the
union. As a result of American rule, the Californios had to seek American titles to their land and
pay American taxes. The cattle industry was suffering from alternating years of floods and
droughts in which one million to three million cattle perished (Scott 2004:34). With the end of the
Gold Rush in the 1860s, the demand for beef lessened.

Although Hispanic ranching families continued to graze cattle and live in the area, many
newcomers arrived in the Gold Rush migration, leaving their mark in the Los Angeles area. Also,
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tourists began to come to enjoy the climate. By the 1870s, Santa Monica was becoming a
full-fledged resort community (Scott 2004:32-33). In 1872, the first proper hotel was built and
facilities gradually grew to include a grocery store, a bathhouse, butcher shop, dancehall, and bars.
While the new tourist industry was developing, the rancho system was slowly declining.

The Californios began to sell their lands, often before securing an American title, to the growing
tide of American immigrants. Land developers, drawn by cheap prices, began to purchase,
subdivide, and sell off the old ranchos to the steady stream of incoming Americans. Southern
California was widely advertised for its climate and agriculture. When the Southern Pacific
Railroad extended its line from San Francisco to Los Angeles in 1876, newcomers poured into the
area.

Railroads and Ports

While San Francisco, Sacramento, and San Jose were connected via railway in the 1850s and
1860s, and the transcontinental railroad was completed in 1869, the Los Angeles region was
isolated from these major routes. The Southern Pacific Railroad (Southern Pacific) agreed in 1872
to build their line through Los Angeles in exchange for a subsidy from the city and title to the Los
Angeles & San Pedro Railroad (Mullaly and Petty 2002:13; Orsi 2005:19-20). This arrangement
gave Southern Pacific exclusive shipping rights from the wharf at Wilmington, Los Angeles’s
largest port in San Pedro Harbor, until the construction of the Los Angeles & Independence
Railroad (LA&IRR) in 1875.

Colonel Robert S. Baker, a Gold Rush entrepreneur, saw an opportunity to acquire vast tracts of
land at cut rate prices. Baker purchased all of Rancho San Vicente y Santa Monica from the
Sepulveda family, 2,000 acres of Rancho Boca de Santa Monica from the Reyes family, and 160
acres of Rancho La Ballona from the Machado family in the early 1870s. Together with Edward F.
Beale, a land promoter, Baker envisioned a port city linked by rail to Los Angeles (Scott 2004:35).
Baker sold three quarters of his land acquisition to Senator John Percival Jones from Nevada,
whose ambition for Santa Monica involved the lucrative railroad industry and his vision of a
railway from the mines in which he was invested to a port at Santa Monica.

The LA&IRR was to compete with Southern Pacific and, by extension, the Los Angeles & San
Pedro Railroad, which dominated the route to the port at San Pedro. Jones and Baker platted the
town of Santa Monica and began construction of the LA&IRR with a 1,740-foot wharf in the bay
(Plate 1). In November 1875, the line was complete to Los Angeles with an elaborate depot. Jones
advertised Santa Monica for settlement, drawing people from all over the country to populate his
envisioned town and use his railroad. In July 1875, they began auctioning parcels in the new
township to a crowd of about 2,000 people (Scott 2004:39). Lot sales continued at a steady pace
and only four months after the first lot sold, the town had a telegraph station, a newspaper, a post
office, two hotels, eight restaurants, several boarding houses, numerous saloons, four grocers,
three dry goods stores, two hardware stores, a bookstore, a bakery, a jeweler, a shoe shop, two
stables, a coal yard, a brick yard, two lumber yards, two schools, and several other agencies and
shops. Nine months later, the population had risen to 1,000 (Scott 2004:40).

Competition with Southern Pacific became fierce when they drastically dropped their prices and
steered their freight customers away from the Santa Monica port. Jones’s personal financial
failure made it impossible for him to maintain the fledgling LA&IRR, and in 1877 he was forced to
sell the line to Southern Pacific and his rival, Collis Huntington. Southern Pacific then resumed
their normal rates, closed the LA&IRR depot, and removed the wharf from the bay. The company
operated a daily train to and from Los Angeles to Santa Monica for beachgoers, while the
boomtown speculation halted without the promise of a port and transportation network. Santa
Monica’s population dropped from 1,000 to 350 (Scott 2004:42).

Railroads were critical to the future development of southern California, but Southern Pacific
maintained its dominance in Los Angeles until the 1880s. In 1883, Southern Pacific completed its
second transcontinental railway, the Sunset Route from Los Angeles to New Orleans (Orsi
2005:137). The completion of a second transcontinental railway to Los Angeles in 1886 by the
Santa Fe Railroad resulted in a fare war, which drove fares to an unprecedented low and population
growth to an all-time high. With the affordable transportation, new settlers came in droves, and to
accommodate them over 60 new towns were laid out between 1887 and 1889 (Meyer 1981:45;
Robinson 1979; Scott 2004:53; Wilkman and Wilkman 2006:33-34).

The need for a modernized port for the expanding Los Angeles area became clear as the population
boomed. The federal government began scoping to fund a port improvement venture, with the
established port at San Pedro the likely recipient. Huntington and Southern Pacific, in the
company’s monopolistic interest, began a campaign for Santa Monica to become the official
deep-water port of Los Angeles. After the Los Angeles Terminal Railway built a competing line
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from Los Angeles to San Pedro in 1891, Southern Pacific lost its dominance over the port
(Greenwood and Associates 1999:8). Huntington’s strategy of promoting Santa Monica was an
effort to regain exclusive access to the new Port of Los Angeles. Ironically, the former LA&IRR,
which was already owned by Southern Pacific and had been practically disabled to protect that
company’s interests at the port in San Pedro, was the perfect candidate.

To implement his plan, Huntington teamed with the Bakers, Jones, and the remaining ranchero
landowners to procure lands and the ROW. His vast influence blocked congressional
appropriation of funds for San Pedro. The rail line and the new wharf, boldly named Port Los
Angeles, were completed in 1893, and Southern Pacific transferred its operations from San Pedro
to Santa Monica. The new wharf was 4,720 feet over the water, fully equipped for trains and ships
(Plate 2). Between 1892 and 1896, Huntington used all of his influence to promote Santa Monica
over San Pedro as the official port of Los Angeles.

After years of controversy, San Pedro was finally determined to be the superior and official site for
the Port of Los Angeles in 1897, having far-reaching effects on the development of the Los
Angeles area. By 1908, Southern Pacific leased the line to the Los Angeles Pacific Company, a
trolley line that took tourists over the wharf and the sea. The facilities were left to deteriorate, and
in 1913 Huntington’s Port Los Angeles wharf was partially dismantled and in 1920 was
completely torn down.
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In 1896, the Los Angeles Pacific Railroad had begun to aggressively build lines in the West Los
Angeles District, directly competing with Southern Pacific (Plate 3). Southern Pacific purchased
controlling interest in the Los Angeles Pacific in 1906. The Los Angeles Pacific then leased the
Southern Pacific line from Port Los Angeles east to Sentous (1.2 miles east of Culver Junction)
and electrified it in 1908 (part of this segment is within the current project area). The remainder of
the line to Clement Junction in Downtown Los Angeles was electrified in 1910 and 1911. By
1913, the Pacific Electric Railway Company assumed control of the Los Angeles Pacific. Under
both Los Angeles Pacific and Pacific Electric control, the line from Los Angeles to Santa Monica
was known as the “Santa Monica Air Line” because once outside the city limits of Los Angeles, it
made a straight line to the beaches of Santa Monica (Plate 4) (Signor 2003:2).

Los Angeles Boomtowns

New communities popped up overnight. East of Santa Monica, the communities of Sawtelle,
Home Junction, and Palms were once autonomous and physically separate from each other and
Los Angeles. Palms, founded in 1886 on 500 acres of the former Rancho La Ballona purchased for
$40,000, was the brainchild of three developers: Joseph Curtis, E.H. Sweetser, and C.J. Harrison.
Situated halfway between Los Angeles and Santa Monica and just south of the Southern Pacific,
Palms was slow to grow, with a large portion of its area home to barley fields through the early
1900s (Robinson 1939). It was not until after the Balloon Route Trolley, a sightseeing excursion
route operated by the Los Angeles Pacific Railroad, came through town in 1902 that the town
began to expand (Pennington and Baxter 1976:20-21, 25-27). Palms was annexed by the City of
Los Angeles in 1915 (Moore 2005).

Sawtelle, a small town at the foot of the Soldier’s Home, was once renowned for illegal gambling
and prostitution. During the 1920s and 1930s, it became home to a growing Japanese immigrant
community (Fujimoto 2007; Los Angeles Times 1904). In 1918 the town voted to become part of
Los Angeles, but the merger was challenged by the Sawtelle Board of Trustees. The case was
settled in the courts in 1922, and Sawtelle residents again voted to become part of Los Angeles.

Culver City

Culver City, which has remained an autonomous entity since its inception, was founded in 1913 by
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the Culver Investment Company. The town was named after Harry H. Culver, a real estate
developer from Nebraska. Culver purchased part of Palms and some adjoining acreage, planning
to develop a residential and business community. Culver ensured the success of his town when he
induced Thomas Ince to move his small movie studio to town. Located south of Washington
Boulevard, between Van Buren Place and Sherman Drive (near present-day Overland Avenue),
the studio grew and eventually became MGM Studios (Pennington and Baxter 1976; Robinson
1939).

Santa Monica

Santa Monica continued to develop as a resort city with the help of the Santa Monica Air Line and
other lines that serviced the popular beach areas. Hundreds of thousands of tourists had come by
the Southern Pacific and, after 1892, by the Santa Fe Railroad to Ocean Park in south Santa
Monica, as well. By 1896, the electric streetcars of the Pasadena & Pacific line serviced Santa
Monica. Despite the presence of some light industries, including brick factories and a lumber
yard, banks and a small business district, between 1875 and 1930, tourism was the dominant local
industry. By 1905, Santa Monica had a population of 7,208 (Scott 2004:50).

North Beach was the section of town first developed by residents and subsequently for tourists. In
1876, the first bathhouse was built near the LA&IRR pier, the Santa Monica Hotel opened, and the
Santa Monica Bathhouse opened in 1877. With the collapse of Jones’s speculation, tourism
suffered until the 1880s when the southern California boom brought newcomers to the beach. The
Santa Monica Hotel reopened in 1882 and expanded the following year. The North Beach
Bathhouse opened in 1894, another attraction for tourists. The Arcadia Hotel, built in 1887, was a
refined, 150-room establishment complete with bathhouse, ballroom, gardens, and cupola.

Into the 1890s, the beach to the south, known as Ocean Park, developed as a quirky tourist
attraction with an ostrich farm, a carnation farm, and the attractions around the new pier that
propelled the area to prominence as a place for tourists and day-trippers from Los Angeles. The
Santa Fe Railroad built Ocean Park’s first pier in 1895. With an eventual series of amusement park
piers, Ocean Park became the “Coney Island of the Pacific” (Scott 2004:65). Ocean Park and
Venice, with its amusement piers, came to dominate the Los Angeles area’s beach tourism by
World War L.

20th Century Expansion

The early 20th century found the City of Los Angeles expanding rapidly and physically spreading
by absorbing the land and communities surrounding it. By 1913, Los Angeles had arranged to
divert water from the Owens River via aqueduct. Between 1913 and 1927, Los Angeles used this
water source to annex towns and cities to support its population. By 1920, Los Angeles had
576,000 people (Scott 2004:102). Venice, Santa Monica Canyon, Sawtelle, Brentwood, and
others were all absorbed into Los Angeles in the 1920s. Because Santa Monica had its own spring,
leading to the establishment of the Santa Monica Land and Water Company by 1897 and a
municipal water system by 1916, it resisted joining Los Angeles. Likewise, the young Culver City
opted to remain autonomous rather than be absorbed into Los Angeles.
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The Great Depression negatively impacted the economy, and the Long Beach Earthquake that
struck on March 10, 1933, was an additional hardship. Finally, after years of struggle and stagnant
construction, the forces of World War II (WWII) would have a significant regenerative effect on
the development of the Los Angeles area.

Wartime industries in Los Angeles flourished with the Port of Los Angeles and other important
area transportation networks handling tons of materials for the war effort. In Santa Monica,
Douglas Aircraft Company operated around the clock by 1940. Douglas Aircraft Company began
supplying military planes to the government in 1941, as well as continuing to build commercial
planes (Scott 2004:111-112). By 1944, the Santa Monica plant employed 33,000 men and women.
In the four years between 1940 and 1944, the population of Santa Monica grew from 53,000 to
65,000 (Scott 2004:122). A critical housing shortage loomed across Los Angeles fueled by limited
services and shortages of labor and building materials strained key infrastructure such as schools,
hospitals, police and fire services; and transportation.

Post WWII, the Los Angeles area strove to satisfy housing demands that had been impossible to
meet during wartime. A period of wholesale development in the 1950s, 1960s, and 1970s
reshaped the physical environment, while the introduction of interstate highways razed and
reconfigured older neighborhoods. Construction of Interstate 10 in the late 1950s changed the face
of the city as well, requiring the demolition of thousands of homes and commercial structures as
well as land rearrangement over a wide swath of western Los Angeles. In 1966 it was completed
as the Santa Monica Freeway. Urban renewal schemes claimed to be the solution to the housing
shortage, with demolition of single-family dwellings making way for high-rises. Overcrowding in
the population was a serious issue, met with the popular solution of apartment unit dwellings.
Although construction slowed after the 1970s, the Los Angeles area continued to grow steadily
through the 1980s to the present.

On January 17, 1994, the massive Northridge Earthquake damaged over 100,000 buildings in Los
Angeles (Scott 2004:140). The entire region was declared a disaster area, and parts of crucial
transportation lifelines, such as the Santa Monica freeway, collapsed. Post earthquake
reconstruction and recovery was a massive effort. Despite this, the Los Angeles area, including
Santa Monica and Culver City, continued to build and expand, fueling the growth of the
megalopolis as it is known today.

HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE PROJECT AREA

From west to east, the project travels through the cities of Santa Monica, Los Angeles, and Culver
City. This section provides a general summary of the historical development that occurred in the
project area in each of these cities.

Santa Monica

The westernmost extent of the project area, measuring approximately one-third of its length, lies

within the City of Santa Monica and contains the portion of Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)
between Centinela Avenue in the east and Cloverfield Boulevard in the west, and the entirety of
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Segments 3 (Olympic) and 3a (Colorado). In addition to secondary sources, primary sources such
as Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps and historic U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) Topographic Maps
were examined in order to determine the extent and variety of development that took place within
Santa Monica since its inception. Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps are available for the City of Santa
Monica from 1887 to 1950. Historic USGS Topographic Maps are available for Santa Monica
from 1906 to 1934.

The portion of Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) located within the City of Santa Monica was
dominated by industrial uses in the early and mid-20th century. By 1909, two brick companies
were located along the existing railroad ROW. The Simons Brick Company built plant No. 4 near
the southern side of the ROW, south of Michigan between Frank and Stewart. The Los Angeles
Pressed Brick Company’s plant No. 2 was located on the northern side of the railroad ROW, south
of Colorado Avenue between 23rd and 26th streets (Plate 5). The Simons Brick Company
operated from approximately 1902 to 1941 (Gurcke 1987:297). By 1950, the area previously
occupied by Simons Brick Company was part of the City Yard (the location of present-day
Bergamot Station) and the City Dump. The Los Angeles Pressed Brick Company operated from
1887 to 1926 (Piwarzyk 2008). Because the Santa Monica plant does not appear on the 1902
Sanborn map but does appear on the 1909 Sanborn map, it must have been built between 1902 and
1909 (Sanborn 1902 and 1909). By 1950, the plant had been purchased by Gladding McBean &
Co. The Douglas Aircraft Company Shipping and Receiving Plant No. A7, probably built between
the 1920s when the company was founded and the 1950s when the last Sanborn maps were
produced, was located just south of the railroad ROW, east of the intersection of Stewart and
Exposition (Sanborn 1918-1950a).

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Segment 3 (Olympic), along Olympic Boulevard (formerly known as Pennsylvania Avenue), was
not covered by Sanborn maps until 1918. By that time, the stretch between 5th and 7th Streets was
populated with several residences, a Chinese laundry, and a bakery. The area east of 7th Street was
occupied by a few scattered residences on either side (Sanborn 1918).

Between 1887 and 1918, little development took place along Segment 3a (Colorado). Formerly
known as Railroad Avenue, Colorado Avenue was characterized as a sparse mixture of boarding
houses, residences, and industrial spaces (Sanborn 1888, 1891, 1895, 1902, 1909, and 1918).
Several of the town’s lumber yards were situated along Colorado Avenue near the railroad ROW
(Plates 6 and 7). In 1911, Port Los Angeles (near Santa Monica) had been abandoned for lumber
handling, and these lumber yards may reflect this change (Signor 2003:1). The 1918 Sanborn map
depicts three lumber yards south of Colorado Avenue between Ocean Avenue and 7th Street
(Sanborn 1918).

Between 1918 and 1950, residences and industrial facilities multiplied along Segment 3a
(Colorado) (Sanborn 1918-1950a). The Sears Roebuck and Company on the southeast corner of
Main Street and Colorado Avenue opened in 1947 (Scott 2004:127). Several auto-related
businesses lined the northern side of Colorado Avenue between Ocean Avenue and 5th Street.
Several lumber yards continued to be located near the railroad ROW (Sanborn 1918-1950a).

Los Angeles

Roughly two-thirds of the project lies within the City of Los Angeles. Segment 1 (Expo ROW)
between Venice Boulevard in the east and Sepulveda in the west, the entirety of Segment la
(Venice/Sepulveda), and the eastern two-thirds of Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) between
Sepulveda Boulevard in the east and Centinela Avenue in the west are located in Los Angeles.
Historically, much of this part of Los Angeles consisted of a series of separate and distinct towns.
The current project travels through three of these previously independent towns: Home Junction,
Palms, and Sawtelle. Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps, covering the western portion of Los Angeles
falling within the project area, are available from 1910 to 1950. Historic USGS Topographic Maps
are available from 1906 to 1934.

The portion of Segment 1 (Expo ROW) located in the City of Los Angeles travels along the
existing railroad ROW on the northern edge of the former community of Palms and through the
former community of Home Junction (present-day Rancho Park). Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)
formed the southeast and southwest boundaries of the community of Palms. The portion of
Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) in the City of Los Angeles travels through much of what
was the community of Sawtelle, and a small portion of what was Home Junction (Rancho Park).
Two of these communities (Palms and Home Junction) appear on the 1906 USGS Santa Monica
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15" Quadrangle as separate towns, located about halfway between Los Angeles and Santa Monica
(Plate 8).

Sanborn maps for Palms are available beginning in 1910. By then, the town had been platted, but
consisted only of sparse residential development with a few stores, two churches, a school, and a
few other businesses. The Los Angeles Pacific Railroad (LAPRR) ROW was depicted in two
places: one is in the old LA&IRR ROW (by now known as the Santa Monica Air Line) adjacent to
Railroad Avenue (Segment 1), and the second is along present-day Venice Boulevard (Venice
Short Line) (Segment 1a). The LAPRR Depot was located between the ROW and Railroad
Avenue (present-day National Boulevard), near 5th Avenue (present-day Vinton Avenue). The
depot (Los Angeles Historic Monument No. 22), constructed in 1886, was moved to Heritage
Square in 1976 (laokay.com 2008). A lumber yard was located west of the depot, just north of the
ROW. A grain warehouse was located on the eastern edge of town, next to the Venice Boulevard
LAPRR ROW (Sanborn 1910).

No Sanborn maps are available for the area of Home Junction along Segment 1 (Expo ROW)
(present-day neighborhood of Rancho Park). However, Home Junction does appear on 1906 and
1934 historic topographic maps (USGS 1906 Santa Monica 15' Quadrangle; USGS 1934 Sawtelle
6' Quadrangle). In 1906, Home Junction appears to be little more than a switching point for a
branch of the Southern Pacific leading to the Soldier’s Home. By 1934, the area had been platted
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and consisted of approximately 16 sparsely populated parcels. A road that would later become
Sepulveda Boulevard bisected the community of Home Junction from north to south.

Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda) remained largely undeveloped even into the 1930s (USGS 1934
Sawtelle 6' Quadrangle). Sanborn maps from 1919 to 1924 reflect the slow-growing residential,
light industrial, and film industries in the areas immediately adjacent to the project area along
Venice Boulevard (Sanborn 1919 and 1924). By 1919, the Pacific Electric Depot had been built
on Venice Boulevard, between Cardiff Avenue and Main Street (Sanborn 1919). This depot
served as a major hub for Culver City commuters. A macaroni factory was located at the corner of
Venice Boulevard and Featherstone Drive (Exposition Boulevard). By 1924, several new
residential buildings were evident, as well as a few shops, restaurants, a church, and a studio
(Sanborn 1924). The small section of Sepulveda Boulevard (also Segment la) (between
Exposition Boulevard and Brookhaven Avenue) covered by Sanborn maps was nearly entirely
residential. The remainder of Sepulveda Boulevard (between Brookhaven Avenue and Venice
Boulevard) was undeveloped (Sanborn 1918-1950b).

From 1929 to 1950, the project area along Segments 1, 1a, and 2 was heavily developed. Many
former residential parcels were converted to retail and industrial uses. This is particularly true for
sections of Venice Boulevard (Segment 1a) and Exposition Boulevard (Segment 1 and a small
eastern part of Segment 2). Other sections of Exposition Boulevard farther west (between
Centinela and Sawtelle boulevards) (majority of Segment 2) remained largely residential (Sanborn
1918-1950b). The macaroni factory is depicted in the same location as before: on the corner of
Venice Boulevard and Featherstone Drive. The area bounded by the Pacific Electric ROW in the
south, Manning Avenue in the north, Motor Avenue to the west, and Edith Street to the east (an
area known as Vista Del Mar) (Segment 1) was occupied by the Jewish Orphans Home of
Southern California (Sanborn 1929-1950). A Douglas Aircraft facility (a mix of housing and
offices), constructed in 1944, was located south of Exposition Boulevard and east of Centinela
Avenue, just east of the boundary of Santa Monica (Sanborn 1918-1950b).

Culver City

While Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps are available for Culver City from 1919 to 1950 and historic
USGS Topographic Maps depict the area from 1906 to 1934, only a small portion of the project
area falls within the city limits of Culver City. The portion of Segment la south of Venice
Boulevard between Overland Avenue in the east and Sepulveda Boulevard in the west is located
within the city boundary of Culver City. This portion does not appear to have been covered by
Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps in any year in which they were produced. A historic USGS
Topographic Map dated 1934 shows that this area was still very sparsely developed.

In addition, the easternmost portion of the railroad ROW adjacent to Exposition Boulevard
(Segment 1) (from approximately one block east of Venice Boulevard to 150 feet west of
Washington Boulevard) is within the city limits of Culver City. This small section housed
warehouses and a lumber yard (LAPL 1929-1950).

The Ivy Substation, constructed in 1907 by the LAPRR, is depicted on the 1919 Sanborn map on
the south side of Venice Boulevard, just east of Media Park (and appears on the 1919 Sanborn

map) (Segment 1a). Although this structure is technically within the city limits of Los Angeles, it
is included in the discussion of Culver City’s development since Culver City is responsible for its
restoration and maintenance. The Mission Revival-style station was one of the improvements
introduced after the Southern Pacific acquired controlling interest in the LAPRR. Its construction
allowed larger, more powerful railcars to operate on the line. The substation was closed when the
Santa Monica Air Line discontinued service in 1953 and freight trains switched to diesel engines.
The Ivy Substation is designated Los Angeles Historic Cultural Monument No. 182. In 2002, the
substation was converted to use as a 99-seat theatre (Culver City 2008).
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METHODS AND RESULTS

In addition to the field survey, the historical investigation of the project area included archival and
historical research. Copies of the archival documents gathered as a result of this study are on file
in EDAW’s San Diego and Los Angeles offices. The field investigation consisted of a historical
architectural evaluation of 26 historic resources dating from 1897 to 1964. The following
discussion presents the methods and results for both the archival and field investigations.

RECORDS SEARCH

A records search of the project area and a 0.5-mile radius around it was conducted in July 2007 at
the South Central Coastal Information Center in Fullerton, California. The search included a
review of recorded archaeological sites, cultural resource reports, California Points of Historical
Interest, California Historic Landmarks, the CRHR, the NRHP, the California State Historic
Resources Inventory, and the City of Los Angeles Historic-Cultural Monuments listings.

The records search revealed that a total of 58 cultural resource investigations had been previously
conducted within a 0.5-mile radius of the project (Table 3). Of these, 19 included portions of the
present project area (LA-1975, LA-3506, LA-3524, LA-3729, LA-3746, LA-3748, LA-3857,
LA-3872, LA-4881, LA-4908, LA-5016, LA-5036, LA-6127, LA-6491, LA-6505, LA-6714,
LA-7094, LA-7120, LA-7841). Approximately 35 percent of the project area has been surveyed
as part of the previous investigations.

OTHER RESEARCH

Further research revealed that within the APE, a total of five buildings had been previously
evaluated as historic resources. One property (Ivy Substation, 9015 Venice Boulevard) was listed
as a City of Los Angeles Historic-Cultural Monument although it is within the boundary of Culver
City (Table 9). Another property (Sears Roebuck and Company Building, 302 Colorado Avenue)
was listed as a City of Santa Monica Landmark (Table 10). Further research also indicated that
one of these properties (Ivy Substation, 9015 Venice Boulevard), and three other properties (516
Colorado Avenue, 528 Colorado Avenue, and 402 Colorado Avenue) were listed on the HRI and
assigned status codes. These five buildings are evaluated in this study.

PREVIOUS STUDIES

Several investigations have previously examined cultural resources within some portion of the
project area (see Table 3).

The Mid-City/Westside Transit Corridor Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact
Report (EIS/EIR) (Phase 1 of the current project), produced by the Los Angeles County
Metropolitan Transportation Authority in 2000, examined the development of the area just east of
the project area, with a shared context of development resulting from the expansion of the
LA&IRR, then the Southern Pacific and the Pacific Electric Railway. Research in this report was
partly based on and expanded the previous study for the Bikeway Project by Greenwood and
Associates in 1999.

In 1999, a Historic Resource Evaluation Report for the Exposition Boulevard Right-of-Way
Regional Bikeway Project, Los Angeles County, California (LA-4667) was produced by
Greenwood and Associates that examined Exposition Boulevard between Vermont Avenue and
east of La Cienega to the end of the Railway Bridge at Ballona Creek. This report identified
resources along the LA&IRR and the Pacific Electric Railway/Santa Monica Air Line ROW to the
eastern point of the current study’s APE and determined that the line was associated with two
periods of significance. The first period of significance was between 1875 and 1900 for the
development of Santa Monica; the second period of significance was between 1911 and 1930
when the cities along the rail line developed into self-sustaining communities. Based on
association with significant transportation, community planning, and development patterns, the
site was determined to be eligible for the NRHP under Criterion A and retained characteristic
integrity.

Also in 1999, a Caltrans Historic Property Survey Report for 405 HOV Lane Route 10 to Route 90
(LA-4908) was completed by Diane Kane, Ph.D., which examined the Culver City and West Los
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Angeles portion of the APE. This study found no listed or eligible properties for the NRHP or
CRHR.

CURRENT METHODS

The approach to addressing historic architectural resources in connection with this project was
presented to SHPO on December 4, 2007. SHPO’s concurrence of the approach was provided by
Amanda Blosser in an email dated January 2, 2008. The approach was formalized in a letter from
Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority to Amanda Blosser at SHPO, dated January 3,
2008. Details of the approach are included in the January 3, 2008 letter. Correspondence
documents with SHPO are located in Appendix C.

During the consultation conducted with SHPO in December 2007, a strategy for documentation
and evaluation was discussed. This strategy was modeled after the current Programmatic
Agreement (PA) (2003) between the Federal Highway Administration, the Advisory Council on
Historic Preservation, the California State Historic Preservation Officer, and the California
Department of Transportation. This PA allows certain property types, including altered buildings,
to be exempt from evaluation. The PA states that a property should be evaluated only if the
property has demonstrable potential for historic significance. Therefore, it seemed reasonable that
properties in the APE for the current undertaking that have been so altered could be exempt from
evaluation. Buildings within the APE have been heavily altered through window replacement,
modification to exterior siding, and the construction of additions. However, buildings that retain
material integrity and represent recognized architectural styles were included in this study.

The 26 historic resources evaluated in this study were determined by a previous Detailed
Reconnaissance Survey of potentially historic buildings in the APE, conducted by Jennifer Hirsch,
M.S. and presented to SHPO (Memo to SHPO dated November 29, 2007). SHPO concurred with
the list of results in a letter dated July 24, 2008 (see Appendix C). Assessor’s information was
obtained to determine which parcels contained historic-era buildings. Historic-era buildings were
defined as buildings that would reach 50 years in age by the completion of the project. The
parameter for the 50 year rule would include all buildings built before 1965, which would be 50
years old in 2015. Research revealed that over 700 parcels in the APE contained buildings
constructed prior to 1965. Only those resources that were built before 1965, retained material and
architectural integrity, and were located in sensitive areas were determined to require more
in-depth evaluation.

Archival Research

In order to assess the historical resources, Building Permit records were retrieved in the cities of
Santa Monica, Los Angeles, and Culver City. In addition, Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps were
reviewed. Two additional buildings, the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, located at
302 Colorado Avenue in Santa Monica, and the Ivy Substation, located at 9015 Venice Boulevard
in Culver City, were included in the survey after further archival research revealed their presence
in the project APE.
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Field Investigations

The fieldwork consisted of assessing and documenting 26 historic resources. Each resource was
photographed and noted for materials, architectural characteristics, integrity, and function. The
field investigation was conducted by M.K. Meiser, M.A., on June 5, 2008, with assistance from
Candace Ehringer, M.A., R.P.A. Following fieldwork, the buildings and structures were recorded
on DPR 523 forms. These include a Primary Record (DPR 523A) and Building, Structure, Object
Record (DPR 523B). The completed forms are located in Appendix D.

The forms were filled out according to Instructions for Recording Historic Resources, Department
of Parks and Recreation, Office of Historic Preservation, State of California (OHP 1995). Each
resource was photographed with a digital camera and a representative photograph was included on
the DPR Primary form. The information on the forms includes a description of the building, a
brief history of construction (if known), date of construction, and a discussion of integrity. The
forms also provide a discussion of significance that draws from the historic contexts and themes
developed through research and presented in this report.

RESOURCE DESCRIPTIONS

The Motor Avenue Bridge and the National Boulevard Bridge Segment I (Expo ROW)

Two built features of the Pacific Electric Railway/Santa Monica Air Line are the Motor Avenue
Bridge (Plate 9) and the National Boulevard Bridge (Plate 10) in Segment 1 (Expo ROW). The
Motor Avenue Bridge was constructed in 1962 and the National Boulevard Bridge in 1964. Both
the Motor Avenue Bridge and the National Boulevard Bridge are single-span half-through, or
pony, plate girder bridges. The bridges similarly consist of two riveted steel plate girders that span
five lanes of automobile traffic and are supported by formed concrete abutments on either side.
The girders are braced at the interior joints with the bridge deck. The bridge decks are reinforced
concrete supported by I-beams that rest between the bottom flanges of the plate girders. The decks
carry single lanes of track.

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The Ivy Substation, 9015 Venice Blvd. Segment I(Expo ROW)/Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

The Ivy Substation (Plate 11), in beth—Segment—t{(Expe—ROW)—and—Segment la |
(Venice/Sepulveda), was built in 1907 to provide power for the Pacific Electric Railway. The

Mission Revival-style two-story building is perfectly symmetrical with its rectangular plan,
medium-pitched gabled roof, and fenestration. Set on a concrete foundation, the stucco exterior
walls are smooth, and the roof is asphalt covered. The front and rear five-bay facades are identical,
with a central entrance with arched window above and a full-height arched window in each side
bay; three arched vents above the central door; and a Mission-style full-height roof parapet with
elaborated coping at the gable. The seven-bay side elevations are also similar, with a full-height
arched window in each bay, with the exception of a door in the central bay of the north elevation.
The full-height windows do not appear original, but consist of nine-over-nine double-hung sash
with an arched sash above. The medium overhang of the roof rake has triangle brackets in close
series. The building underwent significant restoration in the 1980s and 1990s, but it appears that
no major alterations were performed on the building exterior.

Culver City Masonic Lodge No. 467, 9635 Venice Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Located along Venice Boulevard within Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda), the Culver City Masonic
Lodge is a two-story building with masonry and stucco exterior over a concrete foundation (Plate
12). The building is designed in the Italian Renaissance style with a flat roof, elaborated
balustrade at the roofline with arched balusters, paired arched windows in the second story, and an
arched door leading to the second floor balcony. Above the paired windows are round medallion
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decorations, and below the windows are lattice screens. The balcony has an arched colonnade
supported by large scrolled consoles. Below the balcony in the first story is a tall arched porch
entry with paired pilasters on each side, and a recessed ornate door. Also in the first story are three
storefronts, surrounded by rusticated quoins. The storefronts appear to have some modern
elements and signage. Signage from the Masonic Lodge still appears at the grand arched entrance.
The building appears to have had no major alterations.

Neoclassical Apartment Building, 9813 Venice Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Setback from Venice Boulevard in Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda) of the Phase 2 alternatives,
this two-story Neoclassical apartment building has a dominant central porch and balcony with
full-height Ionic columns and a balustrade at the balcony (Plate 13). The roofline is flat and has a
partial balustrade above the porch. An elaborate and wide cornice has scrolled brackets and a
course of dentils. Clapboard exterior walls cover the frame structure that sits on a concrete
foundation. The central facade has four entrance doors in the first story, under the balcony. On
either side of these entrances are windows with a fixed pane and a row of four lights above, and
corresponding windows on the second story. Two doors lead onto the balcony with two small
casement windows between. The side elevations have full-height protruding bays with three sash
windows in each story. A regular series of sash windows is distributed along each side elevation.
The rear elevation has an exterior staircase leading to two central doors in the second story. Below
are two corresponding doors to the first story. On either side of the rear doors, there are small sash
windows and larger paired sash windows. The windows on the building appear to be original, and
it does not appear to have had any significant alterations.

Citizens State Bank, 10341 Venice Blvd. Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda)

Located in Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this building is set back
from a highly trafficked intersection of Venice Boulevard and Motor Avenue (Plate 14). The
building is a one-story, concrete and stucco building that has an Italian Renaissance design. It has
a flat roof with a parapet wall that has sections of balusters at the facade and on the side elevations
toward the facade. A plain cornice runs the entire length of the facade and side elevations. The
fagade is three bays wide with four Ionic columns supporting the roof over a recessed porch. The
recessed wall has a central entrance with a large tripartite window on each side. Each window has
a grille installed at the interior. Above the windows and the central door are arched, leaded prism
windows, and surrounding them, the wall is formed in rusticated quoins. The quoins continue
around to the corners of the facade and to the side elevations. The floor in the recessed porch area
is a terrazzo mix and includes the lettering that reads, “CITIZENS STATE BANK.” The side
elevation facing Motor Avenue is nine bays deep, with a side entrance in the center bay and
windows in the remaining bays. The entrance has a corniced overhang above it and a bas-relief
panel of mythological creatures and motifs. The windows are covered with metal grilles and
above there are tripartite lights. Each end of the side elevation has a faux arch created with quoins
that complement the fagade. The exterior appears to have had only minor alteration.

Residential Building, 10966 Venice Blvd. Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda)

This one-story Spanish Eclectic house is located on Venice Boulevard in Segment la
(Venice/Sepulveda) of the Phase 2 alternatives (Plate 15). The building is an irregularly shaped
frame structure with a stucco exterior over concrete foundation. The irregular roofline at the
facade consists of a central hipped gable square tower with a front facing gable on either side. The
left gable contains an aluminum horizontal sliding window, and between the left gable and the
tower is a portion of the fagade that has a flat roof and another aluminum horizontal sliding
window. The central tower has an arched entry door, and the right gable has three tall, arched
windows. The right gable at the side elevation is slanted toward the building, creating a broad base
at the corner. The side elevation of the right gable has a large chimney attached, with a broad base
and faux arch designed in the stucco. The roof at the fagade is covered in Spanish tiles, and behind
this facade is a flat roof with a stepped parapet wall that covers the main block of the building. The
main block of the building, as seen from the rear elevation, is U-shaped, with two wings extending
toward the rear of the parcel. An assortment of horizontal sliding windows is distributed around
the side and rear elevations. This building has had the majority of its standard size windows
replaced; the arched windows in the right gable and above the entrance are intact. No other
exterior alterations were identified.
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Plate 15. Residential Building, 10966 Venice Blvd.

Residential Building, 3801-3803 Tilden Ave. & 11030-11036 Venice Blvd. Segment la
(Venice/Sepulveda)

Aligned along Venice Boulevard and around Tilden Avenue, these three buildings are located in
Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda) of the Phase 2 alternatives (Plate 16). These symmetrical
single-story duplexes have hipped, composite roofs with closed eaves, and stucco exteriors over
concrete foundations. Each fagade has two sets of paired sash windows in the center, two entrance
doors with walk-up steps and overhangs, and a sash window at each end of the fagade. The side
elevations each have two sash windows, and the rear elevations have two rear doors and six sash
windows symmetrically arranged. Some of the original wood sash windows, which had horizontal
mullions in their one-over-one configurations, have been replaced with aluminum sash.
Otherwise, these buildings have not had major alterations.
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Plate 16. 3801-3803 Tilden Ave. & 11030-11036 Venice Blvd.

Residential Building, 11156 Charnock Rd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

This two-story apartment building is located at the intersection of Charnock Road and South
Sepulveda Boulevard in Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda) of the Phase 2 alternatives (Plate 17).
Built in 1952, it is designed in the modern architectural style of Minimal Traditional, a very simple
form with a hipped roof, slight overhang, closed eaves, smooth stucco exterior walls, and flush
windows. The elevation facing South Sepulveda Boulevard has a second-story overhang with
decorative paired false brackets as the only ornamentation. This elevation also has paired
one-over-one wood sash with horizontal mullions in two bays in both stories. The Charnock Road
elevation has an exterior staircase with a decorative iron handrail rising to a recessed entrance with
two doors and paired sash windows. The deck creates a recessed porch below with the same door
and window configuration. Paired and single one-over-one sash windows are distributed around
the remaining elevations. A few of the original windows on the rear elevation have been replaced
with vinyl or aluminum sash. This building has had no major alterations.
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Plate 17. Residential Building, 11156 Charnock Rd.

Westdale Savings and Loan, 2920 S. Sepulveda Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1961, this three-story building demonstrates modern elements of the International style.
Consisting of brick, concrete, glass and steel, this building has a flat roof and unelaborated details
on the elevations (Plate 18). The facade has a cantilevered section of the second and third stories
projecting from a plane of plate glass windows set in the steel structural framework in the first
story and above the offset main entrance and side entrance. The side elevations are brick walls that
are blank and windowless. Some delineation of the stories is reflected in the brickwork on the
northern side elevation with a recessed band of brick at the floorline of the second story. The rear
elevation of the building is vertically divided into offset sections of blank, windowless brick wall,
concrete stucco finish with flush fixed windows, and a recessed covered entrance with full-height
glass walls set in a steel structural framework. This building does not appear to have had
alterations with the exception of the removal of signage from a large sheet metal sign that is
installed at the roofline. It is located in Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda).
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Plate 18. Westdale Savings and Loan, 2920 S. Sepulveda Blvd.

Residential Building, 2527-2531 S. Sepulveda Blvd. Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda)

This multi-unit building is set back from South Sepulveda Boulevard in Segment la
(Venice/Sepulveda). The one-story building is divided into three units (Plate 19). It has a flat roof
with a parapet wall coped with half-cylindrical Spanish tiles. Below the roofline is an overhanging
ledge. The exterior walls are stucco over a concrete foundation. The building has elements of the
Art Moderne style, including the streamlined horizontality of the roof and ledge, and curvature at
the corners that delineate the three offset units. Ribboned multi-pane wood-framed windows
curve around these corners. Decorative iron grilles are installed over the windows and doors.
Other windows around the side elevations are one-over-one wood sash. This building does not
appear to have had any significant alterations.
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Plate 19. Residential Building, 2527- 2531 S. Sepulveda Blvd.

Residential Building, 2431-2435 Corinth Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Located in Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this multi-unit,
one-story building has an Art Moderne design (Plate 20). Set on a concrete foundation, the
exterior walls are smooth stucco, and the roof is flat with metal coping. Along the roofline are
horizontal bands for emphasis, and each offset unit has curved corners, two characteristics of the
Art Moderne style. Each unit has a flush entry door with porch steps and a porch overhang. To the
right of each door, ribboned multi-pane windows curve around the corner. To the left of the door is
a small operable window. These windows have been replaced and the window penetrations
reconfigured. The rear elevation has a back door to each unit, and the side elevations have
replacement aluminum horizontal sliding windows. The window replacements appear to be the
only significant alteration to the building. Also on the parcel is a three-car garage of the same
materials that faces the alley at the rear.
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Plate 20. Residential Building, 2431- 2435 Corinth Ave.

Commercial Building/Restaurant, 11434 Pico Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Located south of the intersection of Pico Boulevard and Exposition Boulevard in Segment 2
(Sepulveda to Cloverfield), this eclectic complex has several parts (Plate 21). From east to west, it
consists of a two-story building with a dual-pitch roof and full-height windows in the second story.
The side elevation is cantilevered and supported by posts that resemble tree trunks. Adjacent to
this is a three-story lighthouse tower, complete with a 360-degree viewing deck in the top story. A
one-story concrete block building with six bays of fixed windows fronts the sidewalk. Connected
to this building is another one-story building that runs the remaining length of the parcel fronting
the sidewalk. The main entrance to the complex is part of this building that also has a glass
solarium attached along the fagade. Interesting features also include several signs, mounted on the
roof and on poles. A rectangular sign by the sidewalk is elevated about two stories. A sign shaped
as an arrow pointing to the complex is mounted on a pole at about one story in height. A polygonal
sign 1s mounted on the roof over the main entrance. A large sign formed out of sheet metal depicts
a Tiki-type head with shapes below it in the Googie style. This complex has undergone multiple
alterations, including the addition of the solarium and changes to the facade. The Googie style
signage is iconic, but has also been altered to denote change of business.
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Plate 21. Commercial Building/Restaurant, 11434 Pico Blvd.

Warehouse, 11558 Tennessee Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

The massive storage facility at 11558 Tennessee Avenue is adjacent to the Exposition Boulevard
corridor in Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield) of the Phase 2 alternatives (Plate 22). The
building has an irregular floor plan. The Federal Avenue facade consists of two parts, with a
section of three bays with retractable garage doors, and another section with five open bays that
cover a large loading dock. The rooflines are uneven, making it appear as two separate buildings.
The Tennessee Avenue fagade has three parts to the elevation. The first is the side elevation of the
garage that has brick exterior walls and a series of large, multi-pane metal frame industrial
windows. The central block of the Tennessee Avenue fagcade appears to be an adjacent two-story
stucco building with smaller multi-pane windows across three bays and a central door. The third
section of the Tennessee Avenue fagade is a one-story brick wall with large multi-pane metal
frame industrial windows. The parapet wall conceals a large arched roof that extends the length of
this section and has a sawtooth ridge with a series of metal frame skylights facing north. This
portion of the fagade is the exterior wall of one of four arched roof parallel hangars that constitute
the majority of the facility. The hangars appear to be steel truss construction over masonry or
concrete piers. The southern elevation facing Exposition Boulevard is situated diagonally to the
rest of the building, making the building nearly triangular. This two-story elevation is a brick
exterior wall with a parapet at the roofline. This building appears to have had some alteration to
the Federal Avenue fagade where the loading docks and garage doors are located, and the interior
has been reconfigured into storage units.
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Plate 22. Warehouse, 11558 Tennessee Ave.

Residential Building, 11928 Exposition Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Located along the Exposition Boulevard corridor in Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield), this
house is a one-story, side-gabled vernacular house in the Minimal Traditional style (Plate 23). The
composite medium-pitch roof has narrow, closed eaves. The exterior walls are stucco over a
concrete foundation. A substantial chimney projects at the roof ridgeline on the western side
elevation. The fagcade consists of a bay window with multi-paned lights, a diamond-leaded
window, and a recessed porch with a lateral entrance door. The porch is supported by thin, paired
square columns and it covers a front-facing, multi-pane tripartite window. The side elevations
have various wood frame sash and aluminum frame horizontal sliding windows. The rear of the
house appears to have had an addition that extends toward the rear of the parcel. The addition and
the replacement of windows appear to be the only significant alterations to this house.
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Plate 23. Residential Building, 11928 Exposition Blvd.

Residential Building, 2200 Wellesley Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

At the intersection of Wellesley Avenue and Exposition Boulevard along the Exposition
Boulevard corridor in Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield), this symmetrical one-story,
front-gabled clapboard house has a low-pitch composite roof with closed eaves and a narrow
overhang (Plate 24). The clapboard exterior has evenly distributed sash windows with wide
molding and decorative lintels. The fagcade has a gabled porch with a medium pitch supported by
simple classical columns over a central flush front door with a sash window on either side and a
small awning window above. The side elevations have evenly distributed sash windows. The rear
elevation has had some alterations and an addition. An offset pair of French doors leads to a
modern deck, and a sash window is at the center of the rear elevation. An offset addition projects
out from the rear of the house and has a single French door and an elevated horizontal sliding
window. Behind the house is a one-car garage that appears to have been converted into an office
space with modern French doors flanked by modern sash windows.
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Plate 24. Residential Building, 2200 Wellesley Ave.

Warehouse, 12414 Exposition Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Along the Exposition Boulevard corridor in Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield), this one-story,
100-foot-wide building has a nine-bay facade with Spanish Eclectic elements fronting a
372-foot-deep storage and manufacturing facility (Plate 25). The facade has a central recessed
entry with an arched portal. On either side of the entry are three large multi-pane windows with
decorative iron grilles applied to the exterior. At the ends of the fagade are alternative entry doors.
The front part of the building is three bays deep with large multi-pane windows. It has a flat roof
with a stepped parapet wall and metal coping. The exterior walls are stucco and rest on concrete
slab foundation.

The rear portion of the facility is brick over a formed concrete foundation, with continuous rows of
multi-paned, industrial metal frame windows along the side elevations. The rear elevation has a
low-pitch gabled roof with clapboard at the top. The windows in the rear are boarded with vertical
planks over the brick walls and concrete foundation. This building does not appear to have had
any significant alterations.
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Plate 25. Warehouse, 12414 Exposition Blvd.

Residential Building/School, 1706 21st St. Segment 3 (Olympic)

Situated off of Olympic Boulevard in Segment 3 (Olympic) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this
Craftsman style one-story building has a concrete block foundation, clapboard exterior walls, and
a low-pitch front-gabled asphalt shingle roof (Plate 26). The facade facing northwest toward
Olympic Boulevard has an offset gabled porch supported by paired square columns at the front
corners. Paired beams at the gable apex and ends support the porch roof over large double French
doors. The porch appears to be a replicated addition. The southwest side elevation has a central
gabled entry porch that appears to be an addition. Likewise, the northeast side elevation has a side
entrance and a disabled accessibility ramp that are additions. The building has single, paired, and
tripled windows on each elevation with decorative mullions in the Craftsman style.
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Plate 26. Residential Building/School, 1706 21st St.

Commercial Building, 1920 Olympic Blvd. Segment 3 (Olympic)

Situated on Olympic Boulevard in Segment 3 (Olympic) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this
rectangular, stucco-covered building displays a flat roof with no eave overhang (Plate 27). The
exterior features irregularly spaced fixed rectangular windows with simple wood surround. A
glass single entry door, with a single concrete landing, is located on the northern facade. A long
rectangular, cantilevered awning is mounted above the entry. This building sits upon a concrete
foundation. Although the parcel data indicate this building was constructed in 1940, the building
currently on this parcel appears to be of modern construction.
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Plate 27. Commercial Building, 1920 Olympic Blvd.

Warehouse/Commercial Building, 1301 Olympic Blvd. Segment 3 (Olympic)

Situated on Olympic Boulevard in Segment 3 (Olympic) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this one-story
building has a corner diagonal facade and extends eight bays on its southern elevation and three
bays on its western elevation (Plate 28). The building is brick with concrete stucco applied at the
exterior. The flat roof has a shallow parapet and metal coping. The building is set on concrete
slab. The diagonal facade has a recessed entry with an arched porch above concrete porch steps,
with a band of glass mosaic tiles creating an arched surround. The three bays on the western
fagade contain large multi-pane wood fixed windows; the eight bays on the southern elevation
contain smaller multi-pane windows. These bays are delineated by vertical bands of glass mosaic
tiles. The building appears to have had significant alterations to its exterior, with new concrete
stucco covering original brick walls.
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Plate 28. Warehouse/Commercial Building, 1301 Olympic Blvd.

Residential Building, 1625 20th St. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Located in Segment 3a (Colorado) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this irregular-plan, one-story
building has elements of the Spanish Eclectic style in its design (Plate 29). It has a low-pitch
cross-gabled false front roof of Spanish tile, smooth stucco exterior walls over a concrete
foundation, and flush wooden windows and details. The front gable has a central fixed window
with smaller four-over-four sash windows on both sides and an awning above the fenestration.
The side gable opens into a recessed porch at the main entrance with a cutout at the fagade above a
kneewall. Within the recessed porch, there is a six-over-six sash window. Along the side
elevations, four-over-four and six-over-six sash windows are interspersed. The rear of the house
has a flat roof with parapet wall, coped with half-cylindrical Spanish tiles. The materials and
configuration of this building appear to be intact.
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Plate 29. Residential Building, 1625 20th St.

Commercial Building/Office, 1804 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Located along Segment 3a (Colorado), this single-story building features a side-gable roof with
open eaves and exposed rafter tails (Plate 30). The exterior of front and side elevations displays
shingle siding, a combination of wood-framed sash and casement windows, and two single-entry
doors on the northern fagade. The building rests on concrete piers. A louvered vent is located
within the gable end on the western elevation. The rear elevation of the building is flush clapboard
and has two doors and two casement windows. Two structures at the rear of the parcel are related
to this structure including a storage shed and an open loading dock. The storage shed has flush
clapboard exterior walls with no windows, a flat roof, and carriage doors. The open loading dock
is a single bay wood, plywood, and metal shed. The variation in siding of the main building may
indicate alteration, but no significant changes have been made to this building.
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Plate 30. Commercial Building/Office, 1804 Colorado Ave.

Residential Building/Office, 528 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

This house is an elaborate Craftsman style house located in Segment 3a (Colorado) of the Phase 2
alternatives (Plate 31). The two-story building has a clapboard exterior over a brick and concrete
foundation and a medium-pitch front-gabled asphalt shingle roof. The facade has a full-width,
low-pitch shed porch with a smaller shed roof overhang above. Both of these shed roofs have
elaborate rafter tails projecting from the facade. The roofline and shed overhang are also
supported by triangular knee braces that are typical Craftsman elements. The porch is enclosed
with clapboard siding and the main entrance is an offset wooden door. To the right of the entrance
is a series of fixed, multi-pane windows. In the second story, there is a tripartite window with a
row of small lights above it.

The side and rear elevations have sash windows with elaborated lintels and molding. The rear
elevation also has an exterior staircase that leads to a door in the second story.

This building has had significant alterations at the front porch that appear to include the enclosure
of the porch, the addition of windows, and the alteration of the door configuration.
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Plate 31. Residential Building/Office, 528 Colorado Ave.

“Dr. Nathaniel Huns House,” 516 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Located in Segment 3a (Colorado) of the Phase 2 alternatives, this two and-a-half-story building is
a unique example of a Queen Anne house along this corridor (Plate 32). Its design is a good
example of a common form of the Queen Anne style. Its main roof is wood shingle, hipped and
pyramidal with lower cross gables at each elevation and a turret at the corner of the facade. The
decorative detailing of the building is the Queen Anne subtype that uses spindlework as an
important ornamentation.

The facade has a wraparound porch with steps at the corner, a spindle balustrade, spindle porch
supports with decorative brackets and a beaded spindle frieze. A cornice with scrolled brackets
and laurel swags between the brackets is below a low-pitch shingle porch roof. A balcony with the
same spindle treatments and cornice rises above the porch roof in the second story. The front
facing gable above the balcony is ornamented with scalloped wood shingles and has a small
window with the typical Queen Anne surround of a row of smaller colored lights. The house has a
central bay window in the first and second stories, with a central picture window and Queen Anne
style sash windows on the sides. The turret has these same sash windows in both stories.

The side and rear elevations have the same treatments. The rear elevation has two parallel gables
projecting from the rear, with large bands of scalloped wood shingles alternating with the
clapboard.
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This house appears to have undergone restoration, although much of the original material appears
intact.

Sears Roebuck and Company Building, 302 Colorado Ave. Segment 3 (Olympic)/Segment 3a

(Colorado)

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building (Plate 33), located in both Segment 3 (Olympic) and
Segment 3a (Colorado), was built in 1946-1947. Designed in 1945 by Roland H. Crawford, the
building was built at an angle to Colorado Avenue and demonstrates Late Moderne (late form of
Art Moderne) characteristics. The three-story building has a horizontal emphasis with a wide
central block, a flat roof, horizontal and vertical grooves in a smooth stucco exterior cladding, and
a rounded ledge and porch cover at the first story over a recessed main entrance on the northwest
and northeast facades. The corners of the building are further elaborated with recessed walls that
have detailed horizontal grooves in the stucco surface with sculptures in bas-relief of a man and
boy on the north end of the fagade, and a woman and girl at the south end of the fagade (Plate 34).
The northern corner block also has a course of casement clerestory windows just below its roof.
Art Moderne-style neon signage is installed on each fagade. Storefront fenestration is not original.
The southwest facade has service entrances at a basement level that are obscured from the street
view. With the exception of altered storefront fenestration, the building appears to have had no
major alterations to its form or materials.
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Plate 33. Sears Roebuck and Company Building, 302 Colorado Ave.

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Sears Roebuck and Company Automotive Center, 402 Colorado Ave. Segment 3 (Olympic)/
Segment 3a (Colorado)

An adjacent service station at 402 Colorado Avenue (Plate 35) was also designed with Late
Moderne elements. Set at the northeast corner of Colorado Avenue and 4th Street, the one-story
commercial building has an angled corner entrance, with a ledge above that provides horizontal
emphasis as it continues around the Colorado Avenue fagade. The west fagade of the building has
a smooth exterior coat above the ledge, with horizontal and vertical grooves. The other fagades
have red brick sheathing. The storefront windows on both street-facing facades have been
significantly altered. A conspicuous three-story marquee blade rises diagonally above the corner
angled entrance. Sheathed in smooth stucco, the marquee blade displays neon “Sears” signs on
two sides.

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EVALUATION

SIGNIFICANCE EVALUATIONS
National Register of Historic Places (NRHP)
The criteria for inclusion on the NRHP are set forth in 36 CFR 60.4:

The quality of significance in American history, architecture, archaeology,
engineering, and culture is present in districts, sites, buildings, structures, and
objects that possess integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship,
feeling, and association and

A. thatare associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the
broad patterns of our history; or
B. that are associated with the lives of persons significant in our past; or

C. that embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of
construction, or that represent the work of a master, or that possess high
artistic values, or that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose
components may lack individual distinction; or

D. that have yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important in
prehistory or history.

Each building in this study was first evaluated according to Criteria A — D, within a relevant
historic context (theme, period, and location).

The buildings were not assessed for setting and in conjunction with other structures for potential
historic districts. No potential historic districts were identified. No significant connection
between the buildings, structures, and objects was investigated.

California Register of Historical Resources (CRHR)

To be considered eligible for listing on the CRHR, a cultural resource must satisfy at least one of
the four significance criteria as defined by Public Resources Code 5024.1. The resource must:

1.  Beassociated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad
patterns of California’s history;
2. Be associated with the lives of persons important in our past;

3. Embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region, or method of
construction, or represent the work of am important creative individual; or

4.  Yield, or may be likely to yield, information important in prehistory of history.
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Beyond the application of the above NRHP and CRHR criteria, a resource must retain sufficient
integrity of the characteristics that makes it significant and potentially eligible for listing. Integrity
is regarded in terms of the retention of original design, materials, workmanship, setting, location,
feeling and association. In short, integrity refers to the general character and feeling of the
building, and the degree to which it currently resembles its condition and setting during its period
of significance.

Architectural Overview

The majority of the historic-era buildings located within the project area consist of mid-20th
century commercial properties, with some residential properties. Several of the commercial
buildings exhibit elements of the Modern Styles, which were popular from the 1940s to 1980s.
Derivations of the earlier International Style characteristics include flat roofs, ribbon windows,
and very little decorative detailing (McAlester 1984).

The post-WWII era, particularly the mid-1950s, saw a redirection of attitudes in the design of
American commercial architecture. Where densely packed buildings oriented toward pedestrian
traffic dominated during the early 20th century, the mid-20th century saw the arrival of land
defined by major arteries and surrounded by generous amounts of open space to accommodate
parking. Widespread use of the automobile was a direct and essential impetus for the changes.
These changes affected the physical organization of commercial development, the architectural
characteristics emphasized, as well as the form of the buildings themselves.

The new set of design concerns that entered the American mainstream during this time were
derived from aspects of the European Modernism that had emerged in the 1910s and 1920s. What
became known as the Modern, or International Style, not only moved away from the use of
historical references, it also entailed new concepts of form and space. The Contemporary Style of
the mid-20th century, also known as American International, occurs in two distinctive subtypes
based on roof shapes: flat or gabled (McAlester 1984). The majority of commercial buildings
located within the project area display flat roofs. These buildings, most of which were constructed
in the 1950s, display varying degrees of integrity.

RESOURCE EVALUATIONS
The 26 historic resources described above were identified for evaluation based on research, their

historical characteristics, and their potential for eligibility to the NRHP and CRHR (Table 11).
The following is the evaluation of each resource based on NRHP and CRHR criteria.

The Motor Avenue Bridge and the National Boulevard Bridge Segment 1 (Expo ROW)

The Motor Avenue Bridge and the National Boulevard Bridge were built in 1962 and 1964,
respectively, and while they meet the age criterion, these particular bridges do not date to the
significant period of the Pacific Electric Railroad/Santa Monica Air Line from 1875-1930 (Strauss
and Ehringer 2008). They do not have a direct association to events or the companies that were
significant in the development of the area and are therefore not eligible for the NRHP or CRHR
under NRHP criteria A or B, or CRHR criteria 1 or 2. Further, the bridges do not exhibit any
particular characteristics that distinctly embody a significant construction type. Half-through plate
girder bridges have been in common use along railroad lines in the United States due to their
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effectiveness over shorter spans and their minimal bridge depth requirement for clearance over
obstacles, in this case automobile traffic. The half-through plate girder bridge is a ubiquitous
railroad bridge type. These bridges do not meet NRHP criterion C or CRHR criterion 3. While
these are part of the archaeological resource the Pacific Electric Railroad/Santa Monica Air Line,
they are not likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore are not eligible
for the NRHP or CRHR under NRHP criterion D or CRHR criterion 4. The Motor Avenue and
National Boulevard bridges do not meet any criteria for NRHP or CRHR eligibility.

Ivy Substation, 9015 Venice Blvd. SeementliExpo ROV Seement 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

The Ivy Substation was built in 1907 to provide power for the Pacific Electric Railway. The
railway was a system of streetcars that ran until the early 1960s, reaching as far as Riverside and
San Bernardino counties. The Ivy Substation was the largest electric substation on the Balloon
Route, which traveled from Los Angeles to the Pacific Ocean. Its construction occurred at a time
when the bolstering of the rail’s capacity and breadth was a top priority and the station employed
the most innovative and efficient mechanisms of power generation. The Mission Revival-style
station allowed larger, more powerful railcars to operate on the line. The extent of the Pacific
Electric line peaked in 1925, and as automobile travel gained dominance in the post-war years,
mass transportation fell out of favor. The substation was closed in 1953 when the Santa Monica
Air Line discontinued service and freight trains switched to diesel engines. In the era of urban
renewal, demolition threatened this historic landmark. As a result of lobbying from local
historians and railroad historians, the building was saved and in 1978 was listed as a City of Los
Angeles Cultural Monument. In 1993, the Ivy Substation was renovated to become a performance
space with funds from the Culver City Redevelopment Agency, who still manages the property.
The San Diego architecture firm of Hubbell and Hubbell completed the renovation and in 1997
received a California Preservation Design Award for its work. The building technically is on land
owned by the City of Los Angeles, but Culver City leases the building and surrounding grounds.
In 2002, the interior was once again renovated to be a 99-seat theater. Currently, the building
houses The Actors Guild, which is a theater company under the direction of Tim Robbins, and
provides an anchor to the thriving theater district of Downtown Culver City.

The building is notable not only for its representation of a significant period of Los Angeles history
and transportation trends, but for its architectural style. The building was designed in the Mission
Revival style, which was uncommon for generation facilities. Additionally, many industrial
buildings of the same style have been lost or altered, and the Ivy Substation is especially intact.
Although registered on the NRHP and locally designated, the nominations for this building are
unavailable. Based on this evaluation, the Ivy Substation exhibits qualities that make it eligible
under NRHP criterion A for its association with the Los Angeles transportation network in
connection with the Pacific Electric Railway and the Santa Monica Air Line; and under NRHP
criterion C for its rare Mission Revival-style design as a utilitarian building. It is not associated
with significant persons, nor is it likely to yield information about prehistory or history; therefore,
it is not recommended eligible for the NRHP under criterion D.
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Culver City Masonic Lodge No. 467, 9635 Venice Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1928 as the Culver City Masonic Lodge, No. 467, this building is significant because of its
association with the Masons, whose organization reflected the importance and influence of the
social groups in Culver City’s early history. Social organizations were an important component of
the development of the local community. The prominence of the Masons in local history is
reflected in the grand scale of the building. It is recommended eligible for the NRHP and CRHR
under criteria B and 2. The architectural characteristics of the building are significant in that they
embody a rare high-style example of the Italian Renaissance style that was popular from the 1890s
to about 1935. This building is a good example of the flat-roofed subtype of the Italian
Renaissance style, including a prominent roof-line balustrade, paired arched windows, and
elaborately rusticated quoining. The building is recommended eligible for the NRHP and CRHR
under criteria C and 3. While the building and its association with the Masons also associates it
with the historical trend of social organization, its individual association is not sufficient to be
recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A or 1. It has not yielded, and is not
likely to yield information pertaining to prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended
eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

Although this building has had some alterations at the storefronts and the addition of signage, its
integrity of design, materials, workmanship, setting, location, feeling and association is intact and

adequately conveys its significance.

Neoclassical Apartment Building, 9813 Venice Blvd. Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built as multi-unit flats in 1915, this building is located along a mixed-use portion of Venice
Boulevard. Archival research has not indicated that this building is associated with significant
events or persons in the past. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria
A, B, 1 or 2. Architecturally, this apartment building is a rare example of the Neoclassical style,
popular between 1895 and 1950. It exhibits many characteristics of the style, including full-height
Corinthian columns, a roofline balustrade, and the elaborate dentilled and scroll bracketed cornice.
Significant elements of this building are intact and it meets the criterion of embodying the
distinctive characteristics of the Neoclassical style. It is recommended eligible for the NRHP and
CRHR under criteria C and 3. It has not yielded, and is not likely to yield information pertaining to
prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria D or 4.

This building appears to have had no alterations to its exterior, with the possible exception of a
replaced exterior staircase at the rear elevation. Hardscape elements introduced for parking have
detracted from its immediate setting, but not significantly. Its integrity of design, materials,
workmanship, location, feeling and association is intact and conveys its significance.

Citizens State Bank, 10341 Venice Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Originally built in 1923 as the Citizens State Bank, by 1926, the bank had changed hands to the
Security First National Bank, but apparently few alterations were made. When the bank closed,
the building was then used for a variety of purposes, including a post office, an upholstery shop,
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and then a restaurant and bar in the late 1960s. A number of retail operations have occupied the
space since then, and currently the building is used as an army-navy supply store. The building is
not associated with any significant events or persons and is not recommended eligible for the
NRHP and CRHR under criteria A or B, or 1 or 2. This building is a rare example of a one-story
commercial building with Italian Renaissance features. Italian Renaissance-style architecture was
popular in construction from 1890 to 1935. The colonnaded loggia with four Ionic columns,
rusticated quoins, and arched windows are all distinctive characteristics of the style. The flat roof
with parapet and partial balustrade is another defining feature. It is eligible for the NRHP or
CRHR under criteria C and 3 as an example of an Italian Renaissance-style one-story commercial
building; however, it has not yielded, nor is it likely to yield information pertaining to prehistory or
history, and is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

This building has had some exterior alteration with the addition of signage, but remains
overwhelmingly intact. The interior of the building is missing some original finishes and furniture
but continues to convey the feeling and association with early 20th century banking. Its integrity
of design, materials, workmanship, setting, location, feeling and association is intact and
adequately conveys its significance as a rare example of Italian Renaissance style in this area.

Residential Building, 10966 Venice Blvd. Segment la (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1927, this building exhibits characteristics of the vernacular Spanish Eclectic style,
popular from 1915 to 1940. This building has had both residential and commercial uses, at one
point functioning as the Aljeans Beauty shop in the 1950s and 1960s. Research did not indicate
any significant associations with historical events or persons. Therefore, it is not recommended
eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A or B, or 1 or 2. The asymmetrical form of this
house is divided into two parts. The rear and main body of the building has a flat roof with a
stepped parapet; the front facade of the building has a central hipped tower flanked by front gables,
creating a combined hipped, gabled, and flat roof. As it is named, the style borrows elements from
eclectic periods of Spanish architecture. Distinctive features on this building are the S-curve roof
tiles, arched windows and doorways, window grilles, and the chimney. While it exhibits these
characteristics and retains sufficient integrity, this building is a vernacular type and very common
in the area. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. Located
in a developed corridor, it has not yielded, nor is it likely to yield information pertaining to
prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria D or 4.

Residential Building Complex, 3801-3803 Tilden Ave. and 11030-11036 Venice Blvd. Segment
la (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1940, this series of three duplexes is not associated with any significant historical events or
persons. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A or B, or 1 or 2.
The buildings’ architecture exhibits the vernacular Minimal Traditional style that was popular
from the mid-1930s to the 1950s. This style is ubiquitous in the neighborhood. The three
buildings share common elements of the modern style including closed eaves and simple flush
windows and doors. These buildings have undergone alterations with the replacement of many
wood sash windows with aluminum sash. While the form and setting of these duplexes are intact,
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they do not exhibit distinctive qualities of a particular architectural style nor retain sufficient
integrity for eligibility for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not yielded, nor is it
likely to yield information pertaining to prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended
eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

Residential Building, 11156 Charnock Rd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1952, this multiplex apartment building exhibits characteristics of popular modern
architecture from the post-WWII housing boom. It is one of many two-story apartment buildings
in this style in the area. The shallow hipped roof, horizontal window mullions, exterior stairs and
porches are typical elements that were common in the Minimal Traditional and Ranch styles that
were common from the 1940s until the present. This building is intact and retains its integrity, but
the common form and design do not make it a distinctive example of the architectural style.
Research has not indicated any specific associations with significant historical events or persons.
It has a very low potential to yield information about prehistory or history. It is not recommended
eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, C, D or 1, 2, 3, 4.

Westdale Savings and Loan, 2920 S. Sepulveda Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

Built in 1961, this was originally a branch and offices of the Westdale Savings and Loan
Association. By 1990, the building was taken over by Security Pacific National Bank and then in
the early 2000s by Bank of America. It does not appear to have associations with significant
historical events or persons. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria
A, B, or 1, 2. This building is designed in the late American International style that was originally
developed in Europe as the International style in the 1920s and translated into American
architecture in the 1930s. Characterized by emphasis on structural members and functionality,
later American International design evolved using a larger variety of materials. This building is
rare example of the style along this corridor, with exemplar details at the brick walls and flush
windows. The building is recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C and 3. It
has not yielded, nor is likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore is not
recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

This building has had very little alteration, although building permit records indicate that the
building once had signage above its roofline that is no longer extant. The building appears to be in
use as secondary offices and storage for the Bank of America building on the adjacent property. Its
integrity of design, materials, workmanship, setting, location, feeling and association is intact and
clearly conveys its architectural significance.

Residential Building, 2527-2531 S. Sepulveda Blvd. Segment 1a (Venice/Sepulveda)

This multi-unit building was built in 1938 and has characteristics of the Art Moderne style that was
popular between 1920 and 1940, with particular frequency in the 1930s. The building’s flat roof,
ledge cornice, curved corners, and ribbon windows are all elements of this style. The building
appears intact and retains its integrity, but it is a vernacular form that does not distinctively
embody the Art Moderne style. Research has not revealed an association with any significant
historical events or persons. It has very low potential for yielding information about prehistory or
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history as it is located along a highly developed corridor. It is not recommended as eligible to the
NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, C, D, or 1, 2, 3, 4.

Residential Building, 2431-2435 Corinth Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Built in 1938, the multiplex residences at 2431, 2433, and 2435 Corinth Avenue do not appear to
have any associations with significant historical events or persons. It is not recommended eligible
for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. The modest dwellings are a good example of
the vernacular Art Moderne style that was common from 1920 to 1940, with particular popularity
in the 1930s. This building retains many characteristics of the style, including its horizontality at
the roofline, stepped grooves, and the curvature of the corners and multiple-pane windows. The
building, however, has had some alteration including the replacement of windows and the
reconfiguration of window penetrations. While a good example of the vernacular Art Moderne
style, it is a common type and does not exhibit a significant masterwork of the style. It is not
recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not yielded, nor is it
likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended eligible
for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

Commercial Building/Restaurant, 11434 Pico Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

The eclectic building at 11434 Pico Boulevard has had a series of additions over the decades since
the original portion of the building was built between 1948 and 1962. Built for Kelbo’s Hawaiian
Barbeque Restaurant, the original building was a one-story frame and stucco 1,800-square-foot
structure. Multiple additions and alterations were performed from the 1960s to the present. The
unique features of the building, including the lighthouse tower and the eastern addition on stilts
were installed in the 1970s. The facility currently operates as Fantasy Island, an entertainment
center. The building, with its series of additions, does not appear to have associations with any
significant events or persons in the past. The conglomeration of the additions that compose this
building does not embody a particular architectural style or a masterwork. While unquestionably
unique, it is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, C,or 1,2, 3. It
has a low potential to yield information about prehistory or history due to its developed
surroundings, and therefore is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D
or 4.

Warehouse, 11558 Tennessee Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

This warehouse, built in 1949, has undergone some modern alterations to its interior configuration
and to parts of its exterior. Originally owned by W.J. Sloan, the large industrial warehouse is now
a self-storage facility. The original layout of four warehouse bays appears intact from the roofline.
The warehouse does not appear to be associated with any significant events in the past, nor any
significant persons. It was built after the WWII era when warehouses of this size and type were
significant to the military complex development in Los Angeles region. It is not recommended
eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. The exterior exhibits a utilitarian
design but does not embody a particular style or represent the work of a master. It is not
recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. The warehouse site has very
low potential to yield information about prehistory and history being in a very developed area with
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extensive ground disturbance. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria D or 4.

Residential Building, 11928 Exposition Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Built in 1939, this Minimal Traditional style house is a good example of the vernacular style that
was popular from the mid-1930s to the 1950s. Research did not reveal any associations to
significant historical events or persons, and it is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR
under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. The Minimal Traditional style is ubiquitous in the neighborhood, and
this building is not individually a significant or unique example of the Minimal Traditional style.
It has undergone alteration, with a rear addition constructed in the late 1980s. It is not
recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not yielded, nor is it
likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended eligible
under criteria D or 4.

Residential Building, 2200 Wellesley Ave. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Built in 1935, this modest house does not appear to have significant associations with historical
events or persons. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, or 1,
2. Craftsman design was popular in construction from 1905 to 1930. The building has
characteristics of the Craftsman style, but does not embody the distinctive characteristics of the
type. Furthermore, alterations to the building have been extensive, including a modified front
porch, a rear addition, and the reconfiguration of doors and windows. The orientation of the house
has been changed with the front yard completely fenced and the street entrance now at the rear. It
is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not yielded, nor
is it likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore is not recommended
eligible under criteria D or 4.

Warehouse, 12414 Exposition Blvd. Segment 2 (Sepulveda to Cloverfield)

Built in 1927, the 100-foot by 372-foot warehouse is situated along the old ROW. The warehouse
has been in use for manufacturing and storage since it was built in 1927. In 1942, the Douglas
Aircraft Co. purchased the warehouse to support its expanded role in manufacturing planes during
WWII. While the productive wartime period is a significant period in Santa Monica’s history, this
facility was a secondary facility of the Douglas operations. Constructed in 1927, it is not directly
associated with the significant WWII period of Douglas Aircraft Co. operations, or with any
significant historical persons. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria A, B, or 1, 2. The facade of the warehouse has elements of the Spanish Eclectic style
including a stepped parapet roof line, a recessed arched central doorway, and decorative grilles on
the windows. The simplistic fagade does not distinctively embody the Spanish Eclectic style that
was popular from 1915 to 1940. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria C or 3. The site has low potential to yield information about prehistory or history, and
therefore it is not recommended eligible under criteria D or 4.
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Residential Building/School, 1706 21st St. Segment 3 (Olympic)

Built in 1914, this Craftsman house has undergone many alterations. Research has not indicated
any association with significant historical events or persons. Originally a residence, a fire
damaged the building in the early 1990s and the Crossroads School renovated the structure. The
interior was remodeled in 1992, and new front and rear porch additions were created at that time.
While the building still exhibits characteristics of the Craftsman style, popular from 1905 to 1930,
it has undergone significant alteration and therefore does not retain sufficient integrity to convey
the significance of the vernacular Craftsman style. It has not, and is not likely to yield information
about prehistory or history. It is therefore not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR
under any criteria.

Commercial Building, 1920 Olympic Blvd. Segment 3 (Olympic)

The 1940 building originally at 1920 Olympic Boulevard was a one-story, 1,500-square-foot wood
frame and stucco grocery store. The current building is of modern construction and does not
express historicity in form or design. No building permits for the demolition or alteration of the
original building were available or found. This building is clearly contemporary construction and
is not eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A, B, C, or 1, 2, 3. There is very little
potential to yield information about prehistory or history, and therefore it is not recommended
eligible under criteria D or 4.

Warehouse/Commercial Building, 1301 Olympic Blvd. Segment 3 (Olympic)

Originally built in 1925, this building was a one-story 7,450-square-foot brick building that was
used for manufacturing and storage. The interior was remodeled several times in the 1940s, 1950s,
1960s, and 1980s. It has undergone dramatic alterations. In the 1990s, the building was damaged
as a result of an earthquake and the exterior walls were structurally reinforced. By 2001, parapet
walls along the roofline were removed. Presently, the building has concrete stucco system applied
to the exterior with modern decorative glass tiles. This building does not embody a specific
architectural style. No associations to significant historical events or persons have been
discovered through research, and the overwhelming lack of integrity would not convey any
historical associations. It has not, nor is it likely to yield information about prehistory or history.
This building is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under any criteria.

Residential Building, 1625 20th St. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Building Assessor’s records indicate that this building was built in 1928; however, building permit
records indicate the building was moved in 1954 from Gardena, California, about 18 miles
southeast of Santa Monica, to its current location. No associations with significant historical
events or persons could be ascertained. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR
under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. This building exhibits characteristics of the vernacular Spanish
Eclectic style, popular from 1915 to 1940. Features that indicate the style include the Spanish roof
tiles, the prominent front-facing gable of the cross-gabled roof, and the wooden multi-pane
windows. This is a simplistic form of the style and does not possess distinctive characteristics of
the style. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. There is
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low potential to yield information about prehistory or history; therefore, it is not eligible under
criteria D or 4.

Commercial Building/Office, 1804 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Built in 1947 as the office for a roofing company, this building also had an associated storage shed
and open loading dock on the lot behind it. Research has not revealed any associations with
significant historical events or persons; therefore, it is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or
CRHR under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. Its simple construction exhibits a few elements of the
Craftsman style, including overhanging open rakes and rafter tails. However, the building is a
utilitarian form that does not distinctly embody the Craftsman style, popular from 1905 to 1930.
The variety of materials that clad the building also indicates that alterations have significantly
changed the building’s appearance. It is not eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3.
It is unlikely to yield information about prehistory or history, and is not recommended eligible for
the NRHP or CRHR under criteria D or 4.

Residential Building/Office, 528 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Built in 1910, this building has distinctive characteristics of the Craftsman style, popular from
1905 to 1930. FElements such as the exposed overhanging eaves with decorative rafter ends,
decorative triangular knee braces, and multi-pane sash indicate its style. However, the enclosure
of the front porch is a significant alteration. It is not recommended as individually eligible for the
NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. Research does not indicate a significant association with
historical events or persons, and therefore it is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR
under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. It has not, nor is it likely to yield information about prehistory or
history, and therefore it is not recommended eligible under criteria D or 4. Although this building
has intact and distinctive Craftsman elements, it has had some alterations that have detracted from
its integrity. It is not recommended as individually eligible for the NRHP or CRHR.

This building was previously surveyed according to the HRI; however, documentation of that
survey is unavailable.

“Dr. Nathaniel Huns House,” 516 Colorado Ave. Segment 3a (Colorado)

Built in 1897, this building is a rare example of a Queen Anne style Victorian house with
Spindlework details. It has the characteristic asymmetrical form, irregularly shaped roof, turret,
full-width wraparound porch, upper balcony, and elaborated Queen Anne decorative details. The
Spindlework subset of the Queen Anne style is the most commonly occurring type, popular from
1880 until 1910, but this is a rare example along this corridor. The exterior of this house is a
distinct example of the architectural style. Alterations to the building include the reconfiguration
of a single-family dwelling into four apartment units, the addition of insulated siding in the 1940s
(since removed), but the characteristic exterior was restored. It is recommended eligible for the
NRHP and CRHR under criteria C and 3. This house was originally built for Dr. Nathaniel Huns
during a late 19th century period of growth in Santa Monica. Alterations during the 20th century
included the addition of asphalt siding. In the 1980s, the Brentwood Center for Educational
Therapy made alterations to restore the building. This house was built in an important
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developmental period for Santa Monica, after the introduction of the railroad and during a period
of growth. It is not specifically associated with a significant event or person in Santa Monica’s
history, and is not recommended eligible for the NRHP and CRHR under criteria A, B, or 1, 2. It
has not, nor is it likely to yield information about prehistory or history. It is not recommended
eligible under criteria D or 4.

Although this building has had some alterations and has undergone restoration, its integrity of
design, materials, workmanship, setting, location, feeling and association is intact and adequately
conveys its significance as an example of a Queen Anne-style residence.

This building was previously surveyed and assigned a status code of 3S according to the HRI. The
documentation of that survey is unavailable; however, the resource has been assigned the name
“Dr. Nathaniel Huns House” in honor of its first owner.

Sears Roebuck and Company Building, 302 Colorado Ave. Segment 3 (Olympic)/Segment 3a

(Colorado)

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building, located at 302 Colorado Avenue, was built in
1946-1947 to house the largest and most prominent department store in Santa Monica. The
building, designed in 1945 by Roland H. Crawford, still houses the Sears Roebuck and Company
store. At the time of its construction, Sears Roebuck was a forerunner in the proliferation of
department stores throughout the country. Department stores hired notable architects to built
iconic buildings that would be landmarks in the community and attractive to a wide range of
consumers. The stores were also designed to cater to the car and less so to the pedestrian, as in
previous styles. The site was developed by the Janss Investment Corporation, a leading developer
in Los Angeles at the time, who then hired Crawford, who was a well-known Beverly Hills
architect. Crawford was adept in the Late Moderne style in his design of commercial buildings
and completed the building, which became an icon of the city in its present, central location. An
adjacent service station was also designed for the site, mimicking the architectural elements of the
main building. Although the original service station has undergone a large amount of alterations
and is now a garden center, the Sears Roebuck and Company Building has remained largely
unchanged.

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building was designated as a local landmark for the City of
Santa Monica in 2005, having met all six criteria reviewed by the Landmarks Commission of the
City of Santa Monica. It was found to be significant based on its cultural contribution to the City
of Santa Monica and its role in the development of a central business district in the city. Within a
national context, the Sears Roebuck and Company Building marked an era of changing
manufacturing and distribution of retail practices, transitions of transportation preferences, and
new consumer behaviors of American families. The iconic building is also visible from key
vantage points within Santa Monica and exhibits exemplary qualities of the Late Art Moderne
style of architecture. Significance was also based on the role of the Janss Corporation (developer)
and Crawford (architect), two notable Los Angeles figures.

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building demonstrates an association with a significant period
and theme in local and national history, the postwar consumer culture based on automobile access
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and the development of the downtown commercial district in Santa Monica. It is recommended
eligible for the NRHP and CRHR under criteria A and 1. It is associated with the Sears Roebuck
and Company enterprise which was pervasive in American retail and significant to American
consumer culture including during the postwar time period. However, this building is but an
example of the reaches of the Sears empire, and it does not convey a significant direct association
with the history of that corporation. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under
criteria B or 2. Its Late Moderne style and details are unique in a large commercial store in Santa
Monica and it conveys its original artistic design. It is a good example of Roland H. Crawford’s
work as a prominent architect in the region. Therefore, it is recommended eligible for the NRHP
and CRHR under criteria C and 3. It has not, nor is it likely to yield information about prehistory
or history, and it is not recommended eligible under criteria D or 4.

Presently, the Sears Building is located across the street from Santa Monica Place, the mall at the
terminus of the renowned Third Street Promenade. It is not included as part of the mall, but
contributes to the retail environment characteristic of the area.

Sears Roebuck and Company Automotive Center, 402 Colorado Ave. Segment 3 (Olympic)/
Segment 3a (Colorado)

The Sears Roebuck and Company Automotive Center, located at 402 Colorado Avenue, was built
circa 1950 as an expansion over the original service center located at 302 Colorado Avenue across
the street, and to complement the Sears Roebuck and Company Building. The original service
center was eventually modified to house the Sears Garden Center.

The Automotive Center, like the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, demonstrates the
thematic development of postwar consumer culture based on automobile access and supports the
association of the Sears Roebuck and Company Building with the development of the downtown
Santa Monica commercial district. Built in the 1950s, during the postwar era of changing
consumerism and transportation, the Automotive Center serviced the needs of the new automobile
culture. Like the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, the automotive center was designed to
attract consumers. However, this building was created to expand Sears Roebuck and Company
services and is not recommended individually eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria A
or 1. This building is also an example of the Sears retail empire, but does not convey a significant
direct association with the history of that corporation. It is not recommended eligible for the
NRHP or CRHR under criteria B or 2. It was designed at a later date to mimic some architectural
elements of the main building. The building possesses Late Moderne design influences, the only
notable characteristics being the marquee blade and neon signage above the corner angled entry
door. This building, however, was not constructed as part of the original design of the Sears
Roebuck and Company Building. While it also demonstrates the themes and period of
significance associated with the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, it does not significantly
convey the architectural style or significant work of an architect. It is not recommended for the
NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not, nor is it likely to yield information about
prehistory or history, and is not recommended eligible under criteria D or 4. The prominent fagade
of the building has also undergone significant alteration to its fenestration and garage bays. The
building does not retain sufficient integrity to be eligible for the NRHP or CRHR.
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SUMMARY

Twenty-six historic resources located within the Exposition Corridor Transit Project Phase 2 APE
were assessed for eligibility for the NRHP and CRHR (Table 12) and to determine if any of these
resources would qualify as historic properties for the purposes of NHPA and as historical
resources for the purposes of CEQA. Through a previously conducted reconnaissance survey of
over 700 properties along the project corridors that were built before 1965, and based on
preliminary archival research, 26 historic resources were identified that required further evaluation
to determine their eligibility for the NRHP or CRHR. The resources included a mix of 24
commercial and residential buildings, and two railroad bridges. They demonstrated a variety of

architectural styles and origins, and historical significance.

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Prior to this evaluation, two of the resources had already been designated. The Ivy Substation was
listed as a City of Los Angeles Cultural Monument. The Sears Roebuck and Company Building
was listed as a City of Santa Monica Landmark. Three more buildings were listed in the HRI. The
Sears Roebuck and Company Automotive Center at 402 Colorado Avenue; “Dr. Nathaniel Huns
House” at 516 Colorado Avenue; and the residential building/office at 528 Colorado Avenue had
been previously surveyed and evaluated as eligible for the NRHP and CRHR. Information of the
survey results was not available.

Seven total resources were determined to be historically significant, including the Ivy Substation
at 9015 Venice Boulevard, Sears Roebuck and Company Building at 302 Colorado Avenue, and
“Dr. Nathaniel Huns House” at 516 Colorado Avenue. The remaining four resources were a
Neoclassical apartment building at 9813 Venice Boulevard, the Culver City Masonic Lodge No.
467 at 9635 Venice Boulevard, the Citizens State Bank at 10341 Venice Boulevard, and the
Westdale Savings and Loan at 2920 S. Sepulveda Boulevard. These resources may be considered
historic properties and historical resources for the purposes of NHPA and CEQA. It is
recommended that any significant impacts or adverse effects as a result of the Exposition Corridor
Transit Project Phase 2 be properly mitigated through mitigation measures and any necessary
Memorandum of Agreement determined in consultation with SHPO.

Introduction

This memo summarizes the Exposition Corridor Project Phase 2 alternatives and discusses efforts
conducted to date by the consultants of the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority regarding
Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act. The Federal Transit Administration has
authorized the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority and its consultants to oversee Section 106
compliance (FTA letter to SHPO, dated Nov. 14, 2007). This memo also includes a discussion of the
records search, definition of the Area of Potential Effects (APE), and a proposed evaluation strategy.

1. Project Description - Progress Draft, Detailed Definition of Alternatives, Prepared by DMJM
Harris, Inc.
2. Draft Area of Potential Effects (APE) Maps, Prepared by EDAW, Inc.
a. Series | - includes Alternatives 1 (Option A), 2, 3
b. Series Il — Alternative 1, Option B (Colorado Alignment)

Three Alternatives are presented in the attached Progress Draft, Detailed Definition of Alternatives.
The following summarizes each of these alternatives, but please refer to the enclosed document for
more information.

Alternative 1

Alternative 1 (Exposition Right-Of-Way Alignment) would include the installation of stations and
platforms, trackwork, overhead catenary wires for distribution of electricity to Light Rail Transit (LRT)

vehicles, traction power substations and signaling and communication systems to control LRT
operations. The Exposition Right-Of-Way (ROW) Alignment is approximately 6.6 miles in length and
contains six or seven potential stations. The Exposition ROW Alignment would begin at the planned
terminus of the Exposition LRT Project Phase 1 in Culver City. From there, the alignment would be on
aerial structure over Venice Boulevard, returning to grade within the Exposition Rail ROW on the north
side of Venice Boulevard. The alignment would proceed at the existing grade of the rail ROW over
replacement rail bridges at National Boulevard and Motor Avenue.

The alignment would continue across Overland and Westwood with those crossings at-grade or grade
separated. A 600 foot siding could be located within the rail ROW near Greenfield Avenue, just east of
Military Avenue. The alignment would proceed across Sepulveda at-grade or grade separated, under
I-405 and over Sawtelle and Pico/Gateway where grade separation is recommended due to the
approach angles and street configurations. The alignment between Sawtelle and Cloverfield would
return to grade after crossing Sawtelle/Pico/Gateway on an aerial structure. From this point, the
alignment would run at-grade heading east within the rail ROW across Bundy Drive, Stewart Street,
26th Street and Cloverfield Boulevard.

Two optional alignments are being considered for the LRT alignment west of Cloverfield. Option A
would leave the dedicated Exposition rail ROW and begin running in the median of Olympic Boulevard.
This street running segment would operate at-grade within an exclusive ROW to Euclid Street where
the alignment would transition to aerial to cross 11th Street and the 1-10 Freeway ramps. To
accommodate this street running segment the existing median would be removed, as would street
parking. Just east of Lincoln Boulevard, the alignment would transition to an aerial structure, paralleling
the 1 -10 over Lincoln Boulevard, Olympic Boulevard and 5th Street, then turning north to the Santa
Monica Terminus Station at 4th Street and Colorado Boulevard.

Option B would cross Olympic just west of Cloverfield and continue in the abandon rail right of way to
approximately 18" Street. Between 18" Street and 17" Street the alignment would transition to
Colorado Boulevard. From approximately 17" Street, going west, the alignment would be contained
within the Colorado Avenue street right of way. The terminus Station would be at either Main and
Colorado or between 4™ and 5" on Colorado. Traffic lanes and possibly on street parking would be
eliminated to accommodate the light rail within the existing street section.

Alternative 2

Alternative 2, the Venice/Sepulveda Alignment Alternative would also include the installation of stations
and platforms, trackwork, overhead contact wire system for distribution of electricity to LRT vehicles,
traction power substations, and signaling and communication systems to control LRT operations. The
Venice/Sepulveda Alignment is approximately 7.5 miles in length and contains seven or eight potential
stations.

The Venice/Sepulveda Alignment would divert from the rail ROW at the Phase 1 Terminus Station in
Culver City and follow Venice Boulevard to Sepulveda Boulevard where it turns north to rejoin the Rail
ROW at approximately the 1-405 San Diego Freeway and then follows the ROW west. The LRT —
Venice/Sepulveda Alignment differs from the LRT — Exposition ROW Alignment beginning at the
planned terminus of Phase 1. At the Phase 1 Terminus Station in Culver City, Alternative 2 leaves the
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rail ROW and enters Venice Boulevard on aerial structure, returning to grade just east of Main Street
and Bagley Avenue. The LRT tracks will be located at-grade in the center of Venice Boulevard to
approximately Greenfield Avenue where the trackway transitions to an aerial structure as it turns north
in the center of Sepulveda Boulevard. The aerial structure comes to grade midway between where
Regent Street and Charnock Road intersect with Sepulveda Boulevard. The alignment continues at-
grade in the center of Sepulveda Boulevard until it turns west at Exposition Boulevard joins the rail
ROW as described in Alternative 1.

Alternative 3

Alternative 3, the BRT — Exposition ROW Alignment Alternative would utilize bus rapid transit in the
same Exposition ROW alignment as Alternative 1. The BRT — Exposition ROW Alignment is
approximately 6.6 miles in length and contains six or seven potential stations. The busway would be
principally located within the rail right-of-way. Just west of Cloverfield Boulevard in Santa Monica, the
BRT would operate in mixed flow traffic along Olympic Boulevard, 11th Street and Colorado Avenue
until reaching the terminus between 4th Street and 5th Street and Colorado in the City of Santa
Monica.

Background Research and Records Search

Background research on the project corridor, including research on the former Pacific Electric Railway
Company has been conducted. The Pacific Electric Railway operated the Santa Monica Air Line from
1911 to 1965 through much of the project corridor. In 1965 Pacific Electric merged with Southern
Pacific and the rail operated until the late 1980s. Additional historic research will be conducted and a
completed historic context statement on the project area will be prepared as part of the historic
resources technical report.

A records search including a ¥2-mile radius surrounding the project area was conducted at the South
Central Coastal Information Center housed at California State University, Fullerton. The records
search revealed that one property within the Draft APE is a City of Santa Monica Landmark, the Sears
Roebuck Building at 302 Colorado Avenue. The Sears Roebuck Building was also assigned a
California Historical Resource Status code of 3S, indicating it appears eligible for the National Register
of Historic Places (NRHP).

Area of Potential Effect

EDAW has conducted sites visits to the project area and in conjunction with DMJM Harris defined the
Draft APE. The width of the APE varies with the level of proposed disturbance. In areas where the
proposed LRT alignment would be at grade within the existing Exposition ROW, the APE is defined as
the limits of the ROW. In all other areas the APE includes the first row of adjacent parcels.
Specifically, this involves areas where the alignment would be an aerial structure, or at grade outside
of an existing railroad ROW, and at all station locations, proposed parking garages, and other
equipment sites (TPSS sites) associated with the LRT.
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The Draft APE was defined as the limits of the ROW in areas where the proposed LRT alignment
would be at grade as the introduction of a rail system in areas where rail historically functioned, would
not have the potential to cause impacts to historic resources. Historically, the Pacific Electric Railway
Company (Santa Monica Air Line) used the Southern Pacific ROW during its years of operation. The
ROW was used up until the late 1980s. Therefore, the re-introduction of a rail system within the
existing ROW does not have the potential to directly impact historic resources. In many instances the
existing ROW is 100 feet wide,and is located in a previously constructed channel that is below the
street level.

The Draft APE was defined to include the first row of adjacent parcels in areas where the project has
the potential to impact historic resources (i.e. all areas outside of the ROW). The introduction of a
concrete aerial structure and other equipment associated with the LRT has the potential to impact the
setting and viewshed of historic resources. If the design of the alternatives is modified, the APE will be
adjusted accordingly, in consultation with State Office of Historic Preservation (SHPO).

Survey and Evaluation Strategy

The estimated date of completion for the proposed project is 2015. Approximately 400 buildings
constructed before 1965 are located in the Draft APE. Several of the proposed alternatives include the
re-introduction of a rail system in an existing rail ROW. The existing ROW is up to 100 feet wide in
certain areas and removed from the direct setting and viewshed of buildings and structures. Therefore,
as the majority of the project involves re-introducing rail in areas where rail historically operated
(through the 1980s), the potential for impacts to historic resources is minimal to none.

In areas where the alignment will be on aerial structure, many of the buildings and structures in the
APE have been heavily altered and retain little material integrity; therefore, the potential for direct
impacts (demolition, material alteration, etc.) to historic resources as a result of the proposed project is
minimal. The Venice and Sepulveda corridors are characterized by a combination of residential,
commercial, and light industrial uses. The buildings have been modified over time to accommodate a
variety of functions. The corridors along Olympic and Colorado are also characterized by a mixture of
commercial and residential properties. These corridors have been modified and few buildings exhibit
their original design or function. Due to the number and types of modifications, there is limited
potential for impacts to historic resources. Thus, since the project impacts are limited in most locations
along the project corridors, minimal survey is recommended in those areas.

Under the current Programmatic Agreement (2003) between the Federal Highway Administration, the
Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, the California State Historic Preservation Officer, and the
California Department of Transportation, Stipulation VIl allows certain property types to be exempt
from evaluation. One of these Property Types (see Attachment 4 of Programmatic Agreement,
Property Type 6) includes “Altered buildings, structures, objects, districts, and sites that appear to be
more than 30 years old.” The Programmatic Agreement states that a property should be evaluated
only if the property has demonstrable potential for historic significance. Therefore, it seems reasonable
that properties in the APE for the current undertaking that have been so altered could be exempt from
evaluation. In order to determine those resources that would be exempt from evaluation a
reconnaissance survey of the APE would be completed. A list of addresses and APN numbers and
representative photographs of building types would be provided for SHPO to review. Following review
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of this information, only those resources over 50 years old that retain material and architectural
integrity, and are located in areas that where they could be potentially impacted by the project, would
require detailed evaluation. In addition, real estate acquisitions and or any property or structure over
50 years old that would be demolished as a result of the proposed project would be evaluated. This
would include the two rail bridges over Motor Avenue and National Boulevard which would be replaced
under Alternative 1 and 3.

The three-story building
has a horizontal emphasis with a wide central block, a flat roof, horizontal and vertical grooves in a smooth stucco exterior cladding,
and a rounded ledge and porch cover at the first story over a recessed main entrance on the northwest and northeast fagcades. The
corners of the building are further elaborated with recessed walls that have detailed horizontal grooves in the stucco surface with
sculptures in bas-relief of a man and boy on the north end of the fagade, and a woman and girl at the south end of the facade.

*B10.  Significance:

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building, located at 302 Colorado Avenue, was built in 1946-1947 to house the largest and most
prominent department store in Santa Monica. The building, designed in 1945 by Roland H. Crawford, still houses the Sears Roebuck
and Company store. At the time of its construction, Sears Roebuck was a forerunner in the proliferation of department stores
throughout the country. Department stores hired notable architects to built iconic buildings that would be landmarks in the community
and attractive to a wide range of consumers. The stores were also designed to cater to the car and less so to the pedestrian, as in
previous styles. The site was developed by the Janss Investment Corporation, a leading developer in Los Angeles at the time, who
then hired Crawford, who was a well-known Beverly Hills architect. Crawford was adept in the Late Moderne style in his design of
commercial buildings and completed the building, which became an icon of the city in its present, central location. An adjacent service
station was also designed for the site, mimicking the architectural elements of the main building. Although the original service station
has undergone a large amount of alterations and is now a garden center, the Sears Roebuck and Company Building has remained
largely unchanged.

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building was designated as a local landmark for the City of Santa Monica in 2005, having met all
six criteria reviewed by the Landmarks Commission of the City of Santa Monica. It was found to be significant based on its cultural
contribution to the City of Santa Monica and its role in the development of a central business district in the city. Within a national
context, the Sears Roebuck and Company Building marked an era of changing manufacturing and distribution of retail practices,
transitions of transportation preferences, and new consumer behaviors of American families. The iconic building is also visible from
key vantage points within Santa Monica and exhibits exemplary qualities of the Late Art Moderne style of architecture. Significance
was also based on the role of the Janss Investment Corporation (developer) and Crawford (architect), two notable Los Angeles
figures.

The Sears Roebuck and Company Building demonstrates an association with a significant period and theme in local and national
history, the postwar consumer culture based on automobile access and the development of the downtown commercial district in Santa
Monica. It is recommended eligible for the NRHP and CRHR under criteria A and 1. It is associated with the Sears Roebuck and
Company enterprise which was pervasive in American retail and significant to American consumer culture including during the
postwar time period. However, this building is but an example of the reaches of the Sears empire, and it does not convey a significant
direct association with the history of that corporation. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria B or 2. Its
Late Moderne style and details are unique in a large commercial store in Santa Monica and it conveys its original artistic design. Itis
a good example of Roland H. Crawford’s work as a prominent architect in the region. Therefore, it is recommended eligible for the
NRHP and CRHR under criteria C and 3. It has not, and is not likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and it is not
recommended eligible under criteria D or 4.

Presently, the Sears Building is located across the street from Santa Monica Place, the mall at the terminus of the renowned Third
Street Promenade. It is not included as part of the mall, but contributes to the retail environment characteristic of the area.

SECTION I.  An application was filed by the Landmarks Commission of the City of Santa
Monica on July 13, 2004, to designate the property (Sears Main Building) at 302 Colorado
Avenue as a City Landmark. The Landmarks Commission, having held Public Hearings
on October 11, 2004 and December 13, 2004 hereby designate the Sears Main Building
at 302 Colorado Avenue as a Landmark and the real property, commonly known 302
Colorado Avenue, as a Landmark Parcel based on the following findings:

(1) It exemplifies, symbolizes, or manifests elements of the cultural, social, economic,
political or architectural history of the City.

When it opened its doors in 1947, Sears Department Store (Sears Main Building) became
the largest and most prominent department store in the City of Santa Monica, strongly
contributing to the economic development of the Central Business District in the postwar
years. Sears remains the sole surviving large retail establishment of the early postwar
years operating in the City. As such, its presence manifests and exemplifies elements of
the City's economic history. One aspect of this was the relatively new concept of granting
primary consideration to automobile accommodation, which in this case included
provision of a 200-space parking lot and a service station (later modified to the
present-day Garden Center). This commercial development trend both reflected and
encouraged the focusing of family life on growing consumerism within American culture,
fueled by expanding selections of novel, affordable items made available by innovative
materials and technological advances.

Thus, the Sears Main Building holds additional significance due to its uninterrupted
association with Sears-Roebuck and as a local symbol of the nationally significant “event”
of postwar auto-oriented department store development, with its extensive influence on
post-World War Il American life. In addition, the Sears Main Building exemplifies a
particular and short-lived stylistic phase in the architectural history of the City, the Late
Moderne. Character-defining features of the Sears Main Building that are indicative of the
Late Moderne style include horizontally-patterned corner striations and elongated window
bands, smooth concrete exterior surfaces incised with a grid-like pattern, curving
canopies, and stylized decorative bas-relief sculptures.

(2) It has aesthetic or artistic interest or value, or other noteworthy interest or value.
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Given its relative isolation from surrounding buildings, the Sears Main Building manifests
a strong iconic presence and form, especially when approached from the west on
Colorado Avenue but also as an important anchor as viewed from all directions. The
subtlety of the Sears Main Building’s decorative elements, such as the horizontal striations
and grid-like patterns rendered in concrete, and the pair of stylized bas-relief sculptures
gracing the north elevation, further emphasize the building as an aesthetic object. The
subject property stands out from other subsequent Sears outlets due to its pedestrian
orientation, downtown location and the attention to architectural design. Therefore, as an
excellent local example of the Late Moderne architectural style as applied to a commercial
structure, the Sears Main Building possesses sufficient aesthetic and artistic value
necessary for designation under this criterion.

(3) It is identified with historic personages or with important events in local, state or
national history.

The iconic Sears Main Building, built for the substantial sum of $300,000 in 1946-7, is
associated with the postwar transitional development period of Sears-Roebuck, one of the
oldest department store chains in the country. The Janss Investment Corporation owned
the subject property and developed it for the Sears department store. A prominent
developer of many communities in Southern California, the Janss Investment Corporation
is best known as the developer of Westwood Village and portions of its surrounding
residential areas, and for their sale of land to accommodate the UCLA campus. The Janss
Investment Corporation has been involved in the development of numerous areas in the
region over the decades as well as more recent work in the City Of Santa Monica including
development that revitalized the Third Street Promenade in 1989. The Sears Main
Building is also associated with its prominent Beverly Hills architect, Rowland Crawford.
As such, the property represents an era in which leading national companies competed,
hiring talented architects to design “landmark” department store buildings that would
attract newly mobile, automobile-owning families to shop as a form of recreation. The
Sears development is identified with regionally-significant developer Janss Investment
Corporation and with prominent architect Rowland Crawford and therefore satisfies this
criterion.

(4) Itembodies distinguishing architectural characteristics valuable to a study of a period,
style, method of construction, or the use of indigenous materials or craftsmanship, or
is a unique or rare example of an architectural design, detail or historical type
valuable to such a study.

The Sears Main Building is an excellent example of the Late Moderne architectural style.
As such, the building embodies a number of distinguishing architectural characteristics of
this style including: a pronounced emphasis on horizontality expressed by the horizontal
striations on the building's corners and parapets, the window bands of the third floor
employee cafeteria, and the curving canopies that shade the customer entrances. Other
character-defining features of the style include a grid of incised squares that center
exterior elevations and several stylized bas-relief sculptures. Additionally, the steel and
concrete construction incorporating 1947 state-of-the-art “earthquake-proof construction”
is a notable feature of this structure. The Late Moderne was a short-lived architectural
style from the early postwar years of which few highly intact examples exist in the City of
Santa Monica.  Therefore, the Sears Main Building is valuable to a study of the
architectural history of the early postwar period and the Late Moderne style.
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(5) Itis significant or a representative example of the work or product of a notable builder,
designer or architect.

The Sears Main Building and site was designed by Beverly Hills-based architect Rowland
H. Crawford (1902-1973), who worked as the Supervising Architect for the Times-Mirror
Company, the Brown Derby Restaurants and the owner of the subject property, the Janss
Investment Corporation. Crawford is acknowledged as one of the few architects closely
identified with the Late Moderne architectural style in the Los Angeles area, as expressed
in several key buildings designed by Crawford including the subject property (1946), the
Times-Mirror Building (1948), and the Brentwood Country Mart. Crawford was identified
by noted architectural historian Paul Gleye for his achievements in the Late Moderne
architectural style, citing the Times-Mirror Building as one of the style’s most important
local examples. The Sears complex, constructed one year earlier than the Times-Mirror
Building, is a significant example of Crawford’s work and of his mastery of interpreting the
Late Moderne style in the built environment.

(6) It has a unique location, a singular physical characteristic, or is an established and
familiar visual feature of a neighborhood, community, or the City.

The Sears Main Building is uniquely located on a large, triangular "island" of land
(approximately 462 feet by 547 feet by 586 feet (135, 472 sq. ft.)) adjacent to the Santa
Monica Freeway (Interstate 10) and the Civic Center to the south, Fourth Street to the
east, Colorado Avenue to the north, and Main Street to the west. In addition to the
thousands of automobiles that can view the site while driving west on the Santa Monica
freeway, the Sears Main Building is visible to pedestrians and automobiles approaching
the site on surface streets from virtually every direction. Due to the structure’s unique form
and high visibility from many vantage points in the City both historically and today, it has
become a local icon and a defining feature of Santa Monica’s downtown and is clearly an
established and familiar visual feature of the City.

SECTION Il. Based on the above findings, the real property, commonly known as 302
Colorado Avenue located adjacent to the Santa Monica Freeway (Interstate 10) and the
Civic Center to the south, Fourth Street to the east, Colorado Avenue to the north, and
Main Street to the west, is designated as a Landmark Parcel to preserve, maintain, protect
and safeguard the Landmark Sears Main Building.

SECTION Ill. The original accessory structure gasoline service station located on the
Sears parcel was designed and built together with the Sears Main Building in 1946-7. Its
construction was representative of the commercial development trend that catered to an
emerging automobile-oriented population. The gasoline service station, now Garden
Center, was originally designed to reflect and complement the architectural features of the
Sears Main Building as was applicable to a support service building. The original service
station exhibited several Late Moderne stylistic elements including its broad horizontality
and curving roof canopies. The original design also incorporated large plate glass
expanses on each of the four elevations and two sets of large collapsible steel gates for
entry and exit from the service bays. The accessory gasoline service station building has,
however, undergone extensive alterations and a change in use over the years. Each of the
four building elevations has been substantially altered for its reuse as a Garden Center.
Some of these alterations include removal of nearly all original windows and doors on
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each elevation, placement of solid walls over many of these original openings, and a large
addition to the building along 4™ Street. Due to these extensive modifications, the
accessory structure is not eligible for individual City Landmark status. However, prior to
any alteration or demolition of this accessory building, a Certificate of Appropriateness
must be obtained. No demolition of this building may occur unless the Landmarks
Commission has reviewed and approved the replacement project for this accessory
building.

Each and all of the findings and determinations are based on the competent and
substantial evidence, both oral and written, contained in the entire record relating to the
Project. All summaries of information contained herein or in the findings are based on the
substantial evidence in the record. The absence of any particular fact from any such
summary is not an indication that a particular finding is not based in part on that fact.

*B10. Significance:

The Sears Roebuck and Company Automotive Center, located at 402 Colorado Avenue, was built circa 1950 as an expansion over
Sears’s original service center located at 302 Colorado Avenue across the street, and to complement the Sears Roebuck and
Company Building. The original service center was eventually modified to house the Sears Garden Center.

The Automotive Center, in association with the Sears Roebuck and Company store located across 4™ Street, demonstrates the
thematic development of postwar consumer culture based on automobile access and supports the association of the Sears Roebuck
and Company Building with the development of the downtown Santa Monica commercial district. Built in the 1950s, during the
postwar era of changing consumerism and transportation, the Automotive Center serviced the needs of the new automobile culture.
Like the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, the automotive center was designed to attract consumers. However, this building
was an addition created to support the Sears Roebuck and Company Building and is not recommended individually eligible for the
NRHP or CRHR under criteria A or 1. This building is also an example of the reaches of the Sears retail empire, and does not convey
a significant direct association with the history of that corporation. It is not recommended eligible for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria
B or 2. It was designed at a later date to mimic the architectural elements of the main building. The building is notable for its Late
Moderne influence in conjunction with the Sears Roebuck and Company Building, the most notable characteristics being the marquee
blade and neon signage above the corner angled entry door. This building, however, was not constructed as part of the original
design of the Sears Roebuck and Company Building. While it also demonstrates the themes and period of significance related to the
Sears Roebuck and Company Building, it does not significantly convey the architectural style or significant work of an architect. Itis
not recommended for the NRHP or CRHR under criteria C or 3. It has not, and is not likely to yield information about prehistory or
history, and is not recommended eligible under criteria D or 4. The prominent facade of the building has also undergone significant
alteration to its fenestration and garage bays.

The fagade has a wraparound porch with steps at the corner, a spindle balustrade, spindle porch supports with decorative brackets
and a beaded spindle frieze.

It has the characteristic
asymmetrical form, irregularly shaped roof, turret, full-width wraparound porch, upper balcony, and elaborated Queen Anne
decorative details. The Spindlework subset of the Queen Anne style is the most commonly occurring type, popular from 1880 until

Alterations to the building include the reconfiguration of a single-family dwelling into four apartment units, the addition of insulated
siding in the 1940s (since removed), but the characteristic exterior was restored.

Although this building has had some alterations and underwent restoration, its integrity of design, materials, workmanship, setting,
location, feeling and association is intact and adequately conveys its significance as an example of a Queen Anne-style residence.

Built in 1928 as the Culver City Masonic Lodge, No. 467, this building is significant because of its association with the Masons, whose
organization reflected the importance and influence of the social groups in Culver City’s early history. Social organizations were an
important component of the development of the local community. The prominence of the Masons in local history is reflected in the
grand scale of the building.

The Ivy Substation was built in 1907 to provide power for the Pacific Electric Railway. The Mission Revival-style two-story building is
perfectly symmetrical with its rectangular plan, medium-pitched gabled roof, and fenestration. Set on a concrete foundation, the
stucco exterior walls are smooth, and the roof is asphalt covered. The front and rear five-bay fagades are identical, with a central
entrance with arched window above and a full height arched windows in each side bay; three arched vents above the central door; and
a Mission-style full-height roof parapet with elaborated coping at the gable. The seven-bay side elevations are also similar, with
full-height arched windows in each bay, with the exception of a door in the central bay of the north elevation. The full-height windows
do not appear original, but consist of nine-over-nine double-hung sash with an arched sash above. The medium overhang of the roof
rake has triangle brackets in close series. The building underwent significant restoration in the 1980s and 1990s, but it appears that
no major alterations were performed on the building exterior.

*B10. Significance:

The Ivy Substation was built in 1907 to provide power for the Pacific Electric Railway. The railway was a system of streetcars that ran
until the early 1960s, reaching as far as Riverside and San Bernardino counties. The Ivy Substation was the largest electric
substation on the Balloon Route, which traveled from Los Angeles to the Pacific Ocean. Its construction occurred at a time when the
bolstering of the rail's capacity and breadth was a top priority and the station employed the most innovative and efficient mechanisms
of power generation. The Mission Revival-style station allowed larger, more powerful railcars to operate on the line. The extent of the
Pacific Electric line peaked in 1925, and as automobile travel gained dominance in the post-war years, mass transportation fell out
of favor. The substation was closed in 1953 when the Santa Monica Air Line discontinued service and freight trains switched to diesel
engines. In the era of urban renewal, demolition threatened this historic landmark. As a result of lobbying from local historians and
railroad historians, the building was saved, and listed as a City of Los Angeles Cultural Monumentin 1978. In 1993, the Ivy Substation
was renovated to become a performance space with funds from the Culver City Redevelopment Agency, who still manages the
property. The San Diego architecture firm of Hubbell and Hubbell completed the renovation and in 1997 received a California
Preservation Design Award for its work. The building technically is on land owned by the City of Los Angeles, but Culver City leases
the building and surrounding grounds. In 2002, the interior was once again renovated to be a 99-seat theater. Currently, the building
houses The Actors Guild, which is a theater company under the direction of Tim Robbins, and provides an anchor to the thriving
theater district of Downtown Culver City.

The building is notable not only for its representation of a significant period of Los Angeles history and transportation trends, but for
its architectural style. The building was designed in the Mission Revival style, which was uncommon for generation facilities.
Additionally, many industrial buildings of the same style had been lost or altered, and the Ivy Substation is especially intact. Although
registered on the NRHP and locally designated, the nominations for this building are unavailable. Based on this evaluation, the Ivy
Substation exhibits qualities that make it eligible under NRHP Criteria A, for its association with the Los Angeles transportation
network in connection with the Pacific Electric Railway and the Santa Monica Air Line; and under NRHP Criteria C, for its rare Mission
Revival-style design as a utilitarian building. It is not associated with significant persons, nor is it likely to yield information about
prehistory or history; therefore, it is not recommended eligible under NRHP criteria D.

The Motor Avenue Bridge was constructed in 1962 and the National Boulevard Bridge in 1964. Both bridges were part of the Pacific
Electric Railway/Santa Monica Air Line that extended from downtown Los Angeles to Santa Monica. Both the Motor Avenue Bridge
and the National Boulevard Bridge are single-span half-through, or pony, plate girder bridges. The bridges similarly consist of two
riveted steel plate girders that span five lanes of automobile traffic and are supported by formed concrete abutments on either side.
The girders are braced at the interior joints with the bridge deck. The bridge decks are reinforced concrete supported by I-beams that
rest between the bottom flanges of the plate girders. The decks carry single lanes of track.

*B10. Significance:

The Motor Avenue Bridge and the National Boulevard Bridge were built in 1962 and 1964 respectively, and while they meet the age
criterion, these particular bridges do not date to the significant period of the Pacific Electric Railroad/Santa Monica Air Line. They do
not have a direct association to events or the company that were significant in the development of the area, and are therefore not
eligible under NRHP criteria A or B, or CRHR criteria 1 or 2. Further, the bridges do not exhibit any particular characteristics that
distinctly embody a significant construction type. Half-through plate girder bridges have been in common use along railroad lines in
the United States due to their effectiveness over shorter spans and their minimal bridge depth requirement for clearance over
obstacles, in this case automobile traffic. The half-through plate girder bridge is a ubiquitous railroad bridge type. These bridges do
not meet NRHP criterion C or CRHR criterion 3. While these are part of the archaeological resource the Pacific Electric
Railroad/Santa Monica Air Line, they are not likely to yield information about prehistory or history, and are not eligible under NRHP
criterion D or CRHR criterion 4. The Motor Avenue and National Boulevard Bridges do not meet any criteria for NRHP or CRHR
eligibility.
