This letter responds to the request, received from Ervin Poka of the Federal Highway
Administration on November 2, 2000, for information on endangered and threatened species that
might be affected by a Bus Rapid Transit guideway project planned by the Los Angeles County
Metropolitan Transportation Authority. The project would provide an at-grad busway facility

along the former Southern Pacific Burbank-Chandler track, from the North Hollywood Red Line
station westward to Warner Center.

No listed species are known to occur in the immediate project area. Therefore, we have
determined that no adverse impacts to federally endangered or threatened species or critical
habitat will occur as a result of the proposed action, and no further consultation with our office is
needed under the Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended. Should project plans change, or
if additional information on the distribution of listed or proposed species becomes available, this
determination may be reconsidered.
