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PREFACE

The draft environmental document for the San Fernando Valley East-West Transit
Corridor Project was written and circulated as a combined Draft Environmental Impact
Statement (DEIS) pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and Draft
Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) pursuant to the California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA). At the time the draft document was circulated, it was intended that both the
federal lead agency under NEPA (the Federal Transit Administration [FTA]) and the lead
agency under CEQA (the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority
[MTA]) would jointly complete the NEPA and CEQA environmental processes and
jointly participate in implementing the proposed BRT project. It was understood at that
time, however, that a specific funding commitment on the part of the FTA had not been
identified and that therefore the joining of the two environmental processes was being
done to qualify the BRT project for federal funding should a later commitment be made.
Since completing the Preliminary Engineering process, and recognizing that a federal
funding commitment has not been identified, the MTA has elected to pursue the two
environmental processes independently of one another.  To that end, this Final
Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) is being processed by MTA (the CEQA lead
agency) and a project will be identified for implementation at the completion of that
process. MTA has identified sufficient funding under its direct control to permit the BRT
project to be constructed, without the need for federal funding. However, MTA wishes to
retain the option of seeking federal funding for a portion of the project cost, and therefore
it may elect to complete the environmental document under NEPA (with FTA as the lead
federal agency) as a separate process. A decision to move forward with the NEPA
portion of the process may (or may not) be made subsequent to completion of the CEQA
process.

In order to permit the environmental document to move forward under NEPA, some of
the contents have been retained, such contents being responsive specifically to either
NEPA requirements or FTA policy guidance. Specifically, the following portions of the
document remain for that purpose:

Entries in Section S-5 (shown in Tables S-1, S-2, and S-3) indicate NEPA impact
characterizations (“adverse” impacts, “potentially adverse” impacts, “minor adverse”
impacts, and “not adverse” impacts). The reader should note that CEQA impact
characterizations are also included (“significant” impacts, “potentially significant”
impacts, “not significant” impacts).

Section S-6 (Financial Analysis and Comparison of the Alternatives)
NEPA impact characterizations in Chapter 4 (Affected Environment and Environmental

Consequences) and Chapter 5 (Construction Impacts) of the same nature as described
above under Tables S-1, S-2, and S-3.




Analysis contained in sections 4-14 and 5-14 prepared pursuant to Section 106 of the
National Historic Preservation Act.

Sections 4-3.1.d, 4-3.2.c, 4-3.3.3, and 4-3.4.3 - Environmental Justice considerations
required pursuant to Executive Order 12898.

Section 4-15 (Section 4[f] Evaluation) - required under the Department of Transportation
Act and not under CEQA.

Chapter 6 (Purpose and Need and Financial Comparison of Alternatives) — required by
FTA guidance.

CHAPTER 7 - COMMENTS AND COORDINATION

7-1 PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT AND OUTREACH

Public involvement and community outreach are integral components of the project development
and environmental processes associated with the proposed project. This chapter documents these
public involvement and community outreach efforts.

7-1.1 Objectives

The principal objectives of the public involvement and community outreach program for the
proposed project have been to:

e Create a process where the public, government agencies and officials, and other stakeholders
have an opportunity to exchange information regarding the proposed project;

® Seek the participation of stakeholders in project planning and development, alternatives
selection, and environmental review;

e Identify and respond to issues of concern to stakeholders about the proposed project; and

® Incorporate the concerns of stakeholders into the project development and environmental
review processes where appropriate.

7-1.2 Activities
7-1.2.1 Stakeholder Identification

The public involvement and community outreach program for the proposed project has identified
those individuals and families, community and civic organizations, businesses, homeowner and
neighborhood associations, government agencies and officials, and others that have an interest
in, or would be affected by, the proposed project. These stakeholders have been included in a
contact database for the proposed project in order provide periodic information about the status
of the project.

7-1.2.2 Stakeholder Outreach

Meetings and briefings have been conducted with stakeholders throughout the San Fernando
Valley in order inform them about the proposed project, elicit their comments, and identify their
issues of concern. The meetings that have taken place to date are shown in Table 7-1.

7-2 PUBLIC SCOPING PROCESS

7-2.1 Notice of Intent

A Notice of Intent (NOI) to prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) was published by
the FTA in the Federal Register on May 19, 2000 (FR 31955 — 31956, Vol. 65, No. 98). The
NOI announced the FTA’s intent to prepare an EIS in accordance with the National
Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA). It provided formal notice of the opportunity to
comment in writing and/or at the public scoping meetings. The NOI also included information
on the project background, study area, alternatives, probable effects to be studied, FTA

procedures, and contact information.

Comments and Coordination

7-2.2 Notice of Preparation

A Notice of Preparation (NOP) of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) was mailed by the
MTA on May 10, 2000. The NOP announced the MTA’s intent to prepare an EIR pursuant to
the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Like the NOI, it provided formal notice of
the opportunity to comment in writing and/or at the public scoping meetings. The NOP also
included information on the proposed project, alternatives, anticipated effects, and contact
information.

7-2.3 Scoping Activities

The public comment and scoping period for the proposed project commenced on May 10, 2000
and closed on June 23, 2000. Comments were received from individuals, organizations, and
government agencies and officials in written correspondence and at scoping workshops.

7-2.3.1 Written Correspondence

A total of 18 written comment letters and e-mail documents were received from 15 different
parties. A summary of this written correspondence is provided in Appendix G.

7-2.3.2 Scoping Workshops

Two public scoping workshops and one government agency workshop were held during the
public comment and scoping period:

a. Format

The two public scoping workshops were held in an open house format with information stations
staffed by members representing the MTA and the project consultant team. The topics for each
of the information stations included:

Various types of information materials were available to those who attended the public scoping
workshops, including: welcome sheets, four fact sheets on different topics, photographs, maps,
and charts.

A public comment station with portable computers and written comment sheets provided
workshop attendees an opportunity to document their comments on the proposed project and
request additional information.

b. Nofice

Notice of the two public scoping workshops was provided by means of mailings and news
media. A bilingual (English — Spanish) meeting notice was mailed to project area residents and
businesses on May 11, 2000. The mailing list included elected officials, homeowner and
neighborhood associations, business groups, commercial tenants leasing property in the MTA
right-of-way, and additional stakeholders identified in previous transit studies. Meeting notices
were published in the San Fernando Valley Business Journal, Los Angeles Daily News, Los
Angeles Times, and La Opinion newspapers. A press release announcing the workshops was also
provided to the editors of the San Fernando Valley Business Journal, Los Angeles Times, and La
Opinion newspapers.

c. Attendance

A total of 22 project staff members were available to the 62 members of the public who attended
the East Valley workshop in Sherman Oaks, and the 42 members of the public who attended the
West Valley workshop in Woodland Hills.

7-2.3.3 Scoping Comments

In addition to the 18 written letters and e-mail documents received during the public comment
and scoping period, there were 53 comment sheets received at the two public scoping workshops.

The primary concerns about the proposed project that were raised in the scoping comments were
related to noise, vibration, air quality, traffic, aesthetic, and safety effects. Other subjects that
were raised with some frequency involved potential alignments, technology/mode options,
alternative uses for the MTA right-of-way, and the scoping workshop format.
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a. Alignments

Many comments addressed the potential alignments for the proposed project. A number of these
comments suggested that north-south corridors along Van Nuys Boulevard and Lankershim
Boulevard would be more favorable than the proposed east-west alignment because there would
be greater ridership demand and more major employment and educational centers would be
served. Other comments on potential alignments were directed at the East Valley portion of the
proposed project, particularly the segment along Chandler Boulevard between Lankershim
Boulevard and Woodman Avenue. Comments in favor of this alignment pointed out that it
would be cost-effective since it is already owned by the MTA. Those opposed to this alignment
cited concerns about the sensitive residential and religious communities in the area, and felt that
alignments along Oxnard Street or Victory Boulevard would better serve the area.

b. Technology/Mode

Several comments were related to the technology and mode options for the proposed project
corridor. Most of these comments, while acknowledging that bus rapid transit (BRT) was
feasible under present constraints, believed that a light rail (LRT) or heavy rail system would be
a superior technology in terms of cost-effectiveness and ridership. A guided busway system was
suggested as an alternative technology for the corridor as well. A few comments also supported
an on-street rapid bus system with preferential traffic signals like the Metro Rapid line along
Ventura Boulevard.

c. Environmental Effects

Comments that noted potential environmental effects of the proposed project were principally
focused on noise, vibration, air quality, traffic, aesthetic, and safety effects. Many comments
stated that these types of environmental impacts would adversely affect residential
neighborhoods and could not be mitigated to the satisfaction of the community. A small number
of comments suggested that the proposed project would have beneficial environmental effects
insofar as traffic congestion and air quality would potentially be improved.

d. MTA Right-of-Way

There were a number of comments regarding alternative uses for the MTA right-of-way, with
most of these suggesting that a bike path and green space be provided either in addition to or
instead of a busway.

e. Scoping Workshop Format

A few comments opposed the open house format for the public scoping workshops.
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7-3 AGENCY CONSULTATION/COORDINATION

7-3.1 Seoping Comments

Written comments were received from 10 public agencies during the public comment and
scoping period. Most of these comments requested that particular resources be analyzed in the
environmental document and suggested methodologies for those analyses. A summary of the
written correspondence from public agencies is included in Appendix G.

7-3.2 Scoping Workshop

A scoping workshop for government agencies and officials was held at the MTA Headquarters,
Gateway Plaza, on May 24, 2000. MTA staff and the project consultant team provided
information about the proposed project and described the environmental process to the attendees.
No comments were received at the workshop.

7-3.3 Coordination Meetings

As noted in section 7-1, above, the public involvement and community outreach program for the
proposed project has included ongoing meetings and briefings with various stakeholders, among
them government agencies and officials. These meetings are expected to continue as needed for
the duration of the environmental review and project development processes.

7-4 CIRCULATION OF THE DRAFT EIR

The Draft EIS/EIR for the San Fernando Valley East-West Transit Corridor was circulated for
public review beginning May 18, 2001. A Notice of Availability was published in the Federal
Register on May 18, 2001, and in major _area newspapers. The MTA Board has reviewed the
Final EIS/EIR for the San Fernando Valley East/West Transit Corridor project in the context of
Public Resource Code section 21092.1 and CEQA Guidelines section 15088.5 and has concluded
that it presents no significant new information that would require the recirculation of the Draft
EIS/EIR. The reasons supporting this decision are as follows:

1. No new significant unmitigated environmental impacts resulting from the project or from
a new mitigation measure have been presented in the Final EIS/EIR. Between the Draft
and Final EIS/EIR documents, consideration has been given to operating the BRT with
weekend service on the Lankershim/Oxnard alignment and Preliminary Engineering has
provided refinements in project components. None of these refinements would produce
new significant impacts that have not previously been disclosed, and in_most cases, has
resulted in a lessening of impacts previously disclosed. The potential resiting of one
station—at Pierce College—would result in an inconsistency with the current community
plan, but the existing uses are already inconsistent and lawfully may continue, so the
inconsistency is not an adverse environmental impact under NEPA (significant
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environmental impact under CEQA). The operation of the busway adjacent to the sound
studio that is proposed at Tujunga Avenue and Chandler Boulevard would result in a

otentially adverse impact under NEPA (potentially significant impact under CEQA).
However, mitigation measures have been adopted that will reduce any identified adverse
impact under NEPA (significant impact under CEQA) to a level of insignificance.

2. There has not occurred a substantial increase in the severity of environmental impacts
previously disclosed in the Draft EIS/EIR. In fact, impacts have been lessened in the area
of property acquisition, in addition to other areas. The potential resiting of one BRT
station at Pierce College could result in an inconsistency with the current land use plan
governing the affected area, but the existing uses are already inconsistent and lawfully
may continue, so the inconsistency is not an adverse, significant environmental impact.

3. No feasible project alternative has been identified between the Draft and Final EIS/EIR
that is considerably different from those previously disclosed that would lessen the
environmental impacts of the project. A number of commenters have suggested that an
expanded TSM Alternative should be considered, but the TSM Alternative that was
analyzed in the Draft EIS/EIR provides a reasonable Alternative for evaluation purposes
and is not substantially different from the suggested expanded TSM. An expanded TSM
Alternative could, in fact, result in increased, rather than lessened, impacts, since
additional buses on existing streets could result in increased noise impacts to residential
areas, and other effects. The suggested weekend service along the Lankershim/ Oxnard

On-Street Alignment would also not lessen impacts; rather, that change would result in
impacts to both the Lankershim/Oxnard and Chandler Boulevard areas.

4. The Draft EIS/EIR presented information and data sufficient to provide the public with
an_opportunity to conduct a meaningful review and comment on the project, its
alternatives, and the potential environmental impacts. The refinements as a result of
Preliminary Engineering were not so significant that their absence in the Draft EIS/EIR
would render it a wholly conclusory document. The Draft EIS/EIR provided the location
of the proposed route, and the Preliminary Engineering refinements were focused to
address comments by the community. For example, three pedestrian paths have been
added to Chandler Boulevard to further accommodate the walking character of the

community, and additional turn pockets have been added all along the route to further
reduce potential congestion and to foster safety. Also, certain acquisitions were

eliminated, and additional landscaping was added to further lessen potential
environmental impacts. By identifying the location of the route, the Draft EIS/EIR
provided the public a meaningful opportunity to comment upon the route’s potential
community and other environmental impacts. The Draft EIS/ EIR was circulated for a
total of 69 days, over 700 comment transmittals (conveying over 1.200 individual
comments) were received, including those from two public hearings that were held, and
two_opportunities for testimony in_front of MTA Board members. Preliminary
Engineering did not alter the project. It identified and provided additional components to
further mitigate community concerns, included the addition of sound walls, pedestrian
pathways, and traffic-calming improvements. These and other project components that
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were added by Preliminary Engineering did not render the Draft EIS/EIR inadequate or
conclusory.

7-5 DEIS/DEIR COMMENTS AND RESPONSES

The Draft EIS/EIR for the San Fernando Valley East-West Transit Corridor will-be was
circulated for public review beginning May 18, 2001. A Notice of Availability has-been was
pubhshed in thc Federal Regzster on Mav 18, 2001, and in major area newspapers P&bhe

Public hearings on the Draft EIS/EIR were held on June 21, 2001 and June 26, 2001, at Pierce
College and Valley College, respectively. Notification of these two hearings was provided to the

public by the following means:

a. Stakeholder Database/Mailing List

A bilineual (English/Spanish) notice was mailed to all contacts within the project database list.

MTA Staff made follow up calls to all known homeowner, business and community
organizations to encourage the their membership’s participation.

b. Web Site

A project web site was set up and made available to provide individuals with information_about
the project via the Internet. The MTA website included a link where individuals could download

the DEIS/R. The project’s public hearings were also noticed on the website, as well as providing
information to stakeholders as to how to provide comments on the DEIS/R.

c. Newspaper Notices

Newspaper notices were placed by the MTA to announce administrative public hearings and the
MTA Board Hearing. Notices were placed in the following newspapers: The Daily News, The
Los Angeles Times, and La Opinion. Additionally, numerous articles regarding the project have
been written by The Daily News and The Los Angeles Times. Prior to the MTA Board public
hearing. on July 19, 2001, La Opinion published an article regarding the project.
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d. Flyers

The public hearings of June 21 and 26, 2001 were publicized via bilingual (English/Spanish)
flyers that were placed on all MTA buses throughout the San Fernando Valley. The flyers listed

the two hearings and contact information for those individuals who desired additional
information.

Over 600 people were in attendance at the two hearings combined, and 129 speakers were heard.

In addition, the MTA Board heard public testimony at a workshop on July 19, 2001, and at 1t
regular meeting on July 26, 2001. A total of 86 speakers were heard.

The public comment period was originally scheduled to cease on July 3, 2001, but was extended
to July 26, 2001. A total of 69 days for public comment was allowed.

Over 700 comment letters or other forms of written and oral communication (conveying over
1,200 individual comments) were received and have been organized into groups (including the
oral testimony) as follows:
