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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MT A) has initiated the 
design phase for the Metro Red Line East Extension. As a part of the design work, the MT A 
has requested that Enviro-Rail assist in the identification of known and potential sources of 
contamination along the alignment. In order to comply with this request, Enviro-Rail has 
performed a Baseline Environmental Study for the East extension. This work was performed 
under Contract EN027 between the MTA and Enviro-Rail, Contract Work Order (CWO) 
EN027-012. 

The primary purpose ofEnviro-Rail's Baseline Environmental Study was to compile available 
data and information on conditions along the alignment. This study is the first phase of an 
overall project to develop an accurate evaluation of the presence, type and extent of 
contaminates along and adjacent to the . alignment, as well as the presence of other 
environmental factors that could impact construction of the segment. 

The results of the study will also be used to develop costs associated with managing the 
identical environmental issues, so that their financial impact on construction costs can be 
estimated. 

The segment starts at Union Station, extends south to Little Tokyo, then heads east to the 
First and Boyle, Chavez/Soto and First and Lorena stations. Several sources were used for 
the data needed to document known or potential sources of contamination along the 
alignment. These sources included: 

• Vista Environmental Services, Inc. (Vista) which performed a Regulatory Agency 
Database review for the alignment 

• Historical Aerial Photograph - Enviro-Rail reviewed aerial photos of the study area dating 
from 1928 to 1993. 

• Division of Oil and Gas - Enviro-Rail reviewed available information on oil and gas wells 
located along or adjacent to the Eastside alignment. 

• Sanborn Maps - Enviro-Rail reviewed Sanborn Maps dating from 1888 to 1970 for 
properties along the alignment. 

• Engineering Management Consultant (EMC) - The EMC provided a set of 1993 aerial 
photographs of the alignment, as well as a digitized base map of the alignment. 

• Prior reports of investigations performed along the alignment were reviewed by Enviro­
Rail to identify locations where soil and/or groundwater contamination had been 
previously identified. 

• Site Reconnaissance - Enviro-Rail personnel walked the alignment to identify locations 
with visual indications of the potential for hazardous material releases and to visually 
verify information from database reviews and aerial photographs. 
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• Review of leaking underground storage tank (LUST) and underground storage tank 
(UST) site information at regulatory agencies. 

Enviro-Rail has compiled the data and information from the above-listed sources into a 
graphically-based database, or Geographic Information System (GIS). The EMC drawings of 
the alignment were converted to Arc/Info format using ArcCAD. Photos were scanned on a 
desk top scanner and transformed using Arc/Info. Coordinate data from the Vista database 
search were projected from geographic coordinates into state plane coordinates using 
ArcCad. The coordinates were then placed on the alignment map using ArcView. The data 
collected from the various sources described were digitized and converted to Arclnfo format. 
These data can be displayed and quiried relative to the alignment. 

The results of the Baseline Environmental Study show that there are areas along the 
alignment with known environmental problems, and some areas with potential problems. The 
contaminants identified from our review include volatile organic compounds such as 
trichloroethene, and semi-volatile organic compounds. The odor of hydrogen sulfide was 
also present at some of the boring locations. The main areas that need further evaluation 
based on the results of this study, are shown on plate 2. Plates 1, 2, 3, and 4 show how the 
date from the study can be presented. 

The Geographic Information System (GIS) data developed in the course of this study can be 
presented in a variety of ways, and the figures and plates in this report are examples of data 
presentation. The GIS data can be used to evaluate the impact of changes in the alignment 
on issues related to the location of known contamination and to develop plans for more 
detailed alignment characterization studies. 

Data can be added to the data set as it becomes available, making it a valuable planning tool. 
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1.0 
INTRODUCTION 

The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MT A) has initiated the 
design phase for the Metro Red Line East E~tension. As a part of the design work, the MT A 
has requested that Enviro-Rail assist in the identification of known and potential sources of 
contamination along the alignment. In order to comply with this request, Enviro-Rail has 
performed a Baseline Environmental Study for the East extension. 

The primary purpose ofEnviro-Rail's Baseline Environmental Study was to compile available 
data and information regarding conditions along the alignment. These data have been used to 
document environmental conditions along the proposed alignment that could potentially 
adversely impact the construction and/or operation of the first 3.6 miles of the segment. 

To accomplish the stated objective, Enviro-Rail performed the following five tasks. 

Task 1 - Preparation of a Base Map 

A digital base map of the section of the alignment from Union Station to First and Lorena 
was prepared based on Microstation drawings provided by the Engineering Management 
Consultant (EMC). 

Task 2 - Data Collection and Review 

Information from prior investigations performed by Converse Consultants, Earth Technology, 
Law/Crandall and Geotransit Consultants was reviewed, and data from these reports that 
might indicate the presence of contamination along the alignment was placed on the base 
map. Information sources are identified in the Bibliography (Section 5), and include in 
addition to past site investigations, oil field records from the Division of Oil and Gas, and 
files from the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles City Fire 
Department and California Environmental Protection Agency, Department of Toxics 
Substances Control. 

Task 3 - Regulatory Agency Records Review 

The purpose of the records review was to obtain information regarding properties along the 
alignment to aid in assessing if current and/or past property usage have resulted in known or 
potential contamination. The study area for the records review ranged from the alignment 
and adjoining properties for registered underground storage tanks (USTs) and Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) generators; to a 1/4 mile distance for leaking 
USTSs, landfill sites, and Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and 
Liability Information System (CERCLIS) sites, RCRA treatment, storage and disposal 
facilities, and state and federal Superfund sites. 
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Enviro-Rail used Vista Environmental Information, Inc. (Vista), an independent data search 
service, to perform the public regulatory agency database records review. 

Information on past usage of properties along the alignment was also obtained from a review 
of historic aerial photos from Whittier College, and from Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps. 

Task 4 - Site Reconnaissance 

A site reconnaissance was conducted by members of Enviro-Rail's staff experienced in 
hazardous materials surveys, who observed surface conditions and current activities along the 
alignment. 

Task 5 - Report Preparation/Project Management 

This report was prepared documenting the results of the study. The key elements of this 
report are (1) digitized maps presenting the data compiled during the investigation, (2) an 
identification of data gaps in the documentation of conditions along the alignment, (3) 
recommendations for work to fill in the data gaps, (4) files containing the information 
gathered. 

The methods of data collection, data analysis and presentation, and recommendations are 
described and presented in the subsequent sections of this report. 
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2.0 
DA TA COLLECTION 

Figure 1 shows the section of the East Extension of the Metro Red Line that was covered by 
this study. The segment starts at Union Station, extends south to Little Tokyo, then heads 
east to the First and Boyle, Chavez/Soto and First and Lorena stations. Several sources were 
used for the data needed to document known or potential sources of contamination along the 
alignment. These sources are: 

• Vista Environmental Services, Inc. (Vista) which performed a Regulatory Agency 
Database review for the alignment 

• Historical Aerial Photographs - Enviro-Rail reviewed aerial photos of the alignment 
dating from 1928 to 1993. 

• Division of Oil and Gas - Enviro-Rail reviewed available information on oil and gas wells 
located along or adjacent to the Eastside alignment. 

• Sanborn Maps - Enviro-Rail reviewed Sanborn Maps for properties along the alignment 
from 1888 to the present. 

• Engineering Management Consultant (EMC) - The EMC provided a set of 1993 aerial 
photographs of the alignment, as well as a digitized base map of the alignment. 

• Prior reports of investigations performed along the alignment were reviewed by Enviro­
Rail to identify locations where soil and/or groundwater contamination had been 
identified. 

• Site Reconnaissance - Enviro-Rail personnel walked the alignment to identify locations 
with visual indications of the potential for hazardous material releases. 

• Review of leaking underground storage tank (LUST) and underground storage tank 
(UST) site information at regulatory agencies. 

2.1 Vista Environmental Services (Vista) Review 

Vista was contracted by Enviro-Rail to perform a regulatory agency database review for the 
alignment and properties within 1/4 mile of the alignment. The sources reviewed included:

2.2 Aerial Photo Review 

Aerial photos of the study area from the Fairchild Collection dating from 1928 to 1957 were 
reviewed at Whittier College. The years for which photos were available are 1928, 1931, 
1933, 1934, 1937, 1941, 1945, 1949, 1952, 1953, 1956 and 1957. 

In addition, a set of color aerial photos from a 1993 flight was made available by the EMC 
for Enviro-Rail's review. The results of the review of the 1928 to 1957 photos are 
summarized in Table 1. 

2.3 Division of Oil and Gas Review 

Records at the California Division of Oil and Gas (DOG) were reviewed to identify the 
locations of active or abandoned oil and/or gas wells along and within 0.25 miles of the 
alignment. Copies of the well logs were obtained where available, as well as information on 
the name of the well, the location, the owner, depth, and operating status. These data were 
summarized in an Excel spreadsheet and are presented as Table 2. 

2.4 Historical Sanborn Map Review 

Sanborn Insurance Maps covering the period 1888 to 1970 for properties along the alignment 
were purchased and reviewed. The purpose of the review was to identify facilities along the 
alignment where past activities could have resulted in releases of hazardous materials that 
would impact subway construction. Approxmately 700 facilities within the study area were

identified by the review of Sanborn maps. The data from the Sanboms were summarized in 
an Excel spreadsheet. The data include the address, name (if known) and type of business, as 
well as a subjective ranking of the potential for use and/or release of hazardous materials at 
the site. These data are presented in Table 3. 

2.5 Review of Previous Geotechnical and Environmental Investigations 

Reports prepared for previous investigations along the alignment were reviewed to identify 
locations where evidence of contamination was present. The reports reviewed are presented 
in Section 5.0.· Data summarized from borings presented in these reports are presented in 
Table 4. The available subsurface information includes data from approximately 50 borings 
excavated along the alignment between 1984 and 1992. Information presented includes 
Boring identification, location, depth and the chemicals identified in the soil and/or 
groundwater. 

2.6 Regulatory Agency File Review 

Higman Doehle, Inc. (HDI), a member of the Enviro-Rail team, contacted the regulatory 
agencies that maintain records on leaking underground storage tanks (LUSTs) and 
underground storage tanks (USTs) to review the files for USTs and LUSTs identified by the 
Vista search. The objective was to obtain information on leaking tanks on or near the 
alignment, as well as information on registered USTs. USTs that have been in the ground for 
a long time generally have a higher likelihood of leaking and thus it is important to document 
the status of all USTs on or near the alignment. In addition, USTs close to the alignment 
have to be relocated before construction whether they are leaking or not. 

LUST and UST files were reviewed at the Los Angeles City Fire Department (LACFD); the 
Los Angeles County Department of Public Works (LACDPW), Waste Management Division; 
and the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board. A total of 113 LUST and UST 
sites were identified as a result of the Vista search, of which one was misidentified by Vista, 
and 14 were present on both the LUST and UST list. Thus, a total of 98 sites were eligible 
for review. Case files were located for 79 of the 98 sites. The results of the Agency file 
review are summarized in Table 5. 
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3.0 
DATA ANALYSIS 

Enviro-Rail obtained a base map of the alignment from the EMC. This base map showed the 
Eastside Alignment, with streets, and the land parcels that were likely to be impacted by 
subway construction. 

Enviro-Rail converted the base map to an Arc/Info-compatible format and using the Arc View 
Software package. Once the base map was generated, data from the following sources were 
added: 

(a) The Vista report data 
(b) California Division of Oil and Gas data 
(c) Regulatory Agency file review data for LUSTs and USTs 
( d) Summary data from prior subsurface investigations 
(e) Information and data from review of the Sanborn Map dating from 1888 to 1970 
(f) Aerial photos from 1941 and 1993 

The procedures used to input and display the data and information are as follows. 

The GIS data was constructed using Arc/Info, ArcCAD, Microstation and ArcView. The 
following list describes each component in the data set and its origin:

EMC drawings were converted to Arc/Info format using ArcCad. Photos were scanned on a 
desktop scanner and transformed using Arc/Info. Coordinate data for sites from the Vista 
database, Sanborn Maps, DOG files, and previous borings were projected from geographic 
coordinates into State Plane coordinates using Arc/CAD. Individual sites were then placed 
on the map using ArcView. Digitized data were created using AutoCAD and converted to 
Arc/Info format using ArcCAD. 

The data collected can be displayed and queried relative to the alignment. We have included 
examples of the manner in which the data can be displayed as Plates I, 2, 3, and 4, and 
Figures 2 through 15. Plate 1 shows the alignment with oil and gas wells, UST and LUST 
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sites; Plate 2 shows the alignment and the location of wells and/or borings with 
contamination; Plate 3 shows the alignment with Sanborn sites with the potential for releases 
of hazardous materials. Plate 4 shows locations of gas probes previously installed along the 
alignment. Areas that need further evaluation to evaluate and quantify the extent of 
contamination along the alignment are also shown on Plate 2. These areas were identified by 
considering all data available to date or conditions along the alignment. Figures 2 through 15 
are aerial photos from 1941 and 1993 on which the alignment has been superimposed. 
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4.0 
DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS 

The results of the Baseline Environmental Study show that there are areas along the 
alignment with known environmental problems, and some areas with potential problems. 
Some of these locations are identified on Plates 1, 2 3, and 4. Figure 2 also shows locations 
along the alignment that should be more fully characterized and evaluated to quantify the 
nature and extent of contamination. 

The GIS data developed during this study can be queried, sorted and displayed in a variety of 
ways. The figures and plates included in this report are examples of the type of data 
presentation that is possible using the GIS and do not fully represent the utility of the system. 
It is important to note that the GIS is most useful as an online tool that can be used in 
conjunction with current graphic and database systems currently used by the MT A 

The available data and the results of this study indicate that subsurface soil and groundwater 
contamination may be present along a significant portion of the alignment. The results of 
previous investigations, as well as the information derived from the Vista database review, 
historical aerial photos and Sanborn Maps, clearly suggest that the most significant 
contamination can be expected along the portion of the alignment between Union Station and 
Little Tokyo Station. This portion of the alignment has had a high intensity of past industrial 
activities and facilities which have the potential for releases of contaminants to the 
environment. Previous subsurface investigations in this area have identified soil and 
groundwater contamination including volatile organic compounds (VOCs ), semivolatile 
organic compounds (SVOCs) and petroleum hydrocarbons. Additional investigations will be 
required to more fully characterize the nature and extent of both known and potential areas 
soil and groundwater contamination. 

Data from the Vista database search and information from the Sanborn Map review indicate 
that there are several isolated areas along the remainder of the alignment where petroleum 
hydrocarbon contamination associated with existing and former underground storage tank 
locations may be present. Additional subsurface investigations will be necessary to more fully 
characterize and assess the soil and groundwater contamination in areas of known and 
potential contamination. 

Relatively high concentrations of methane and hydrogen sulfide gas have been documented in 
isolated locations along the alignment during previous studies by others. The previous 
studies have indicated that the ground gas concentrations measured in wells dissipate rather 
quickly and that positive gas pressures have not been found. Gas probe locations have been 
widely spaced and the possibility exists that gassy conditions may be encountered along a 
significant portion of the alignment. Additional investigations are required to more fully 
assess the ground gas conditions along the alignment. 
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conditions are shown on Plate 2. The section of the alignment from Union Station to the I 
Little Tokyo Station is the area with the greatest identified known and potential areas of 
contamination. In addition to this main area, other locations of concern are at the 
Soto/Chavez Station, near 1st and Julien, 1st and Concord, 1st and Velasco. I 
The alignment will also need to be evaluated for the presence of underground storage tanks 
within 25 feet of the tunnels. US Ts within this distance of the alignment will· need to be I 
removed prior to construction of the subway.
