	NBC’s Los Angeles Stations Partner with Transit TV
NBC’s family of Los Angeles Stations – KNBC (Channel 4), KVEA (Telemundo, Channel 52) and KWHY (Independent-Spanish, Channel 22) – have partnered with Transit TV to provide local news, weather, sports and entertainment programming to Los Angeles County Metro bus riders.  Beginning this month, 1.2 million bus riders will be able to watch the stations for local programming as they commute to and from work.  Transit TV’s wireless network of 4,400 LCD screens on 2,200 buses will enable programming to be updated throughout the day; ensuring riders receive the latest information.  

Fully installed on all Metro buses since August 2006, Transit TV’s screens provide Los Angeles bus riders with 48 minutes of programming every hour.  The partnership will allow for 5 minutes of the hourly content wheel to be provided by NBC’s family of stations, including both English and Spanish-language content. 
Metro Red Line to Bypass Hollywood/Highland Station During Oscars

Media Relations issued a news release noting various Metro Bus detours that will be instituted in response to the closure Hollywood Boulevard for the 79th Annual Academy Awards show this Sunday.  Specifically, Metro Bus Lines 163, 210, 212, 217 and 780 will be detoured through Monday, February 26th. On Sunday, Metro Bus Line 156 along Highland Avenue will be detoured, however service should resume by mid-day Monday.   
The release also notes that due to heighten security for the Oscars, Metro Red Line subway trains will bypass the Hollywood/Highland station. Metro Red Line trains will operate on a regular schedule but will simply pass through the Hollywood/Highland Station without stopping on Sunday only.  

Groundbreaking Event for New High School Near Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension
Earlier today, Metro staff participated in a groundbreaking event for the first new high school to be constructed in Boyle Heights in 85 years.  The East Los Angeles Area New High School is located along the alignment of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension and will be served by the Pico/Aliso Station.  Dennis Mori, Metro’s Executive Officer for Construction, attended the event and was interviewed by the Los Angeles Times.  The reported inquired about street improvements and pedestrian walkways along First Street and other adjacent areas to the new school site.  It was noted that the street improvements and pedestrian walkways will complement the access and design of the new high school.  Mr. Mori also mentioned that Metro has worked closely with the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) on this effort.  Congresswoman Lucille Roybal-Allard, Los Angeles City Councilman Jose Huizar and LAUSD Superintendent David Brewer III were also in attendance.  Media covering the event included Channels 2, 5, 7, 11, and 34, as well as the Los Angeles Times and Eastern Publications.  The story is expected to run throughout the next several days.  
CTC Funding for Los Angeles Transportation Projects
Earlier today, staff participated in an interview with a reporter from City Beat News who inquired whether the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension (MGLEE) and Exposition Light Rail projects would be impacted by the California Transportation Commission’s reduced funding for Los Angeles County transit projects.  The reporter was told that both the MGLEE and Phase I of the Exposition Light Rail project are fully funded.  It was also noted that a subway extension to Santa Monica and the Pasadena Gold Line extension to Montclair are being evaluated in the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) process.  Staff stressed that the LRTP will be presented to the board this spring for adoption this fall.  Stories will likely run after the next CTC meeting on February 28th.

Metro to Receive Visit from Irving, Texas Delegation
A delegation from the City of Irving, Texas will visit Metro next week (February 27th-28th) to learn about transit oriented developments along our rail lines.  Greg Angelo, Metro’s Director of Real Property Management & Development, will lead the delegation on a tour of our Wilshire/Vermont, Hollywood & Highland, and Hollywood/Vine, North Hollywood developments.  The group will also visit the Metro Orange Line’s station at Warner Center and the Pasadena Gold Line’s Del Mar Station.
