	Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board Meeting Agenda

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board is scheduled to meet this Thursday, April 5th at 2:30 p.m. in the Kenneth Hahn Hall of Administration, in the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room 381B.

At this meeting, the Expo Board will consider staff recommendations to adopt the Proposed Phase I & II FY 08 Budgets and authorize the CEO to issue a Notice to Proceed for Contract Package A3: Trench Structure near USC.
The Consent Calendar items include a receive and file report on CEO-approved contracts.  The Calendar also includes reports requesting approval of Work Orders for Southern California Gas Company facility relocations and authorization for the Chief Executive Officer to delegate signature and contract authority to his/her designee.  A monthly project status update will also be delivered

Hollywood & Vine Joint Development:  Final Closing and Document Recordation
While construction activity has already commenced, the final execution and recordation of the long term ground leases, property conveyances, reciprocal easement agreements and other technical documents necessary to construct and operate the $600 million mixed-use development at the Metro Red Line's Hollywood & Vine station was completed on March 29, 2007.   Metro, Legacy Partners (the condominium and apartment developer) and HEI/Gatehouse (the developer-operator of the W hotel) completed the final documentation and recordation phase, and full scale construction is now set to begin and will last some 36 months.  When complete, the project will contain a refurbished subway plaza, a 300-room W Hotel, 143 W-branded condominiums, 375 luxury apartments (79 of which will be affordable) and approximately 61,000 square feet of retail space and will constitute the largest privately financed project of its kind in the State of California.

California High Speed Rail Authority Public Scoping Meetings 
The California High Speed Rail Authority will be holding two series of public Scoping meetings in Los Angeles County in the next three weeks.  One series is for the proposed segment from Union Station to Palmdale and the second series is for the proposed segment from Union Station to Orange County.  One scoping meeting will be held at Metro Headquarters Building on Thursday, April 5 from 3 – 5 pm and from 6 – 8 pm.  Depending on the segment, other meetings will be held in Norwalk, Glendale, Sylmar, Palmdale, and at the LA River Center & Gardens in Los Angeles. The Scoping meetings are the beginning of the project level environmental clearance for the high speed rail system.   The California High-Speed Rail Authority has proposed high-speed train service for intercity travel between San Francisco Bay Area and Sacramento in the north, through the Central Valley, to Los Angeles, Orange County and San Diego in the south.   The proposed Los Angeles to Palmdale alignment would follow the existing Metrolink rail lines along San Fernando Road through Los Angeles, Glendale, Burbank and San Fernando before continuing through the Santa Clarita Mountains and into Palmdale.  The Los Angeles to Orange County segment would travel along the existing Los Angeles-San Diego Rail Corridor (LOSSAN) between Los Angeles Union Station and the Anaheim Regional Transportation Intermodal Center in Anaheim.  The California High Speed Rail Authority is seeking funding in the State’s FY08 budget to continue the environmental clearance process.  Construction funding for the project has not been secured.
Metro Orange Line Bike Path

The Daily News has inquired about construction work recently completed on the Metro Orange Line Canoga Station bicycle path.  A local resident had initially contacted the newspaper and Metro seeking to determine why the newly resurfaced bike path between Canoga and Variel Avenue was so rough.  Metro Construction staff reported that the City of Los Angeles had originally found the bike path lane striping incorrectly painted at the junction where the old and new bike paths meet, and requested that Metro and its contractor apply a new black slurry seal in the area and repaint new lines.  Both Metro and the City of Los Angeles inspected the site after slurry resurfacing work was completed in late March, and determined that some contractor re-work would be required.  It is expected that this work will be completed within thirty days.  The path, however, has been opened for public use.  Upon final acceptance of the re-surfacing, the City of Los Angeles will permanently operate and maintain the bikeway. The information, to be included as part of a Daily News Question & Answer column, will run this Wednesday.
