	405 Freeway Widening Project in Orange County

KABC-TV inquired today regarding efforts by OCTA to widen the 405 freeway at the Orange County Line. The reporter interviewed Metro’s Chief Planning Officer, Carol Inge, as part of the story. She told the reporter that Metro wants to work with OCTA and Caltrans as they do their planning and environmental clearance of this improvement.  She indicated that Metro does have some concerns that the project may create a bottleneck at the LA County line where the highway narrows.  She also noted, however, that three major freeways join at this location and that there may be ways to configure the lanes to minimize the impact. The story is expected to air tonight. 

LAX/Metro Green Line Interagency Task Force

Today was the third meeting of the LAX/Metro Green Line Interagency Task Force which was convened by the City of Los Angeles to identify a preferred concept for extending the Metro Green Line to the airport (LAX).  In addition to Metro staff, the task force meeting included staff from Los Angeles World Airports and representatives from the offices of Councilman Bill Rosendahl, Supervisor Don Knabe and Assemblyman Ted Lieu.  The task force is considering alternatives such as direct Metro Green Line service to the LAX Central Terminals and various people mover connectors from Green Line stations near Century Boulevard.  Additionally, the task force is looking at opportunities to tie in future transit lines such as the Crenshaw Corridor and the Harbor Subdivision at one or two consolidated LAX Transit Center locations.  The task force has scheduled two more meetings and expects to wrap-up their work in early July.

Metro Bus Fatality/ Metro Bus Accident

A pedestrian was struck by Metro Bus Line 16 at Spring Street and 5th Street in downtown Los Angeles. The accident occurred when the Metro Bus was making a right turn onto 5th street. The victim was a 39 year old female. LAPD responded to the scene and will handle the investigation as to the exact cause of the accident that resulted in a fatality. Media Relations staff responded to the scene. Storied are expected to air later tonight.

In a separate accident earlier today, Metro Bus Line 710 (Crenshaw Rapid) was traveling south bound on Crenshaw at Jefferson when it rear-ended a van. Seven people were injured in the accident and transported to area hospitals. The bus operator told authorities that a passenger on board the bus distracted her and hassle her when the accident occurred. LASD responded and cited the individual that distracted the operator. Several media outlets also responded to the scene as did Media Relations staff. Stories on the accident are expected to air later today.
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
