	Historic Lankershim Depot Restoration/Rehabilitation

On Tuesday August 7th, the Los Angeles City Council approved an additional $746,497 in Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) funding for the restoration/rehabilitation of the Historic Lankershim Depot bringing the CRA’s total contribution to $1,111,300.  This additional contribution is consistent with the previous Metro Board action on the Lankershim Depot Restoration project.  It also fulfills the Metro Board requirement that local match commitments be maintained when transferring funds among previously funded Call for Project grants.  The City Council also approved entering into an Assignment and Assumption agreement amending CRA’s 2002 Memorandum of Understanding with Metro.  This amendment conveys the rehabilitation/renovation responsibilities of the Historic Lankershim Depot to Metro.  Metro’s Planning Department will oversee the agreement with the CRA and Metro’s Construction Department will complete the restoration work.
Advanced Transit Vehicle Consortium Meeting Update

On August 13, 2007, the Advanced Transit Vehicle Consortium (ATVC) held their regular meeting
The consortium acted on or discussed a number of issues including:

· The appointment of Richard Hunt as President of the ATVC, replacing John B. Catoe, who left the position in January 2007;

· The appointment of John Drayton as Executive Vice President, replacing Richard Hunt;
· An update on ATVC Demonstration Projects – Hydrogen Compressed Natural Gas (HCNG), Hybrid Bus Procurement, and Zero emission battery bus demonstration project; and
· An update on Metro Bus Procurements – 60’ Articulated CNG Buses, 65’ Articulated CNG Buses, and High Capacity Composite Buses.

Richard Hunt also briefed the ATVC Board on the Cummins-Westport CNG engine defects and a status of the warranty claims.
Southern California Consensus TCIF Working Group Meeting

Today, we received the final agenda for the Southern California Consensus TCIF Working Group, which is scheduled to meet on Tuesday, August 14 at 9:00 a.m. in Metro’s Third Floor Board Conference Room.

At the meeting, the TCIF Working Group will discuss:

· Outreaching to the Legislature on the Consensus Position;

· Outreach effort to BTH Secretary Bonner to discuss Cooperation Agreement Meeting, a follow-up meeting in September, and protocol;
· An update on the data collection effort for the Allocation Calculation; and

· Outreach/expansion to Key Stakeholder, such as SCAG, Railroads, AQMD.
