	Texas Transportation Institute’s Report on Congestion to be Released Tomorrow at a Press Conference in Washington D.C.
Tomorrow morning, at 11:00 a.m. EDT, the Texas Transportation Institute's report on congestion will be released at a press conference that will take place in Washington D.C.  According to the press release, the report will show that "Traffic congestion continues to worsen in American cities of all sizes, creating a $78 billion annual drain on the U.S. economy in the form of 4.2 billion lost hours and 2.9 billion gallons of wasted fuel."  The press release also notes that "congestion causes the average peak period traveler to spend an extra 38 hours of travel time and consume an additional 26 gallons of fuel, amounting to a cost of $710 per traveler."  It is anticipated that the report will show that Los Angeles, which leads the nation in annual delays for travelers, makes a significant contribution to the nationwide congestion numbers.
