	Metro featured at Pasadena’s Transportation Management Association Meeting

Today, Metro’s Regional Communications Transit Education Manager presented the “3E’s” (Engineering, Education, and Enforcement) approach to safety to 40 transportation professionals at the Transportation Management Association meeting in Pasadena.  The meeting attendees, from area organizations like Jet Propulsion Laboratory and Huntington Memorial Hospital, were quite familiar with engineering and enforcement around train lines, but they were not aware of Metro’s extensive transit safety education program, which consists of presentations to residents, students and community groups; a student orientation tour program; and Metro’s participation in local events.  The meeting provided an opportunity to inform businesses and organizations about available transit safety programs and encourage them to arrange presentations for their employees.  The Transportation Management Association meets on a monthly basis and Metro staff will attend future meetings to offer safety education presentations to area businesses.
