Today, Secretary of Business, Transportation and Housing, Dale Bonner, conducted the first of two Southern California public meetings on the TCIF.  The Secretary has been holding public meetings around the State as a part of his efforts to develop recommendations on how to allocate the $2 billion made available from Proposition 1B.  The CEO's from the Southern California transportation agencies, as members of the Southern California Consensus TCIF Working Group, provided a presentation on the consensus group recommendation.  

The Secretary is asking the California Transportation Commission (CTC) to adopt a schedule that would require agencies to submit project applications to the CTC by November 26, 2007 and the CTC to adopt projects for funding at its December meeting.
