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New UCLA Study finds Gold Line and Orange Line Produce Less Smog and Fewer 
Greenhouse Gases in Both Near and Far Term  
 
A new study conducted by several UCLA researchers found that in both the near term and 
long-term, the Orange Line and the Gold Line produced less smog and greenhouse gases 
than the average auto driven in Los Angeles County. In addition, the Orange Line and 
Gold Line used less overall energy than cars and will create less particulate matter than 
cars in the long-term, although the Gold Line currently produces about the same as cars, 
due mostly to its electricity coming from coal-fired power plants used by the Los Angeles 
Department of Water and Power.To view the complete story as posted on the Source, 
please click here.
